These are
official statistical data collected according to the
program of statistical researches of interest for the
whole country and the Republic of Serbia.

Statistical data in the MONTHLY STATISTICAL
REVIEW are shown in annual, quarterly and monthly
series. Annual series include 3 last successive years.
Quarterly series relate to 9 quarters. Monthly series
include period long 13 months from the current and
previous year. Below appropriate tables, short
explanations are given, where needed.

On the last pages of the MONTHLY
STATISTICAL REVIEW, under the title
METHODOLOGICAL EXPLANATIONS, information on
data sources and coverage, definitions and
methodological materials are given.

Besides data collected by Republic Statistical
Office of Serbia, data from the Republic Labour Market,
Customs Administration and the National Bank of
Serbia are also used.

Monthly data for the current year are usually
preliminary. Because smaller errors are possible,
corrections are made and they are designated with
small star in the number of the REVIEW in which the
correction has been made.

Data for the Republic of Serbia from February
1999. do not include data for Kosovo and Metohia, so
they present data total for Central Serbia and
Vojvodina.

The publication’s contents is adapted to
international needs and obligations in the sense of
application of the Classification of activities, applied
from January 1, 2001.

POPULATION

Data sources - Data on births, deaths and
marriages are collected from registrars, and data on
divorces from courts authorized for divorces.

Coverage and definitions - Data on population
changes include number of births, deaths and
marriages registered in the register’s office, while
number of divorces is collected by authorized courts.

Data until year 2002 are final or processed
according to residence of mother (births), dead person
(deaths), groom (marriages) and last common
residence (divorces).For year 2003 and 2004 there
are previous data shown, or data according to the
place of registration by months.

Birth rates, mortality rates and natural increase
rates for the period 2000-2002 are calculated on basis
of estimated number of population in the middle of the
year, while rates for the year 2003 and 2004 are
calculated on basis of population projection for the
year 2003 and 2004.

Methodological material - More detailed
explanations on methodology applied in vital statistics
can be found in the “Instruction for filing out and
submitting of statistical questionnaires on births,
deaths and marriages” as well as in the “Instruction for
judges”.

EMPLOYEES AND WAGES (SALARIES)
Employment

Data sources

Data on annual average of employees are
calculated on the basis of two states (March 31 and
September 30), and they are obtained by regular
Semiannual Report on employees and their wages
(RAD-1) and by Inquiry for supplementing of the
Semiannual Report RAD-1.

Data on private entrepreneurs, persons
performing independent activity-occupation and their
employees are collected by the Semiannual Report
RAD 15 by the Republic Office for Health Insurance of

By Semiannual Report on employees and their
wages (RAD-1), all enterprises, institutions and
organizations of all forms of ownership are included.

By Inquiry for supplementing of the Semiannual
Report RAD-1, small enterprises with 50 employees
are included.

Those researches do not include foreign
citizens employed in our country, our citizens
employed in representative offices of some foreign
country on the territory of our country, employees in
military service, employees which employment stands
still for one or more years, active members of the
armed forces and civilians employed in the army,
employees in institutions of internal affairs and our
working units abroad.

Data on private entrepreneurs, persons
performing independent activity-occupation and their
employees include only employees registered at the
Republic Office for Health Insurance of Employees.

Data on unemployed include all persons that
are registered as unemployed at the Republic Institute
of Labor Market.

Definitions

Term “employed” include all persons that have
employment at the employer’'s. Persons that work
according to the work contract or contract on
performing of temporary work are not considered to
be employed.

Unemployed

Data on number of unemployed are taken from
the Republic Institute of Labour Market and include
only persons registered as unemployed at this Office.

The group “seeking employment for the first
time” include persons that haven not been employed
before applying to the Republic Institute of Labour
Market.

The group “without skills” include not thoroughly
trained and unskilled employees and workers with low
education.

The group “receive money compensation”
include only persons that on the basis of decision the
Republic Institute of Labour Market, according to valid
legal regulations, receive money compensation as
unemployed.

Research includes enterprises and their units,
institutions, cooperatives and organizations of all
forms of ownership by organizational- territorial
principle at the level of municipality.

