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PREFACE

“The System of National Accounts of the Republic of Serbia 2000 - 2003” represents another
in a series of publications by Statistical Office of the Republic of Serbia dealing with this subject.
Unlike those previous, this one contains more detailed calculations of the Gross Domestic Product at
current prices for all years under observation. In addition, calculations of the Gross Domestic Product
at constant prices, based on the year 2002, are published for the first time, together with calculations
of the Individual Consumption for the year 2003.

The Study is divided in three parts. The more significant results of the National Accounts of
the Republic of Serbia, for the period from 2000 to 2003, are set out in the fist part, to be followed by
the methodological basis of the System of National Accounts. At the end, a group of accounts for
entire economy and for all defined institutional sectors is given, as well as a numerous tables which
will help users in analysis of this complex subject. In order to meet the requirements of a large number
of international users, the first and the third part are translated into English.

Respecting the desire of the authors of this Study, we would like to thank the colleagues and
maneagement of the Statistical Office for their understanding, support, expert discussions and
suggestions which have contributed to a better quality of the Study.

In this chapter only the most significant results from the national accounts of the Republic of
Serbia for the time 2000 — 2003 were presented. Since the System of National Accounts consists of a
large number of connected accounts and tables with various analytical application, primarily we
summarized the basic macroeconomic aggregate values, in the first place regarding their structure.
The users are free to do a more detailed analysis in accordance with their needs.

1. GROSS DOMESTIC PRODUCT

The main and the most significant macroeconomic aggregate within the System of National
Accounts is Gross Domestic Product (GDP) which represents the result of production activities of all
residential institutional units. Within the System of National Accounts, production is defined as a wider
conception, in a way that along with material production and services connected with material
production it comprises all kinds of other services (financial services, education, health service, social
welfare, government administration, the activities of professional associations, humanitarian
organizations, civil associations and other non-productive services). Gross domestic product
represents an overall indicator of national economic activities.

We find at disposal three methods to calculate gross domestic product: production,
expenditure and income method. Here we presented gross domestic product calculated applying the
production method, as the sum of values added of all residential institutional units. Gross value added
is obtained by using production method, as a difference between output and intermediate
consumption.

Within the System of National Accounts the gross value added (GVA) aggregate is given at
basic prices, while gross domestic product (GDP) is presented in market prices. The starting point for
calculating gross domestic product is gross value added of residential institutional units at basic prices
(Table 1).

Gross domestic product at market prices is calculated when the total gross value added at
basic prices is increased by taxes and reduced by subsidies on the products (Table 2).

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In international summaries and publications the sections of Classification of activities are
mainly divided into three large segments: agriculture, industry and services. Agriculture includes
fishing industry as well, however its participation in GDP is small. For the period respective agriculture
has the participation in the gross domestic product reduced as a consequence of rainless weather,
specially in 2003 when the patrticipation amounted to 12.0% only. The second segment comprises the
sectors of mining and quarrying, manufacturing industry, electricity, gas and water supply and
construction industry. This segment has a rather constant participation level in the gross domestic
product for the time considered. The participation level varies about 3.0%. The remaining activities
make the services segment, which has an increasing participation in GDP in the respective period: in
2000 it amounted to 44.3% and finally it made 56.2% of the gross domestic product (Table 3). This is
seen as a consequence of a reduced agriculture participation in the gross domestic product on one
side and of the services sector expansion on the other side.

A specific feature of the System of National Accounts is that residential institutional units are
grouped into institutional sectors according to functional principle. A whole set of accounts is provided
for each institutional sector defined: non-financial, financial, government, individual households and
non-profit institutional units serving households (NPISHS).

The non-financial sector has the largest participation in the total gross domestic product
structure, showing a slight variation in the respective period of time: from 57.4% in 2003 to 59.0% in
2002.

The financial sector comprises banks, the National Bank of Serbia and other financial
organizations, as well as insurance agencies. Following a great fall of participation in the gross
domestic product in 2001 (4.6%) and a rise in 2002 (6.0%), in 2003 the financial sector has reached
the participation of 5.5%.

The government sector shows a constant rise in making the gross domestic product: from
7.9% in 2000 to 13.2% in 2003.

The sector of households, comprising the activities of agricultural households and shops,
includes also the value of imputed dwelling rents. In 2003 this sector participates the gross domestic
product making with 23.5%, which is a lower rate compared to the previous years when the highest
participation level was 28.4%. This is a consequence of the agricultural production fall during 2002
and 2003, since the household sector is active mainly within this area.

Although the sector of non-profit institutional units serving households (NPISHs) comprises a
great number of legal entities, it is of the smallest economic significance and the participation of this
sector in the making of the gross domestic product in the year 2003, as well as before, amounts to
0.4% only (Table 4).

In this study we also showed the structure of making gross value added at basic prices
pursuant to the Classification of Activities, regarding both the section of activities and the division level.
The two principal sectors of the Serbian economy are agriculture and manufacturing. The participation
of these in the respective period varied to a considerable degree with a notable declining trend, so that
agriculture saw a fall from 22.6% in 2000 to 14.4% in 2003, which is a consequence of several rainless
years in succession. The manufacturing participation fell from 27.3% to 18.6%. The real estate renting
and business activities were inclined to increase the participation in the gross value added in the time
given: from 8.7% in 2000 to 11.0% at the end of the interval. Wholesale and retail trade and repairs of
motor vehicles and consumption goods saw a rise after the fall in 2001 and in 2003 their participation
was 9.7%, which resulted from an increased individual consumption. Transport, storage and
communications also saw a rise in the time respective, which resulted from the fact our country had
been opened and mobile network had fast and dynamic expansion. The sector of public administration
and compulsory social security had a rather dynamic rise in the four-year period and in 2003 the
participation reached the level of 6.0%. Education and health service also had an ever increasing
participation, as a consequence of larger investments in the sector. The remaining sectors, fishing
industry, mining and quarrying, hotels and restaurants, private households employing people had
small participation in the gross value added. It is worth noting that the sector of electricity, gas and
water supply in the first two years of the period remained at approximately the same participation level
of 1.5% and afterwards in the succeeding two years it saw a fast growth to 4.1% in 2002 and 4.6% in
2003 (Table 5).

