As before, September 2006 issue of TRENDS
publication presents data series for the second
quarter and the first eight months of 2006. External
trade time series has been recalculated on the basis
of the succeeding year (02005=100), since the data
are now available. '

Starting this issue, one more forecast is evaluated
for Industrial production - manufacturing, besides
the series Industrial production - total, that has
already been presented with the forecast for three
months ahead. The three last values in the text tables
are forecasts and they are bolded to differ from the
realized values. The forecasts evaluated (by Time
Series Department of RSO) have been done only on
the basis of an appropriate mathematical-statistical
model that is taking into account just the realized
time series values in the past. No occasional
changes or influences of economic, political or other
factors have been taken into account bearing in
mind the conception and dynamics of the
publication.

Following the information figured out from the
publication there is a conclusion that can be made
that significant number of series come to stable
trend form in these years of transition.

We recommend the special topics of this issue to
our readers and users of the data. The content is an
analytical overview of the series from the first two
groups of series in our publication (ACTIVITIES
and FINAL DEMAND) that represent basic
economy of the country. We do expect to intrigue
new ideas and/or recommendations for some
possible changes or for including more detailed
information.

collecting, maintaining, analyzing and presenting
statistical data in time series structure when the
special Mathematical departmant (the later Statistical
Institute) was established within the former Federal
Statistical Office of SFR Yugoslavia. Three years ago,
this segment of statistics’ activity was passed to
Republic Statistical office of the Republic of Serbia.
during that process the whole data fund and
methodology, altogether with adequate software for
maintainence of the data was inherited. TRENDS, the
quartal periodic publication thet presents the economic
time series, was inherited too. Succession included also
the proffesionals, structured in the Time Series
departmant. The only restriction was with the
geografic range. Now, the time series data base
contains only the data for Republic of Serbia.

New technologies, especially those referring to data
dessemination and presentation, reduce the necessity
of printed form of presenting the data. Nevertheless,
especially for analytic and scientific purposes, the
book rests irreplaceable.

This article is an introduction to poject of a
comprehensive presentation of the whole statistical
information structured in time series form in printed
edition. We decided to present each series with several
analitical components and indicators. The choise and
the type of series (index type) is made according to the
contents of this publication. For this time we chose the
series from the first two sets (ACTIVITIES and FINAL
DEMAND) since they represent the basic economy of
the country. In order to provide comarability among
series presented we selected the unic period 2001-2006
although most of the series are much longer. Morover,
this perion can be treated as very specific one for
economy of our country according to the political
changes and coming to the transition.

All the series in statistics are sructured in data base
Jorm (consisting of two analogue logical parts
TRENDINDEX and TRENDAGREGATE). There are
over 600 series in data base at that moment.

INTRODUCTORY NOTE:

Respecting interest of our readers, the following text and the
list of series from the data base of Statistical Office of the
Republic of Serbia is being repeted from the previous issues of
this publication (March of 2004 to September 2006). Some
methodological changes have been made in the meantime
(names of some series have been changed or some new ones
have been added). New series are marked by underlining the
code of each one in the list.

Information concerning the series’ length and the total
number of series for the specific group of economic activities
are always made accurate. The series’ list in TRENDS
— June 2005 presents new series of foreign trade data.

During certain number of years, time series data
base was established and maintained by state statistics
(of FR Yugoslavia, then SR Yugoslavia and, now
Serbia and Montenegro). The base was obtained from
data collected by official statistics and data provided
by other state institutions.

All the established series are the economic ones.
Any methodological changes that had appeared were
applied either by recalculating previous data
according to new rules or by cutting the series, or in
some other, appropriate way. In any case, there was
the intention to maintain the data comparability in
time.

Since January 2004, the parallel data base has
been established, containing the same set of time
series, but relating only Republic of Serbia. The both
bases are at the moment installed in computer centre of
Serbia and Montenegro statistics. The transfer to
Republic Statistics is in the ending progress.

