Gross domestic product of the
Republic of Serbia, 1999 — 2005
(at constant prices, 2002)

Introduction

The Statistical Office of the Republic of
Serbia publishes revised results of calculation of
Gross domestic product (GDP) at constant 2002
prices, for the period 1999-2005. Due to the
revision of the annual calculations at current
prices, the recalculation of the previously
computed and published GDP data at constant
prices had to be performed, since the weights of
the base year (2002) were changed. Calculation
was carried out according to the production
approach, at the level of sections and divisions of
the Classification of Activities and it refers to the
Republic of Serbia (excluding the data on Kosovo
and Metohia).

The best-known and most important
aggregate within the system of national accounts is
Gross domestic product (GDP), which is calculated
at current prices and at constant prices. The Gross
domestic product calculations at constant prices
are aimed at presenting the dynamic and structural
changes appearing due the physical production
volume changes, supposing however that the level,
structure and parity of prices remained unchanged.
The Gross domestic product is an aggregated
indicator of a national economy that provides
advice on real economic movements. It provides
for possible following of the economic development
status for several years, as well as for comparisons
of economic development levels among countries.

The basic definitions and methodological
principles of the system of national accounts are
published in the editions System of national
accounts 1993 — SNA93 and European System of
Accounts 1995 — ESA95. The methodology of
estimations at constant prices was published in
2001 in Eurostat edition Handbook on price and
volume measures in national accounts.

A basic feature of national accounts is a
system approach: all transactions in an economy
are registered in a consistent and systematic way,
applying accounting rules. A main principle is that
overall offer (domestic production and imports) and
overall demand (domestic consumption and
exports) have to be of the same value. Another
rule is that the output of an activity has to be equal
to the inputs (intermediate consumption plus value
added).

The calculations of gross domestic
product at constant prices is carried out under the
methodological presumption that the level,
structure and price parity as found in the selected
base year remained unchanged. The purpose is to
point out the changes that appeared due to the
change of quantitative factors (physical volume
changes) and to put aside the changes that
appeared as a consequence of price factors. As
this is the fact that new products frequently appear
and existing ones are of changing quality,
quantity, prices, etc., it is necessary that base year
is periodically re-selected. It is recommended by
international organizations that the same is re-
selected after 5 to 10 years.

I. Calculation methods

Gross domestic product is calculated
applying three principal approaches: production,
expenditure and income based approach.
Direct measurement of the gross domestic product
at constant prices can be possibly carried out only
from the production and expenditure side.
Income approach cannot be used to measure
gross domestic product at constant prices since
one of the respective components (operating
surplus) cannot be directly measured applying
constant prices. Income trends can be measured
at constant prices only if certain goods and
services that income is spent for are selected and
if the respective consumer price index is used as
deflator of income at current prices.

Pursuant to production approach, the
price and quantity component are defined for
output, intermediate consumption and gross value
added, on the production level, by respective
economic activities.

In calculating Gross domestic product at
current  prices, output and intermediate
consumption are given at different prices.

Output presents the value of the goods
and services resulting from the production
process. Production is defined as an activity using
labour, capital, goods and services as inputs, in
order to make output (goods and services). Output
is given in basic prices.

Intermediate consumption presents the
value of input (the value of all goods and services)
that in certain (calculation) period of time were
used up in the production activities. Intermediate
consumption is given in purchaser’s prices.

Gross value added equals to the
difference between output and intermediate
consumption and presents the balancing item in
the production account.

The difference between basic and
purchaser’s prices refers to different treatment of
taxes and subsidies on products, trade margins
and transport costs. Value added tax and similar
taxes to be deducted are also possibly presented
in several ways.

Basic price is the amount that producer
receives from buyer for a produced goods’ or
services’ unit, tax on products deducted and
subsidies on products added. Also, all transport
costs are excluded and they are separately
invoiced by the producer.

Purchaser’s price is the amount that
buyer pays for an output unit and it includes all
taxes (except for the deducted part of value added
tax). It is also subsidies deducted and includes
transport costs.

Gross domestic product makes a sum of
gross value added, with tax on products added
and subsidies deducted.

