Number of passengers cars registered in 2008 in the Republic of Serbia increased by 0.6% in comparison with the previous year, while number of lorries (trucks) increased by 7.2%. The greatest increase was noted in the category of motorcycles (27.7%).  
The greatest number of registered passengers cars was produced by the following manufacturers: Zastava (domestic trademark) and Volkswagen, Opel, Ford, Fiat, Renault, Mercedes, Peugeot and Skoda (foreign trademarks). 
Number of first time registered motorcycles in 2008 in the Republic of Serbia increased by 18.9%, number of passengers cars by 12.9% and number of lorries (trucks) by 15.6%. The huge difference between number of first time registered and new registered road motor vehicles and trailers appears due to distributors that frequently sell new vehicles, not manufactured in the current year.  
On the territory of the Republic of Serbia, referring to first time registered passengers cars, 8338 vehicles were of Zastava trademark, 10193 of Fiat trademark, 10120 of Opel, 9848 of Renault, 6461 of Peugeot and 5428 of Volkswagen trademark. 
Total number of road accidents in 2008 increased by 0.4% when compared to 2007. The greatest number of accidents with killed persons was noted outside built-up areas and amounted to 11.5%. 
 Number of casualties in 2008 is the same as in 2007, while number of killed persons outside built-up areas increased by 4.8%. 
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