Definitions

Employee’s wage (gross) consists of wage
realized by employee for work done and time spent at
work, higher wage and other incomes(except: local
public transportation bonus and time spent on
business trip in the country and abroad, pension
indemnity, solidarity in help, jubilee premium and help
in case of death of employee or member of his/her
family).

Wage (salary) without taxes and contributions
consists of wage (salary) — gross, reduced for taxes
and contributions.

Livestock breeding
Obesity of livestock

Data sources and coverage - Data are
collected by quarterly reports on organized fattening
of livestock and poultry. Quarterly reports include all
agricultural enterprises that are engaged in obesity of
their own or someone else’s livestock and poultry.

Slaughter

Data sources and coverage - Data are
collected by quarterly reports on slaughtered
livestock. Quarterly reports include livestock’s

slaughter by types and categories in slaughter houses
that are authorized for such operations.

FORESTRY

Data sources and coverage

Data are collected on the basis of monthly
report SUM-22. By this report, enterprises in state
ownership from the field of forestry are included,
dealing with permanent production of forest
assortments, disregarding if production of forestry
assortments is their basic activity or not.

Data that relate to the sector of ownership are
included.

Definitions

Physical volume index of forests exploitation is
calculated on the basis of data on production of forest
assortments, according to existing nomenclature of
products and weighted coefficients.

Weighted coefficients are calculated on the
basis of average purchase prices (values of forest
assortments), reduced for participation of material
costs and services in state product of forestry.

Weighted coefficients change each five years.

INDUSTRY

Data sources - Data are collected by monthly
and three-months industry report, that is new in
relation to the previous processing. Data on industrial
production and employees are collected on monthly
basis, and on raw materials and energy commodities
on three months basis.

Coverage - The industry report includes
enterprises that, according to the Classification of
activities, are classified into the field of industry, as
well as units dealing with industrial production and are
in composition of non-industrial enterprises. Military
production is not included.

In the Classification of activities applied from
January 1, 2001, industry is made of sectors: A Mining
and quarrying B Manufacturing C Electricity, gas and
water supply. Coverage of the concept “ industry” is
wider then the previous one, according to the Unique
Classification of activities, and is made of fields- from
10 to 41 from the Classification of activities.

From January 2004, industrial production is
followed according to the new nomenclature of
industrial products (harmonized with EU standards),
new weighted system and increased coverage of
economic subjects.

Nomenclature - Production is shown according
to the Nomenclature of industrial products. The
Nomenclature is made of industrial products and
services classified by activities in which they are
produced.

Indices - Basis for calculation of index is
nomenclature and weighted system. Physical volume
indices of production and stocks are calculated on the
basis of Classification of activities and Nomenclature
of products. Stocks of manufactured goods relate to
stocks at the end of the month. Stock index of
manufactured goods is calculated in relation to the
state of stocks at the end of December, 2003,
because we don’t dispose of data on monthly stocks
in year 2003 according to EU standards. Weights are
obtained from statistical documentation (Complex
annual report and Annual industry report).

Data on industrial production in January 2004
and total industrial production in the year 2003 are
collected according to new standards. As a result of
collected data, index of current month of the year
2004 is calculated in relation to the average of the
year 2003. In order to calculate index that represents
trends of industrial production in the current month of
the year 2004 in relation to the same month of the
year 2003, we assumed that tendency of change of
industrial production by months of the year 2003 is
same according to new and old standards for industry
as a whole and sectors.

Final products imply produced quantity of each
product or group of products accepted by technical
control as correct, disregarding if that product totally
or partly undergoes further processing in enterprise
where it has been produced or it is delivered in totality
as goods outside of the enterprise. Seasonal
variations of industrial production are not eliminated
while calculating the index.

CONSTRUCTION

Data sources and coverage - Represented
data are collected by annual and three-months
construction report that includes enterprises from the
field of construction, as well as units that perform
construction activity and are in composition of non-
construction enterprises. Three-months construction
report does not include all enterprises.