Pursuant 76,3%
to the statistical surveys carried out, calculated
are gross fixed capital formation, changes in
inventories, exports and imports of goods and
services, while final consumption comes as a
residual item. A detailed and methodologically
consistent calculation of individual consumption Colloctive
for 2003 has been done for the first time now. consumption
The structure of the gross domestic product 23,7%
usage in 2003 has changed slightly regarding the previous year and the same indicates significant
features of the national economy. In 2003 the final consumption expenditure (individual and collective)
have the largest participation. The individual consumption expenditure (comprising individual
consumption of institutional sector of households, non-profit institutions serving households and
government sector consumption) amount to 81.7% of the gross domestic product and the collective
consumption expenditure amounts to 25.4%. The structure of the final consumption is given in Graph 1.

The participation of gross fixed capital formation, which makes the basis for further economic
development, was increased to 14.1% while in 2002 it amounted to 13.1%. In 2001 we saw a fall and
the fixed capital formation made only 9.2% of the gross domestic product.

The external trade was given through exports and imports of goods and services and in 2003
the exports made 18.3% and imports 42.2% of the gross domestic product. The same ratio applied in
the previous years, except in 2000 when the country had economic sanctions imposed. The
calculation was executed at current exchange rates that are valid for the definition of customs basis.

The deliveries of goods and services to the other republic made 5.2% of the gross domestic
product and the purchase form the other republic made 3.1% of the gross domestic product in 2003.
The estimations for the period were carried out pursuant to previous research of inter-republic trade.
(Table 6).

In 2003 for the first time the household final consumption expenditure was calculated or
estimated in a direct way. The “bottom-up” approach (lower — higher level and in aggregation as well)
is in accordance with international standards and provides for reliable data obtained, regarding both
their volume and structure. So far individual consumption has been obtained as a residual in
calculating gross domestic product by the production method.
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The calculation of household final consumption expenditure was carried out considering
SNA93 and ESA95 as basic methodological framework, all the way from assuming basic terms
definitions, classifications to introducing rules, procedures and time schemes for noting and assessing
basic categories. The second important tool could be found in various methodological materials by
OECD and EUROSTAT, which usually represent elaboration and development basic categories and
procedures of SNA93 and ESA95. As the third resort we use the experience of European countries in
this field that we have at our disposal and that was discussed at regular meetings of the named
international organizations.

The household final consumption expenditure are the costs the resident households bear in
order to provide for goods and services that will directly meet the needs and demands of their
members. Both SNA93 and ESA95 clearly separate the household expenditures in final consumption
from other expenditures or usages in the System, considering in the first place the fact that
households may be active producers. Not only directly paid for goods and services (cash, non-cash, at
sight, credit) fall within the scope of subject expenditures, but also the acquisition through income in
kind or from own production.

Generally the time of recording the household final consumption expenditure is the moment of
starting buyer obligation towards seller. That is to say the expenditures for goods are noted at the
moment of changing the owner and the expenditures for services when the servicing procedure has
been completed. The household final consumption expenditure is valued according to the prices buyer
actually pays in the moment of purchase.

The classification of Individual consumption by purpose (COICOP) includes twelve main
categories that were presented in Table 7. In the calculation of the household final consumption
expenditure we used two or more relevant sources and on a sufficiently detailed level of items number
too, which guarantees that the Classification given aggregates are reliable. The data for the here
shown calculation or assessment of final consumption expenditure take into account the official results
of the Household Budget Survey, branch statistics and various administrative and other sources
available.

The basic principle applied in estimating the items of the household final consumption
expenditure is to compare the data of various sources concerning the same occurrence. That includes
also the analysis of applied methods (definitions, coverage, procedures, etc.) for obtaining the data as
well as the assessment of functional logic validity of the data from each source. Also the time series of
the occurrence is considered. In the end we estimate the value of the considered occurrence relative
to the values of other occurrences that are functionally connected from macroeconomic point of view.

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3. RECALCULATION OF GROSS DOMESTIC PRODUCT INTO USD AND EUR

The recalculation of GDP into USD is carried out applying the methodology of the World Bank
that is based on three-year floating average of the market exchange rate and the data on inflation in
the Republic of Serbia and in the USA. To make recalculation into EUR we used the average annual
exchange rate. The calculation of gross domestic product per capita was executed according to the
estimated total population in mid-year. (Table 8).

4. CALCULATION OF GROSS DOMESTIC PRODUCT AT CONSTANT PRICES

The calculation of gross domestic product at constant prices has the purpose to show the
dynamic and structural changes occurred due to the change in physical volume of production,
supposing however that level, structure and price parity remained unchanged.

The total gross domestic product at constant prices is obtained as an aggregate of value
added calculations by activities, using the statistical data concerning: physical production and turnover
range, prices, production value, number of employees, etc. The principal method applied in the
calculations is the extrapolation of basic values by the indices of physical volume production. In
assessments for an activity also other data available (number of employees, average wages) may be
used as control parameters (Table 9).