At the same time, the crucial change in
methodology of time series evaluating could be applied
as the new circumstances in statistics were convenient.
Time series data (for appropriate sectors) are being
presented in terms of Classification of Activities (CA),
which has being applied since January 2001.There are
quite differences between CA and Uniform
Classification of Activities (UCA), which had been
in use for over twenty years. Statistics has been
collecting data by CA methodology for some of the
sectors since January 2004, while data for previous
months are obtained by compiling data collected by
UCA methodology.

Nevertheless TRENDS are said to be the
continuation of ECONOMIC TREND. Starting the first
issue, new publication presents data due to the
Classification of activities (CA).

That is the reason for presenting the full content of
time series data bases, only the part of which is used
Jjor the TRENDS publication. The way of grouping
series is defined by the sector of economic activity they
describe.

All the series provided by statistics are divided into
two parallel data bases:

TRENDAGREGATE - time series data base
covering data in terms of absolute values, and

TRENDINDEX — TIND - time series data base
covering data in terms of base or chain indices.

The six digit code is added to each of the series.
The last, the sixth digit defines the type of series data:

*0* - for index data, and
*1* - for absolute values data.

The series of industrial statistics of productions and
stocks haven’t aggregates.

ACTIVITIES

Total industrial production decreased by 4.7% in
June, by 1.8% in July and by 0.8% in August, with
respect to the average production in 2005. Monthly
change rates in June, July and August amounted to
0.9%, -2.8% and -1%, respectively. Comparing to
June, July and August last year, total industrial
production has been changing by 6.2%, 8.2% and
1.4%, respectively. In the first eight months in 2006,
industrial production increased by 5.5% with respect
to the same period last year, and decreased by 1% with
respect to the average in 2005.

Observed by economic use, with respect to the
average in 2005, the realized rates in June, July and
August were: in production of energy (-16%, -9.7%
and -9.9%), in intermediary production, except energy
(12.6%, 7.6% and 12.1%), in production of capital
goods (-10.1%, -22.8% and -8.8%) for durable
products for consumption (38.6%, 33.8% and 65%)
and for non-durable products for consumption
(15.7%, 9.2% and -3.9%). Monthly rates in June, July
and August amounted to -4.7%, 7.5% and -0.2% in
production of energy; 0.4%, -4.4% and 4.2% in
intermediary production, except energy; -4.9%, -
14.1% and 18.1% in production of capital goods;
13.3%, -3.5% and 23.3% for durable products for
consumption, and 5.2%, -5.6% and -12% for non-
durable products for consumption.

The volume of construction activity, expressed by
hours of work on construction sites in enterprises, in
the second quarter of 2006, was 2% above the average
in 2005, and only 0.04% above the value attained in
the second quarter of the previous year. In the first six
months in 2006, the construction activity increased by
2.2% with the respect to same period of the previous
year, but it decreased by 13.6% with respect to the
average in 2005.

The volume of transport activities in the second
quarter of 2006 was 8.8% above the average in
2005. In the second quarter of 2006, this activity
increased by 14.9% in comparison with the second
quarter of the previous year. In the first six months in
2006, the transport activities increased by 16.1% with
the respect to same period of the previous year, and it
increased by 2.6% with respect to the average in 2005.

Tourist activity, measured by total number of tourist
nights, decreased in June by -1.8%, and increased in July
(by 10.7%) and August (9.6%,), (monthly rates). Annual
rates in June, July and August were -0.04%, 4.9% end
6.4%, respectively. With respect to the average in 2003,
there were increases recorded: 17.5% in June, 30% in
July and 42.4% in August. In the first eight months in
2006, tourist activity was 0.2% above the level realized in
the same period last year. In the observed period, the
number of domestic tourist nights decreased by 0.2%,
while the number of foreign tourist nights increased by
2.4%, compared to the first eight months in 2005.

FINAL DEMAND

Total stocks of manufactured industrial products
in June increased by 2.1%, but in July and August
decreased by 1.1% and 4.7%. With respect to the same
months last year, these rates amounted to 2.4% in
June, 3.2% in July and 2.9% in August. Total stocks of
manufactured industrial products, in the first eight
months in 2006, increased by 2%, comparing to the
same period 2005.