Applying expenditure method, gross
domestic product is the sum of;

a) final consumption (household
consumption, government consumption
and the consumption of non-profit
institutions serving households),

b) gross capital formation (gross fixed
capital formation, changes in
inventories and acquisitions less
disposals of valuations) and

c¢) net exports and imports of goods and
services.

It is important that the gross domestic
product value is the same regardless the fact
production or expenditure method is applied.

Il. Indicators

In calculation gross domestic product at
constant prices, various methods are applied.
They are divided into:

a) single or double indicator methods

b) methods using input and output
indicators

c) methods of deflation and extrapolation
d) other methods.

From the theoretical point of view, the
methods of double indicators are considered to be
more reliable, of better quality since in calculating
value added at constant prices, the changes of
output and intermediate consumption are taken
into account. This method is superior, however
also more demanding regarding the required data
sources.

In applying double indicators method,
usually three methods are used:

a) double deflation
b) double extrapolation and

c) extrapolation and deflation
combining.

In applying single indicator method, direct
estimation of value added is carried out, since it is
supposed that the three variables (output,
intermediate consumption and gross value added)
are directly co-related, i.e. that they are of the
same dynamics and moving in the same direction.

Single indicator methods use either prices
indices (of input or output), in order to deflate
value added for current year, or quantity indices
(of input or output), in order that the extrapolation
of value added (for the base year) can be
effected.

Output indicators are the data on the
quantity and value of produced and sold products
and services (physical production volume, goods
value) and input indicators are the data on the
number of employees, the number of working
hours, wages and salaries and material costs.

Two basic approaches are possible in
applying single indicator method, depending upon
the fact whether they are output indicators or input
indicators.

Applying output indicators, it is possible to
carry out:
a) output deflation, using
producer price index (PPI),
consumer price index (CPI),
export and import prices or other
respective indices

b) extrapolation of value added, using:
- indices of physical production volume

- quanty indices.

Applying input indicators, it is possible to
carry out:
a) value added deflation
b) extrapolation of value added by:
- number of employees index
- average wages and salaries index
- working hours.
Applying the extrapolation method, the
values at constant prices are provided for by

multiplying current values in base year by physical
volume index.

For the activities that apply deflation
method, the calculation is carried out by dividing
current values by respective price indices.

Pursuant to the above said, we could
easily state that in national accounts, for the
purpose of calculations at constant prices, a
number of price and quantity indices is used. The
ideal solution could be that all price and quantity
indices have got the same price and quantity
basis. However, in real life these requirements
relative to data are exaggerated. Many price
indices are created by using Laspeyres formulas
and base periods for certain price indices and
selected base year in national accounts are often
different. The volume indices (which are used as
extrapolators of value added) are Laspeyres
indices of physical volume, whose quantity and
weight base is equal to the period that is used as
a base year for estimating Gross domestic product
at constant prices.

An important note in calculations Gross
domestic product at constant prices refers to
explaining the terms of base year and reference
year.

Base year is the year for which the values
(derived to the lowest level) at current prices are
used for estimations at constant prices. It is the
starting point in calculations for the years
preceding and the years following the selected
base year.

Reference year is the year used for the
presentation of data series at constant prices. In
data series it is marked as 100.

It should be stressed that here existing
system of Gross domestic product estimations at
constant prices is based on production
approach, applying single indicator method and
applying the method of extrapolation to the
fixed base year. It is based on the presumption of
constant relationship of the three elements:
output, intermediate consumption and value
added.

In here presented calculations of Gross
domestic product at constant prices, the base and
the reference year are the same (i.e. 2002, as
selected).

The calculations of Gross value added at
constant prices were done pursuant to the
Classification of activities that was adjusted to
NACE, Rev.1, regarding the levels of sections and
divisions. Gross value added at constant prices for
each section is created by summing value added
of lower levels (divisions), valued at constant
prices. For the division level, the calculations were
done by extrapolating respective indicators,
expressed in base indices, for the selected, fixed
base year.

For the activities featuring output
indicators (agriculture, forestry, industry, transport)
current values of the base year are extrapolated
by respective physical volume indices.