Definitions - Number of workers implies all
workers that have been working at construction sites,
disregarding their qualifications, type of employment
(work contract, hired workers, etc.) and length of work
at construction sites.

Hours of work performed include hours of
workers engaged at construction sites during the
regular working time, overtime work etc.

Tables in which construction activity is shown
on the territory of Republic of Serbia include
construction activity of contractors from Republic of
Serbia and contractors from Montenegro that
performed work in Republic of Serbia. Table
construction activity of contractors from the territory of
Republic of Serbia shows total construction activity of
contractors with headquarters in Republic of Serbia,
disregarding if those construction activities are
performed in Republic of Serbia, Republic of
Montenegro or abroad.

EXTERNAL TRADE

Sources and methods of data collecting

Data source for external trade statistics is
Unique custom duty document on imports and exports
of goods. Custom offices submit all documents to the
Republic Customs Administration. Republic Statistical
Office takes over Unique custom duty documents,
prepared for automatic data processing, from the
Republic Customs Administration and it exposes them
to further statistical control and processing.

Coverage

External trade statistics, based on principle of
special trade- reduced definition, includes all goods
originating from domestic production, respectively
from domestic trade, as well as so called nationalized
goods or goods that has been imported and on which
customs duty was charged and, in unchanged
condition exported abroad as goods of our origin.
Imports includes all goods imported from abroad on

which customs duty was charged and retained in
domestic trade for reproduction, investments or mass
consumption purposes. Beside regular (commercial)
imports, all commercial transactions are included, too,
as deliveries of charity and non-governmental
organizations. Only transactions that have a character
of transit and transactions connected to custom duty
storage are excluded from processing.

Definitions

Value of goods in external trade is shown on
the basis of prices achieved by enterprises when
entering contracts. All values have been computed on
the basis of the parity of free borders of Serbia: FOB
price for exports, CIF price for imports (invoice value
of goods raised for transport, insurance expenditures
and similar to the border of Serbia and Montenegro).
As regards exports, if agreed delivery of goods is
abroad, the invoice value decreases for expenditures
of transport, insurance and sending of goods from the
border of Serbia to the place of delivery abroad. If
agreed delivery of goods is in Serbia, the invoice
value increases for expenditures of transport,
insurance and sending of goods from the place of
delivery to the border of Serbia.

At repeated exports of products obtained at
active refining, the statistical value consists of total
value of imported goods for the purpose of refining
and domestic goods used in production process, as
well as other expenditures occurred on the customs
area of the Republic of Serbia. Statistical value of
imported goods is value that presents tariff base. If the
goods is imported again after the passive refining,
statistical value is made of total value of temporary
exported goods, services, incorporated foreign
material, as well as value of other expenditures
occurred in connection with goods abroad. Data on
value are calculated according to official exchange
rate of dinar, established on the last day in a week
that precedes the week in which the customs duty
amount and amount of other export fees is
established. According to these exchange rates
applied for establishing of tariff base the calculation of
transport, insurance and transshipment expenditures
has also been made. These expenditures are paid in
foreign currency.

The classification of exports and imports in
foreign trade is done according to the Nomenclature
of Statistics of Foreign Trade, based on the Standard
International Trade Classification OUN - revision 3.
Registration of foreign trade data by countries is
performed according to the principle of the country of
purpose at exports and country of origin at imports.
That means that in case of exports registered is the
country in which goods are consumed and further
processed and in case of imports the country where
goods have been produced in the state in which they
have been imported.

DOMESTIC TRADE

Data sources and coverage

Data on realized turnover in retail trade by
months present evaluation of turnover on the basis of
regular monthly statistical researches made on
sample of chosen enterprises of all forms of
ownership that perform activities of retail trade. On the
basis of results of regular three-months statistical
research also realized on sample that also includes
considerably bigger number of chosen enterprises
performing activities of retail trade, we present indices
on retail trade turnover by trade activities, harmonized
with KD, as well as corrections of monthly data. In
annual series, data on total turnover in retail trade are
published.

Definitions

Realized turnover in retail trade presents value
of sold goods of retail enterprises that have sold
(delivered) goods to end consumers, respective to the
population for personal consumption and use in
households, as well as to legal and physical persons
for performing of activities.