In the period January-August 2006, compared to
the same period 2005, stocks of capital goods
recorded 11.3% increase, and stocks of energy and
stocks of intermediary goods, except energy recorded
25.4% and 3% increase. Stocks of durable goods
decreased by 26.3%, while stocks of non-durable
consumer goods decreased by 2.6%, with the respect
to the same period last year.

Turnover of goods in retail trade in enterprises
decreased in June nominally by 3.8% (current prices),
and by 3.8% (constant prices), according to turnover
of goods in May. In July, with the respect to June, it
increased by 1.5% (current prices), and by 1.8%
(constant prices). In August it increased by 4.7%
nominally and by 3.9% in real terms. In the period
January - August 2006, turnover of goods in retail
trade in enterprises increased by 25.5% (current
prices), and by 9.6% (constant prices), comparing to
the same period last year.

Collection of gross public revenues for financing
public consumption increased nominally by 22.6% (in
real terms by 8%) in the first eight months in 2006,
comparing to the first eight months in 2005. In the
same period (January - August 2006), budget and
other users’ revenues increased nominally by 14.5%,
(in real terms by 0.8%), and social security
organizations revenues recorded 22.8% nominal
increase, and 8.2% decrease in real terms, with
respect to the same period last year. Quarterly
observed, more dynamical growth was recorded in
budget incomes and revenues (nominally 25.2%, in
real terms 9.6%) then it was recorded in collection of
gross public revenues (nominally 23.9%, in real terms
8.5%), and in social security organizations (nominally
20.4%, in real terms 5.4% decrease).

Bearing in mind that the increase of consumer
prices in Serbia in these periods (cumulatively 13.5%
or quarterly 14.2%) was above the real increase of
public revenues, their real value was not maintained.

EXTERNAL TRADE

Total exports of goods in the first eight months in
2006 amounted to 3.5 billion USD what represent
24.4% increase comparing to the same period last year,
and 17.5% increase with respect to the average exports
in 2005. In the same period, the total imports attained
the value of 8 billion USD, what is 23.9% increase,
comparing to the same period last year, and 14.8%
increase with respect to the average imports in 2003.

Total external trade deficit of goods in the first eight
months in 2006 amounted to 4.5 billion USD, what
represents 23.6% increase in comparison with the deficit
recorded in the same period last year. The external
trade deficit in the period January-August 2006 exceeds
the total imports in the same period of the previous year
by 28.1% or 987 millions USD.

In June, exports increased by 1% with respect to
May, and increased in July by 1.5%, monthly rate. In
August, an increase of 0.4% in exports activity was
recorded, with respect to July. With respect to the
previous August, the annual growth rate amounted to
35.9%. With respect to the average in 2005, annual
growth rates in June, July and August amounted
32.1%, 34.1% and 34.6%., respectively. In June, July
and August imports recorded monthly rates: -1.1%,
-3.3% and 0.4%, respectively, and yearly rates were:
23.6%, 21.7% and 22.5%, respectively.

In the first six months in 2000, the exports
increased by 18.9% with the respect to same period of
the previous year, and the imports increased by 24.6%
with respect to the first six month in 2005.

According to the economic use of products, in first
eight months 2006, the dominant products in the
structure of exports were intermediate goods (2.437
billion USD), consumer goods (880 million USD) and
capital goods (194 million USD). In period January-
August the dominant products in the structure of
imports were also intermediate goods (5.086 billion
USD), consumer goods (1.684 billion USD) and
capital goods (1.236 billion USD). Kumulatively
yearly rates from exports are 28.1%, 10.9%,39.3%
were from imports were 24.1%, 21.2%, 27%,
respectively.

EMPLOYMENT

Total employment in enterprises, institutions
and organizations in the second quarter in 2006
was 3.6% below the average in 2005, and 3.8%
below the level attained in the same period last year.
In the first eight months in 2006, the total employment
decreased by 3.2%, comparing to the average in 2005,
and by 3.1% comparing to the same period last year.