In value added calculations for trade and
catering, first applied was the method of deflating
current turnover values by relative prices indices.
Applying extrapolation method, so obtained
turnover indices at constant prices are used for
calculating value added in trade and catering at
constant prices.

The most frequently used indicators in
calculating services are input indicators (number
of employees indices).

In the following table presented are the
indicators used for value added calculations at

Gross domestic product at constant prices
is calculated in a way that the sum of gross values
added for all activities is increased for taxes and
decreased for the subsidies on products.

Hereinafter we present the calculations by
activities, the description of the indicators used
and the analysis of the results obtained through
accounts for the seven-year period, 1999-2005.

lll. Gross value added calculation by
activities

Section A: Agriculture, hunting, forestry and
water supply

In calculating value added in agriculture, we
use output indicator, the index of physical volume
of agricultural production. For the purpose of
calculating the index of physical volume of
agricultural production we use the data of crop
production and livestock raising volume that were
obtained in regular surveys of agricultural
statistics, as well as the data on average
producer’s prices of agricultural products. The list
includes all economically significant agricultural
produce. In agriculture, as a whole, we calculate
gross and net indices. For calculating net indices,
in order to avoid double accounting, fodder was
excluded.

The calculations of gross and net indices of
physical volume of agricultural production are
carried out pursuant to Paashe formula, where the
produced quantities (of each product) in current
year are multiplied by weights that present moving
three-year price average of agricultural producers
prices. So obtained values in current year are
related to the previous year values.

Gross domestic product at constant prices of
agriculture is obtained by the extrapolation of
current values in base year by net indices of
physical volume of agricultural production.

To calculate value added in forestry we use the
index of physical volume of forest usage that is
calculated on the basis of the data on forest
assortments production, pursuant to the existing
nomenclature of products (35-assortment list) and
weights coefficients. The weights coefficients are
calculated on the basis of average sales prices of
individual forestry assortments, decreased for the
share of material costs in creating these
assortments. The weights coefficients are
changed once in five years. The physical volume
index is calculated by applying Laspeyres formula.

The data on the production, sales and
stocks of forest assortments are obtained from
monthly reports by forestry and other
organizations, i.e. enterprises that in state-owned
forests produce forest assortments.

To calculate gross value added at
constant prices of water supply industry we use
input indicator — the number of employees index.

In section A, agriculture has the dominant
share of 97%, forestry — 2% and water supply
industry — 1%. In the series observed, the gross
value added of agriculture exhibits great
fluctuations through years that result from specific
features of agricultural production depending upon
external agents. The share of the gross value
added of agriculture in gross value added varies
from 13.1% — 15.7%.

Section B: Fishing

Gross value added in fishing industry at
constant prices is calculated according to input
indicators — number of employees indices, as per
regular statistical surveys. Gross value added of
fishing has a negligible share in gross value
added, with slight fluctuations through years.

Section C, D and E: Mining and quarrying,
Manufacturing and
Electricity, gas and water

supply

For calculations calculating gross value
added for the sections of Mining and quarrying,
Manufacturing and Electricity, gas and water
supply — the indicator of output is used, i.e. the
index of physical volume of industrial production.

For calculating the index of physical volume of
industrial production the information are compiled
for the number of 4420 industrial products and
services. The national nomenclature of industrial
products is adjusted both with the Classification of
activities and with the European Classification of
products by activities (CPA), which sorts the
products and services by activities they originate
from.

The index of physical volume of industrial
production presents current volume (percentage
value) of industrial products / services in certain
territory. The same shows the trends of industrial
developments and the dynamics of industrial
production in short periods of time.

The calculations of index of physical
production volume are carried out in two phases.
In the first phase, as per the data on volume and
weights for certain products / services, the indices
for groups, branches and divisions are calculated.

The Laspeyres formula is applied in
calculations, in a way that the products quantity of
the current period and the quantity of the base

period are multiplied by the weights of these
products in base period.

In the second phase, according to the
indices obtained for divisions and the weights for
divisions, we calculate the index of physical
volume of industrial production: for industry as a
whole and for sections.