Indices in fixed prices are obtained by division
of indices in current prices with appropriate indices of
prices of goods, without electricity.

Data on sale and purchase of products of
agriculture, forestry and fishing are obtained on the
basis of regular monthly statistical researches and
comprise activities: sale of products from own
production of enterprises and cooperatives, as well as
purchase of products of individual holdings, performed
by authorized organizations with the aim of further
processing and sale.

Indices in fixed prices are obtained by division
of indices in current prices with appropriate indices of
prices of agricultural products.

More detailed instructions and explanations, as
well as data of lower level of processing, can be found
in monthly and three months communications (PM10;
PM11; PM12;), as well as in the special part of this
publication for the actual period.

CATERING TRADES
Data sources and coverage

Data on realized turnover in catering trades by
months relate to social sector and present estimations
obtained on the basis of monthly variations and
estimations of turnover’s trend. After expiration of
three months, monthly estimations are corrected on
the basis of results of regular three months’ statistical
research, based on partial coverage of social sector’s
enterprises, while enterprises which cumulative value
of turnover in relation to the total set amounts over
90% of turnover are included. Final data are results of
special statistical researches of social and private
sector’s catering trades in annual periodic and make
total catering trades turnover published in annual
series.

Definitions

Presented turnover in catering trades presents
value of performed catering trades that comprise
services of accommodation, food, pouring of drinks,
as well as other services usually performed in catering
trades.

Catering trades turnover indices in fixed prices
are obtained by division of turnover index in current
prices with price index of catering trades.

TOURISM
Data sources and coverage

Data on arrivals and overnight accomodations
of tourists are obtained on the basis of regular
statistical researches of all catering and other
organizations that offer services of accommodation or
mediate in offering of these services.

Definitions

Tourist is each person that spends at least one
night outside of the place of his/hers permanent
residence in catering or some other facility for
accommodation.

Tourist resort is considered to be every place
that fulfills basic attractive, communicative and
reception conditions.

Data on transport relate to national road
transport enterprises’ operations in national and
international passengers and goods transport.

Transport carried out by other enterprises by
their road transport means (transport for own needs)
is not shown here.

Urban transport

Passenger transport carried out by transport
organization in urban and sub-urban transport, as well
as passenger transport via railways in the system
“Beovoz” is included.

Boundary transport of road motor vehicles

All  national and international road motor
vehicles that entered the territory of Serbia through
road border crossings are included.

Services of transshipment

Transshipment enterprises’ operations in ports,
harbors and other stations of cargo transportation are
included.

Post activities

Post activities include the following services:

carrying of letters and parcels and payments
operations.
Letters relate to letters sent, postcards,

newspapers and magazines, registered letters and
remittance letters in national, international transport
and in arrival. Transit is not included.

Telecommunications

Telecommunications include the following
services: telephone, telegraphic, services of
messages’ transmission by the paging system and the
“Yu-package” network.

Telephone services are carried out through
fixed and mobile network. Unit of work in fixed
telephony is impulse and in mobile telephony minute.

Scope of work of the paging system is shown in
number of sent messages, and services of the “Yu-
package” network in kilo segments.

PRICES

Price statistics collects, in monthly periodic,
prices of most important products and services by
aspects of turnover from selected producing and
turnover organizations and agricultural holdings. On
the basis of collected data and appropriate weights,
average prices and price indices for the Republic of
Serbia are calculated.

1. Average prices

Producers’ prices of agricultural and fishing
products include purchase and selling prices.

Purchase prices are prices according to which
authorized enterprises and organizations buy
agricultural products from private holdings and they do
not contain incentive premiums.

Purchase prices are prices according to which
agricultural  enterprises and organizations sell
products from own production- f.0.b. destination at
domestic market.

Producers’ prices of agricultural and fishing
products are calculated for around 80 products on the
basis of data on agricultural products’ sale by
agricultural enterprises and organizations and data on
agricultural products’ purchase from private holdings.
Data are followed- for purchase prices from the year
1956. and for selling prices from the year 1959.