In the second quarter of 2006, the employment
in economics decreased by 3.6% comparing to the
average in 2005, and decreased by 3.8% with
respect to the same period last year. In the first eight
months of this year, employment in economics
decreased by 3.2%, comparing to the average in 2003,
and decreased by 3.1% comparing to the same period
last year.

In the second quarter of 2006, the employment in
non-economics decreased by 3.1% comparing to
the average in 2005, and by 4.8% with respect to the
same period last year. In the first eight months of the
current year, employment in non-economics increased
by 3.3% comparing to the average in 2005, and
increased by 4.5% comparing to the same period last
year.

The number of the registered unemployed in the
second quarter of 2006, increased by 1.7% in
comparison with the average unemployed in 2005, and
by 1.4% comparing to the same period last year. The
number of unemployed increased by 1.4% in the first
eight months this year, comparing to same period in
2005, and compared to the average of 2005, the
increase was 1.3%.

A considerable discrepancy between the high labor
demand, expressed in the number of the unemployed
persons registered, and the low labor supply,
expressed in the number of job vacancies, was still
pronounced. The number of registered vacancies in
June 2006 was 56.9 thousand, and decreased by 4.6%
with the respect to May this year. In July, this number
represented only a 10.3% increase with respect to the
previous month. The labor supply in August (48.5
thousand) was 17.6 times lesser with respect to the
number of persons seeking work, representing just
5.7% of total labor demand. This means that 94.3% of
labor supply wouldn't be covered, assuming that
qualification structure of the labor supply matches the
qualification structure of labor demand.

DISTRIBUTION

Average net wages (salaries), without taxes and
contributions, disbursed in June amounted to 21777
Dinars (in economy 21216 Dinars, in non-economic
activities 22998 Dinars), what represents the nominal
increase of 5.1% (in economy by 7.4%, in non
-economic activities by 0.7%) and the real increase of
5.1% (in economy by 7.4%, in non-economic activities
by 0.7%), compared to the previous month. In July,
comparing to June, average net wage (salary), without
taxes and contributions, disbursed (21774) decreased
Jjust a bit, by 1.01% (by 0.4% in economy, by 0.7% in
non-economic activities) nominally, but in real terms
the increase was 0.9% (0.5% in economy, 1% in non-
economic activities). In August, comparing to July,
average net wage (salary), without taxes and
contributions, disbursed (21925) slightly increased by
0.7% (by 0.7% in economy, by 0.8% increased in non-
economic activities), but in real terms the increase was
0.4% (by 0.4% in economy, by 0.4% increased in non-
economic activities).

According to statistical data, the increasing trend
of average net wages turns down in May, as it happens
every year. Net wages decreased with the respect to
previous month. Recovery follows, with lesser growth
rate.

From the beginning of the year until the end of
August, the average net wages increased nominally by
18% (by 20.1% in economy, and by 13.8% in non-
economic activities) comparing to the average in 2005,
and by 22.3% (by 27% in economy, by 20% in non-
economic activities) comparing to the same period last
year. Annual growth rates of net wages in June, July
and August amounted, nominally, to 24.9%, 23.5% and
22.3%, while they were 9.8%, 10.6% and 9.3%, in real
terms.

In period January-August 2006, comparing to
2005, the budget revenues distributed to republic
budgets recorded an increase of 14.5% nominally
(0.9% the real value) and grew slower than the
increase of budget revenues distributed to communes
and towns that increased by 30.9% nominally, and
15.3% the real value, in this period.

PRICES

Producers’ prices of manufactured goods
maintained monthly rates in June, July an August,
when they increased by 0.2%, 13% and 0.3%,
respectively. From the beginning of the year until
August, observed by industrial sectors, in average,
producers’ prices were greater than prices in
December 2005. in manufacturing by 6.8%, than in
mining and quarrying by 11.4% and prices of
electricity, gas and water supply by 12.4%. Observed
by use, the biggest growth recorded in August were
with prices of intermediary products which increased
by 0.5%, and prices of non-durable products for
consumption by 0.2%, while prices of energy
maintained the same level that was recorded in July. In
August, with respect to December last year, the
greatest increase was recorded in producers’ prices of
energy (by 12.2%) and prices of intermediary products
(by 11%), while the smallest increase was recorded in
produces’ prices of intermediary products, except
energy (3.2%).