Once a year the weights for divisions and
products are corrected. General change of
weights is carried out every fifth year.

Manufacturing has the largest share in
gross value added and it ranges from 16.3% to
20.5%.

Section F: Construction

The construction output includes the
products as are: dwelling constructions, industrial
and business constructions, roads, railway roads
and other engineering projects serving public.
Here we anticipate new  constructions,
reconstruction of existing constructions and
regular repairs and maintenance. Taking into
account the stated wide output structure, certain
specific features of construction activities ask for
special attention in estimations at constant prices.

This activity is of rather specific nature.
Certain new-construction projects can be
extensive for several accounting periods.
Construction works that households undertake for
their own account require also a special process
of data compilation and registration of illegal
constructions.

The main indicator used in estimations of
the gross value added in construction industry is
the input indicator (working hours). Working hours
present actual hours that the workers engaged at
construction sites spent doing their work during
regular working hours, over time and nightly.

In the period observed, the gross value
added of construction industry has the share of
3.4% — 4.5% in the gross value added.

Section G: Wholesale and retail trade, motor
vehicles repair

Statistical surveys of trade include
business subject of all ownership kinds
(enterprises and organizations) or their parts
engaged in trade, as well as private trade shops.

The frame for the sample selection of
enterprises was executed pursuant to the financial
statements of enterprises and the data of regular
statistical surveys of trade and the frame for the
selection of private trade shops was done
regarding the data of the statistical register of
shops and the data provided by the tax authority.

The main part of the output of this section
makes the margin (price difference) of wholesale
and retail trade. Margin is the difference between
sales and purchase price of goods and can be
regarded as the price that a buyer pays for the
trade service, although there is no direct
transaction.

The calculations of the gross value added
in trade at constant prices are executed in two
steps. Firstly, on the basis of turnover data at
current prices, current values are deflated by
respective price indices. For deflating current
values of wholesale trade, the price indices of
industrial products of wholesale trade are used
and to deflate retail trade current values, we use
retail prices indices. The provided turnover indices
of wholesale trade and retail trade at constant
prices are used for the extrapolation of the gross
value added of trade at current prices of the
selected base year.

The share of gross value added of this
section (G) in the gross value added in the period
observed is noted for an increasing trend (from
6.1% to 11.1%).

Section H: Hotels and restaurants

The data on the turnover value at current
prices of catering are obtained on the basis of the
catering services provided (accommodation,
meals, drinks) and other services that are usually
rendered in catering industry (passenger and
luggage transport, tourist services, etc.)

The current values of catering services
are deflated by the price indices of catering
services. So obtained turnover indices at constant
prices are used for the extrapolation of the value
added of the selected base year.

The statistics of tourism provide for the
data on tourist night stays, on the basis of regular
monthly surveys on visitors arrivals and night
stays. To estimate the gross value added of tourist
industry at constant prices, the index of tourist
night stays is used.

The Gross value added of the section H,
Hotels and restaurants, has got a constant share
in the gross value added at constant prices in the
time observed and the same equals to around 1%.

Section I: Transport, storage and
communications

The section includes: the activities related
to the transport of passengers and goods (by rail,
pipeline, road, waterway or air); the accompanying
activities concerning the station objects and park
sites, load handling, storage; post activities and
telecommunications.

The principal data sources are the
transport companies registered in the section of
transport activities, which deal with passengers
and goods transport. The measuring unit of the
transport output in passenger transport is 1
passenger kilometer (pkm), which presents the
transport of one passenger over the distance of 1
km. The measuring unit of the transport output in
cargo transport is 1 ton kilometer, which presents
the transport of 1-ton cargo over the distance of 1
kilometer.

The index of physical volume of transport
services is calculated on the basis of weighed
passenger kilometers and ton kilometers of each
transport branch separately and by reducing the
same to so called reduced synthetic passenger /
ton kilometer. The data on services volume that
are expressed in passenger kilometers (pkm) and
ton kilometers (tkm) are taken from annual reports
for each transport branch and type (passenger,
cargo).