Average monthly purchase and selling prices
are calculated on the basis of reports on total
purchase and total wholesale trade from own
production and they are weighted by current
quantities.

Average annual purchase and selling prices
present weighted average of monthly prices.

Producers’ prices of manufactured goods
have been recorded from year 1962. These are prices
according to which agricultural enterprises sell
products from own production to trade and other

The price includes
bonus realized by producer while rebate, discount,
cash discount and similar are deducted if producer
grants them to buyer. Turnover tax is not included in
the price (from June 1965).

These prices are collected by monthly reports
submitted directly by selected enterprises for around
700 manufactured goods. Choice of industrial
enterprises is made on the basis of data on their
participation in the total value of industrial production.
Selection of products is made according to their
participation in the total realization of the field in
question, so mass products which realization exceeds
50% of that field’s total turnover are included.

Average monthly prices are calculated by
weighting current monthly prices of appropriate
products, and average monthly prices of producers of
manufactured goods present non-weighted average of
monthly prices for 12 months.

Retail prices are prices according to which
goods are sold to the final consumer by retail shops,
individual producers and performers of services. They
contain turnover tax for products that are subject to
taxation. They have been recorded from the year
1952.

Retail prices are recorded by statisticians in
selected towns that present bigger trading centers in
the Republic of Serbia and recording is performed on
the selected places (trade shop, market, craft shop
etc.)

Prices of agricultural food products are
recorded in trade network and at market once a 15
days, and prices of manufactured goods and services
once a month. For agricultural food products the
highest and the lowest prices have been mostly
recorded, and for manufactured goods selling prices
for product quality that is most often sold.

Average monthly prices in the Republic of
Serbia present arithmetic weighted mean of average
monthly prices in towns, Quantities of sold products in
corresponding towns are used as weighted factors.

Average annual retail prices for industrial
products and services present simple mean of prices
for 12 months and as concerns agricultural products,
these prices are obtained by weighting monthly
average prices with retail sales’ data by months.

Prices of catering services are prices
according to which consumers pay certain quantities
of food and beverages during lunch and price of
overnight accommodation is a price paid by a guest
for one night. They have been recorded from the year
1956.

Prices of catering services are recorded by
statisticians once a month in towns with higher market
and tourist centres in the Republic of Serbia.
Recording of prices is performed at some 100
selected catering facilities that have the biggest
turnover.

Monthly average prices in the Republic of
Serbia are calculated according to the types of
catering facilities.

2. Price indices

According to average prices, monthly, quarterly,
cumulative and annual indices are calculated:

- Indices of producers’ prices of agricultural and
fishing products (purchase prices for products
from private holdings and selling prices for
products from enterprises’ production)
according to the list that contains around 80
products from crop farming, fruit growing,
livestock breeding, home processing and
fishing, while purchase and selling prices’
indices are calculated separately.

- Prices of producers of manufactured goods
according to the list that contains around 700
products from 15 fields of industrial
production.

- Retail price according to the list that contains
around 60 agricultural, 340 manufactured (90
food and 250 non-food products) and around
80 types of services, while in appropriate
groups indices are calculated with and without
seasonal products.

- Price of catering services according to the list
that contains around 70 types of catering
services divided into 4 groups: food, alcoholic
drinks, non-alcoholic drinks and nights.

- Consumer prices (retail prices’ index of
products and services of personal
consumption) according to the list that is
identical to the list for calculation of retail
prices’ index, while it does not contain articles
from the following groups: building material,
chemical products for agriculture and
agricultural tools and implements.

Price indices and consumer prices’ indices are
recalculated, as a rule, at the beginning of each year
to the previous year as a base year.

Disregarding the base of reporting, in case of
calculation of price indices, we use weights that
present value structure of sold (realized) products and
services during one year in each phase of turnover,
and for consumer prices the value structure of non-
agricultural  households’ personal consumption.
Weights calculated in that way are used during the
period of 4-5 years and they are updated each year
during that period by relative changes of prices from
the previous year.

Annual and monthly series are given according to final
accounting data, and for current month according to
operational data.