The retail prices maintained the same level in June
as it was attained in May, within which the decrease
recorded the prices of agricultural products (1.9%)
then the increase with industrial products (0.2%),
while services increased by 0.2%, and total industrial
Jfood products increased by 0.5%. Retail prices
monthly decrease in August amounted to 0.7%, within
which the biggest increase was recorded with prices of
agricultural products (6.2%), while services prices
increased by 0.8%. Among industrial products (1%
increase), the prices of industrial nonfood products
increased by 1.2%, while the prices of tobacco
maintained the level of the previous month. In growth
of the retail prices in August (0.7%) with respect to
July, precede the prices of industrial products (1%)
and prices of services (by 0.8%), while prices of
agricultural products decreased by 6.2%, as well as
the prices of total food products (by 0.2%). Retail
prices decreased in September by 0.2%, products
prices increased by 1.2% and services increased by
0.9%.

Consumer prices in June maintained the level
attained in May, as well as retail prices. Monthly
growth rates of consumer prices in July and September
recorded decreases of 09% and 0.1%, respectively,
while in August the monthly rate was 0.3%. In June,
the expenditure increased for education, culture and
entertainment increased by 0.6%, tobacco and drinks
(0.5%) and accommodation (0.3%). In July,
expenditure was influenced by the increase of tobacco
and drinks, by 2.4% and by the decrease of food by
3%. In August, the total index (0.3%) was influenced
by expenditure increase for culture and education (by
2.7%) and expenditure increase for services (by 0.8%).
In September consumer prices decreased by 0.1%.
From the beginning of the year until September,
consumer prices increased by 5.2%.

MONETARY SECTOR

In June and July the money supply M1 decreased
nominally by 2.4% and 0.8%, while in August it
increased by 4.2% (in real terms -2.4%, 4.2% and
0.1%y), with the respect to previous month. In the first
eight months in 2006, money supply increased by
23.4% with respect to the same period last year, and
by 16.2% with respect to the average in 2005.

The share of cash in circulation in June 2006
amounted to 32.9%, and in July and August it
amounted to 33.2% and 32.5%. In June, cash in
circulation (48.9 billion Diners) increased by 5.6%,
nominally, and by 5.6% in real terms, compared to
May. In July, cash in circulation increased nominally
by 0.1%, (in real terms 0.2%), with respect to June. In
August, cash in circulation (50 billion Diners)
recorded 2.1% nominal increase, and 1.4% increase in
real terms, comparing to July.

At the same time, in June, deposit money nominally
decreased by 5.9% and in July by 1.2%, but in August
increased by 5.2%. The decrease maintained negative
rates: -5.9%, -1.1% and -7%, respectively, in real
terms.

In June, the money supply M2 increased nominally
by 1.2%, and by 1.2% in real terms. In July, it
increased nominally by 0.7%, but decreased by 0.8%
in real terms. In August it increased nominally by
5.3%, and by 5.8% in real terms.

The money supply M3 in June increased nominally
by 3.8% (in real terms by 3%) with respect to May. In
July, with respect to June, money supply M3 increased
nominally by 4% (by 4.1% in real terms). In August,
the nominal growth rate was 4.1%, and 8% in real
terms.

Interest rates of legal entities for deposits on
current and giro accounts and on time deposits up to
one month (on monthly level, in nominal terms) are
presented in the tables on the next page. Real values of
these interest rates are presented on graphs. Real
interest rates of legal entities for deposits on current
and giro accounts follow the trend being negative
during the whole period 2002 - 2006, as well as in
each month in period to month of January - August
2006.

Interest rates of legal entities for time deposits up
to one month were negative (the real values) in July
and were positive (the real values) in June an in
August 2006.

METHODOLOGICAL EXPLANATIONS

The ultimate aim of the TRENDS publication is to
provide accurate information on current economic
trends to the economic policy makers, as well as
information on their long-term and/or cyclical
behavior. For this reason, the graphs present both, the
original monthly data and the trend-cycle components,
while the tables present only original data - base or
chain indices for the current and two previous years.