The index of physical volume of postal
and communicational traffic is calculated on the
basis of weighed post services and
telecommunications (mailing and parcel services,
payment traffic services, telegraph services,
telephone services of fixed and mobile network,
Jupak network and paging system). The data on
the provided services volume, expressed in the
respective measuring unit, and the data on the
wages and saleries made are taken from annual
reports for each service kind.

For the division 63, accompanying
activities in transport and travel agencies, we use
input indicator, the number of employmees index.

The share of the gross value added of this
section (l) in the Gross value added in the time
observed has the trend of growing and ranges
from 5.7% to 10.8%.

Section J: Financial intermediation

To calculate the gross value added of
this section applied was the method of
extrapolation of current values of the selected
base year by respective input indicators. For
financial intermediation (branch 651, Monetary
instructions) an aggregate index was derived
pursuant to the annual statements of credits and
deposits as well as according to the data on the
number of employees. For the division 66
(Insurance and pension funds) and the division
67 (Other activities in financial intermediation) we
used the input data (hnumber of employees).

The share of the gross value added of this
section (J) in the Gross value added at constant
prices equals to be 5.1% to 6.8%.

Section K: Real estate agency activities,
leasing and business activities

Within  this section (K), specially
characteristic is the division 70, Real estate
agency activities. It includes the part of the
calculation that presents imputed rent. This is a
rather complex category even for calculations at
constant prices. The estimations of rents are
carried out in order to find out the actual costs
concerning dwellings that the owners have to
bear, including here purchase costs, capital
maintenance and depreciation through tear and
wear. To estimate rents at constant prices we
used the data on the population number, the
construction statistics data — the number of
constructed dwellings, their floor-space, as well
as the rate of growth of gross domestic product
when the gross value added of this section (K) is
excluded.

For other divisions within this section (K),
input indicator (the number of employees) is
used.

The share of the gross value added of
this section (K) in the Gross value added at
constant prices is found to be 14.6% to 16.4%.

Other activities

To calculate the gross value added at
constant prices for other sections (government
administration, compulsory social insurance,
education, health and social work, other
community, social and personal services) — input
indicator (the number of employees) is used.

The gross value added of other sections
has the share of 17.6% to 20.3% in the Gross
value added at constant prices.

Taxes and subsidies on products

In the system of national accounts taxes
on products are defined as the taxes that are
paid per unit of produced or sold goods or
services. They include all the dues that are
directly related to the volume or value of
produced or sold goods or services.

Although the calculations at constant
prices are in fact directed towards transactions of
goods and services, it is necessary to carry out
also the calculations of taxes and subsidies at
constant prices and here certain methodological
problems are appearing.

Firstly, it is rather difficult to measure the
subject actual movements due to the fact our
taxation system is changing significantly.
Secondly, a problem is arising as the data reflect
the changes appearing in the moment of
registration, regardless the period of time that the
change is related to.

Our taxation system provides the data on
the goods and services tax, the data on customs
duties and subsidies. The data are provided by
the Ministry of Finance.

The turnover tax at constant prices in the
period from 1999 to 2004 shows the trend of fast
growth from year to year. VAT was introduced as
of 1 January 2005. The current values of the
turnover tax in base year are extrapolated by
respective turnover index of retail trade at
constant prices. A similar procedure is applied to
the data on customs duties, where the current
values of base year are extrapolated by turnover
index of wholesale trade at constant prices.

The subsidies are current dues that the
government grants to producers in order to
support production, to have prices decreased or
to provide more favorable purchase of production
factors. They mostly refer to agricultural goods
and transport services. For subsidies calculations
at constant prices, in the series observed, we
used the index of physical volume of transport
(the arithmetic mean value of the indices of
physical volume of railway and city transport
services).

Gross domestic product at constant
prices is obtained so that we add taxes to and
deduct subsidies on products at constant prices
from gross value added.

The growth rate of gross domestic
product at constant prices indicated the overall
economic dynamics of a country. In the Republic
of Serbia, the rate of growth of the Gross
domestic product expressed the following trends:
in 2000 — 4.5%, in 2001 — 4.8%, in 2002 — 4.2%,
in 2003 — 2.5%, in 2004 — 8.4% and in 2005 —
6.2%.