Definitions

The money supply (M1) comprises cash in
circulation and deposit money. Deposit money
consists of means on giro, current and other accounts
of the owners of financial resources, including also
financial resources on the accounts of the local-self
government or accounts where payments without any
restrictions can be effected.

The money supply (M2) beside money supply
(M1) includes also other dinar time deposits (short-
term and long-term).

The money supply (M3) beside M2, includes
short-term and long-term foreign deposits (without
frozen foreign currency savings of households).

Foreign currency reserves include monetary
gold, special draft rights, foreign currency and
effective foreign money, as well as foreign securities.

In the table Population’s savings dinar and
foreign currency deposits of population are shown
(short-term and long-term) with state at the end of the
period in commercial banks.

Balance of payments is made by National
Bank of Serbia, according to the methodology of
International Monetary Fund. Data sources for
balance of payments are monthly communications on
exports and imports of commodities, statements from
commercial banks and the National Bank of Serbia on
realized balance of payments with the abroad for non-
commodity transactions and communications of the
National Bank of Serbia on credit-financial
transactions with the abroad. Data on direct foreign
investments and official aid are obtained from the
Ministry of Finance of Serbia.

The balance of payments is shown in US
dollars, and recalculation of the value of transaction
from original currencies into reporting currency is
performed applying official mean exchange rate of the
National Bank of Serbia.

I. Data on the value of exports and imports
goods are obtained from customs declarations
processed by the Republic Statistical Office.

Data on value of exports and imports of
services are obtained from the external payment
transactions which are performed through commercial
banks and the National Bank of Serbia, according to
the methodology of the IMF and they include: tourist,
transport services, investment activitis, insurance
services, financial services etc.

The income account includes incomes and
expenditures on the basis of interests from the
external payment transactions statistics.

Current transfers regarding incomes present
total foreign remittance value received from abroad
and effective foreign currencies deposits to the foreign
currency accounts of the residents at domestic banks
and remittances from abroad deposited to the foreign
currency accounts of non-residents. Regarding
expenditures of the current transfers, total currency
outflow to abroad has been presented.

Donations (official transfers — aid and grants
from abroad) are presented on the basis of the
external payment transactions statistics and the report
of the Ministry of Finances of the Republic of Serbia.

Il. Financial transactions include foreign direct
investments, short-term and long-term credits, short-
term credits and deposits.

Foreign direct investment - net include
investments of foreign capital in national enterprises
and banks in money, domestic capital investments
into the foreign enterprises and banks, payments
received for the sold capital share in other enterprise,
purchase and sale of the real estate in the country or
abroad and investments in form of goods.

Middle-term and long-term credits - net include
data from the statistics of external credit relations of
the National Bank of Serbia which is based on the
concluded credit contracts registered at the National
Bank of Serbia and payments became due according
to these credits.

Short-term credits and deposits - net include
data from the statistics of external payment
transactions include credits of the National Bank of
Serbia and banks with the repayment lasting not more
than one year.

Others — net include data from the statistics of
external payment transactions and comprises
prepayments under exports and imports of goods and
services, loro checks, new foreign currency savings of
the residents, deposits by foreign currencies from
exchange operations with the residents, obligations
towards citizens arising from frozen foreign currency
savings deposits, etc.

Commercial banks - net, regarding statistics of
external payment transactions, include foreign
currency reserves of banks authorized for operations
with abroad or changes in their claims on accounts of
the foreign banks, as well as bank notes and checks
in commercial banks’ treasuries.

lll. Errors and omissions — net, include
imported but not paid goods, exported goods without
collected payment, goods paid but not imported and
goods exchange collected payment but not exported,
inter currency changes and standard errors and
omissions.

IV. Total balance is compiled item that
represents sum of current transactions, financial
transactions and errors and omissions.

V. Foreign exchange reserves of the Nati-
onal Bank of Serbia include data from accounting
records of the National Bank of Serbia and also
foreign currency claims of the National Bank of Serbia
on accounts at foreign banks, monetary gold, foreign
securities, special draft rights and cash. They also
include credits at IMF.
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