Database of index data, which are presented in the
publication, is being made accurate by recalculating
indices according to the preceding year as the referent
year (=100).

For each sector of economic activities covered by
the publication, there is a regular short analysis of
current economic trends in the observed period.

Starting March 2004, when the first issue of this
publication was announced, data series (for
appropriate sectors) are presented in terms of
Classification of Activities (CA), which has been
applying since January 2001. There is quite a
difference between CA and Uniform Classification of
Activities (UCA), which was in use for over twenty
years. Statistics has been collecting data by CA
methodology for some of the sectors since January
2004, while data for previous months are obtained by
compiling data collected by UCA methodology.

TRENDS, as well as data base beyond, use data
collected by Statistical Office of the Republic of Serbia,
by National Savings Bank and, since January 2003, by
Ministry of Finances and Economy - Directorate for
public payments in Belgrade (Also, since January
2003, tasks of Clearing and Payment Service
concerning data collection for gross revenues and
distribution of public revenues, have been taken over
by National Savings Bank and Ministry of Finances
and Economy - Directorate for public payments, and
these data are available. The data on monetary flows
have been collected by commercial banks and passed
to National Bank of Serbia).

Specially remarked is the fact that starting the
second quarter 1999, all the series do not include data
for Kosovo and Metohia.

There is time series data base available in
Statistical Office of Republic of Serbia. The base
consists of two  analogue logical parts:
TRENDAGREGATE and TRENDINDEX. There are
over 600 time series in the base.

Data Base Economic Trend - EKT Indices Series on
Economic Trends"” (MM, No. 384, FSO, 1999), edited
by FSO of Yugoslavia, describes the procedure which
enables access to the bases. The similar procedure is
going to be applied in the Republic Statistic, and is
going to be described in the adequate publication

Another two methodological publications that
explain the plan for building time series data bases are
also going to be compiled: "Internal Methodology of
Data Base - Series of Aggregates and Indices on
Economic Trends - Ekotrend”, (RD, Year - VII, No. 7,
FSO, 1993) and "Economic Trend Database - EKT-
Creation and Updating of Index Series on Economic
Trends for FR Yugoslavia” (MSRD, No. 36, FSO,
1997).

Index series of industrial production (total and by
sectors), as well as analogues index series of stocks of
manufactured goods in industrial production, are
obtained from data on volume of the production by
means of statistical methodology for evaluation of
totals from weighted data..

Hours of work performed at construction sites
include working hours of workers engaged at
construction sites during the regular working time and
overtime work, for all the workers in enterprises from
the field of comstruction, as well as in the units that
perfom construction activity and are in composition of
non-construction enterprises.

Average net wages (salaries) of the employees’,
without taxes and contributions (according to the
methodology applied by Statistical Office of Serbia)
are represented by wages (salaries) - gross, reduced
for taxes and contributions. Employees’ wages
(salaries) - gross consist of wages realized by
employees for work done and time spent at work,
higher wages, remunerations and other incomes.

Data on receipts and expenditure of population
are not going to be evaluated anymore. Thus, series of
these data end by December 2002.

According to the Law on Changes and Amendments
to the Labor Relations ("Official Gazette of RS" No.
28/2001.), of 1.6.2001 the salaries of the employees
are recorded on the gross calculation basis.

Nominal monetary aggregate - money supply M1
is presented as a monthly balance and it is defined as
the sum of cash money in circulation and deposit
money.

Deposit money covers resources on gyro and
current accounts and resources of municipality
government with unlimited payments.

Nominal monetary aggregate — money supply M3
is presented as a monthly balance and it is defined as a
sum of money supply M2 and devises deposits money
(without old devises savings).

Interest rates are given on monthly level.

All data present monthly series based on the
preceding year average (=100), including the trends of
monetary aggregates. The exception are the series on
real average salaries and the series on prices
represented by the chain monthly indices (preceding
month=100). This has been done in order to obtain a
better insight on monthly changes of real salaries and

prices.
