EDITORIAL

As before, September 2009 issue of TRENDS
publication presents data series for the first half of
the current year for transport and construction
series, and the data for the first eight months for
most of the series presented.

Exception is with two prices series for which the
data are available for the first nine months of the
current year.

Exceptionally, in this issue, the data for series on
Monetary sector are available till July of the current
year included. The data for August are delayed due
to the introduction of the new USSPO Form,
prescribed for banks by the National Bank of
Serbia’s Accounting and Finance.

The time series data base is now enlarged with
five new series from EXTERNAL TRADE sector
(expressed in USD). Those are the data series on imporits
(unclassified by BEC destination, and unclassified
by EU destination) and the analogous data series on
exports, as well as the series on commercial
balance. Starting this issue of TRENDS, these series
will regularly be presented.

The methodological changes in evaluating data on
EXTERNAL TRADE statistics caused some differences in
values of data series compared to previously presented data.

At the same time, the data series on job vacancies - the
labor supply, from the EMPLOYMENT sector, and
supplied by National Employment Service, will be
excluded from now on due to the Law on
Employment and Unemployment insurance.

(The Time Series Data Bases in SORS will be
presented only in the March issue of TRENDS, at the
beginning of a year).

We recommend to our readers the special topics
of this issue prepared by External Trade Statistics
Department of SORS, External Trade of the
Republic of Serbia, in 1988-2009, by Jasmina
Crnomarkovi¢, Republic Statistical Office.

SUMMARY

In 1988-2009 period, numerous changes in external
trade of the Republic of Serbija have been involved
concerning the range of goods included in trade, as well
as the structure of the trade.Those changes were caused
by political events in the former SFRY, and the perception
of the new political status of FRY in the international
community. The Republic of Serbia was part of the State-
Union of Serbia and Montenegro until 2006 when
Montenegro seceeded.

Besides the secssion of the four former republics of
SFRY there were international sanctions imposed in the
period from May,1992 to October, 1998. Special impact
to external trade was in 1999, when NATO bombing took
place and caused large destruction of Serbian economy.
During 2000, specially the second half of the year, a
larger part of sanctions was lifted, and the country has
become involved again in many international institutions.

External trade recorded in each of the periods
defined was very specific as an effect of thru
general position of the country. Comparing data
from different periods would assume one far more
detailed analysis. The analytic attitude of this
article is just to present the structure of the
external trade data within each period, and
comment them separately.

ACTIVITIES

Total industrial production increased by 4.2% in June and
by 4.6% in July, while it decreased by 0.1% in August, with
respect to the average production in 2009. Monthly change rates
in June, July and August 2010, amounted to 5.3%, 0.4% and
-4.5%, respectively. Comparing to June, July and August last
year, total industrial production has been changing by 2.9%,
5.1% and 3.4%, respectively. In the first eight months in 2010,
industrial production increased by 4.8% with respect to the same
period last year, and decreased by 1.6% with respect to the
average in 2009.

Observed by economic use, with respect to the average in
2009, the realized rates in June, July and August were: in
production of energy -15.5%, -0.3% and -0.5%, in intermediary
production, except energy 24.8%, 15.7% and 13.4%, in
production of capital goods 0.6%, 0.5% and -17.1%, in
Pproduction of durable products for consumption 3.1%, -2.4%
and 5.4% and in production of non-durable products for
consumption 5.8%, 1.5% and -7.8%. Yearly rates in June, July
and August amounted 1o -8.9%, 2.6% and 2.1% in production of
energy; 23.2%, 16.6% and 6.9% in intermediary production,
except energy; -16.2%, -3.3% and 4% in production of capital
goods; 18.6%, -10.6% and -7.4% in production of durable
products for consumption, and -0.8%, 1.3% and 2.9% in
production of non-durable products for consumption.

The volume of construction activity, expressed by hours of
work on construction sites in enterprises, in the second quarter of
2010, was 13% below the average in 2009, and 15.7% below the
value attained in the second quarter of the previous year. In the

first six months in 2010, the construction activity decreased by
15.7% with the respect to same period of the previous year, and it
decreased by 19.3% with respect to the average in 2009.

The volume of transport activities in the second quarter of
2010 was 5.7% above the average in 2009, and 5.1% above in
the same quarter of the previous year. In the first six months in
2010, the transport activities increased by 5.4% with the respect
to same period of the previous year, and it decreased by 1.2%
with respect to the average in 2009. In total transport activity, the
passengers’ transport is dominant (72%,), while the share of to
freights’ transport is 28%, in the first six months in 2010.

Monthly rates in tourist activity, measured by total number of
tourist nights, amounted to 0.4% in June, 13.7% in July and 9.6%
in August. Annual rates in June, July and August were -5.6%,
-11.5% and 1.7%, respectively. With respect to the average in
2009, there were increases recorded: 14.2% in June, 29.8% in
July and 42.3% in August. In the first eight months in 2010, tourist
activity was 12.2% below the level realized in the same period last
vear, while it was 3.1% below the average in 2009. In the
observed period, the number of domestic tourist nights decreased
by 13.1%, while the number of foreign tourist nights decreased
by 8.8%, compared to the first eight months in 2009.

FINAL DEMAND

Total stocks of manufactured industrial products
decreased in June by 0.5%, in July by 4.4% and in
August by 7.5%. With respect to the same months last
year, they decreased by 7.6% in June, by 9% in July
and by 10.2% in August. In the first eight months in
2010 the total stocks of manufactured industrial
products, decreased by 7.6%, comparing to the same
period 2009, and with respect to the average 2009,
they decreased by 7.7%.

Observed by sectors, in the period January-August in
2010, comparing to the same period 2009, industrial
production recorded rates: in mining and quarrying
-13.9%, and in manufacturing sector -7.4%.

In the period January-August 2010, compared to the
same period 2009, stocks of capital goods recorded 6.7%
increase, while the decreases were recorded with: stocks of
energy by 20.4%, stocks of intermediary goods, except
energy by 1.1%, stocks of durable goods by 18.8%, and
stocks of non - durable consumer goods by 8.8%.

Turnover of goods in retail trade in enterprises in
June nominally increased by 2.2% (current prices),
and by 2.5% (constant prices), according to turnover
of goods in May. In July, with the respect to June, it
increased by 8% in current prices, and in constant
prices it increased by 8.1%. In August it increased by
0.4% nominally, but it decreased by -0.9% in real
terms. In the period January-August 2010, turnover of
goods in retail trade in enterprises increased by 3.1%
(current prices), while it decreased by 3.1% (constant
prices), comparing to the same period last year.

Collection of gross public revenues for financing
public consumption increased nominally by 8.3% (in
real terms by 3.8%) in the first eight months in 2010,
comparing to the first eight months in 2009. In the
same period (January-August 2010), budget and other
users’ revenues increased nominally by 8.3%, (in real
terms by 3.9%), and social security organizations
revenues recorded 8.3% nominal increase, and 3.8%
in real terms, with respect to the same period last year.

Quarterly observed, more dynamical growth in the
second quarter in 2010, with the respect to the second
quarter in 2009, was recorded in budget incomes and
revenues (nominally 8.9%, in real terms 4.9%) then it
was recorded in collection of gross public revenues
(mominally 8%, in real terms 3.9%) and social
security organizations (nominally 8%, in real terms
3.9%).

EXTERNAL TRADE

Total exports of goods in the first eight months in 2010
amounted to 6.03% billion USD what represents 16.1%
increase, comparing to the same period last year, and
8.4% increase with respect to the average exports in
2009. In the same period, the total imports attained the
value of 10.5 billion USD, what is 3.9% increase,
comparing to the same period last year, and 1.5%
decrease with respect to the average imports in 2009.

Total external trade deficit of goods in the first eight
months in 2010 amounted to 4.5 billion USD, what
represents 8.9% decrease in comparison with the deficit
recorded in the same period of the previous year. The
external trade deficit in the period January-August 2010
decreases by 25.2% compared to the total exports, in the
same period of the previous year or decreased by 1.5
billion USD.

In June, exports increased by 7% with respect to May,
and decreased in July by 1.7%, monthly rate. In August, a
decrease of 6.4% in exports activity was recorded, with
respect to July. With respect to the same months in 2009,
annual rates in June, July and August amounted 8.8%, 9.1%
and 14%, respectively. In June, July and August imports
recorded monthly rates: 10%, -4.4% and 2.1%, respectively,
and yearly rates (compared to the same months of the
previous year) were: 4.9%, -2.9% and 10.4%, respectively.

In the first six months in 2010, the exports
increased by 17.9%, and the imports increased by
4.1% with respect to the first six month in 2009, too.

According to the economic use of products, in the first
eight months 2010, the dominant products in the structure of
exports were intermediate goods (3.945 billion USD),
consumer goods (1.594 billion USD) and capital goods (489
million USD). In period January-August the dominant
products in the structure of imports were also intermediate
goods (5.870 billion USD), consumer goods (1.774 billion
USD) and capital goods (1.048 billion USD). Cumulatively,
for these goods, yearly rates were: for exports 28.2%,
-10.5% and -1.5%, and for imports 18% -9.3% and
-13.1%, respectively.

EMPLOYMENT

In the second quarter in 2010, the total
employment was 4% below the average in 2009, and
4.6% below the level attained in the same period of
the previous year. In the first eight months in 2010, the
total employment decreased by 3.6%, comparing to the
average in 2009, and decreased by 5.1% comparing to
the same period previous year. Employment in
enterprises, institutions and organizations in the
second quarter as in the first eight months in 2010
was 2.7% below the average in 2009, and 3% below
the level attained in the same period of the previous
year.

In the second quarter in 2010, the employment of private
entrepreneurs, persons performing activities independently
and their employees was 7.5% below the average in 2009
and 8.9% below the level attained in the same period of the
previous year. In the first eight months in 2010, the
private  entrepreneurs, persons performing  activities
independently and their employees decreased by 6%,
comparing to the average in 2009, and by 10.5%
comparing to the same period of the previous year.

In the second quarter of 2010, the employment in
economics (enterprises, institutions and organizations)
decreased by 3.8% comparing to the average in
2009, and decreased by 4.1% with respect to the
same period of the previous year. In the first eight
months of this year, employment in economics
decreased by 3.8%, comparing to the average in 2009,
and decreased by 4.3% comparing to the same period
of the previous year. In the second quarter of 2010,
the employment in non-economics (enterprises,
institutions and organizations) decreased by 0.1%
comparing to the average in 2009, and by 0.5% with
respect to the same period of the previous year. In
the first eight months of the current year, employment
in non-economics decreased by 0.2% comparing to the
average in 2009, and decreased by 0.4% comparing to
the same period of the previous year.

The number of the registered unemployed seeking
work in the second quarter of 2010, increased by 3.3%
in comparison with the average unemployed in 2009,
and by 1.3% comparing to the same period previous
yvear. The number of unemployed (real unemployed)
in the first eight months this year, amounted the same
level, comparing to the first eight months in 2009, but
compared to the average of 2009, the increase was
1.1%.

According to the records of NES, total employment
service (includes to register employment services and
from employment) in the first eight months of the
2010th was 1.1% below the average indicator of
employment in 2009 and by 1.6% above the level in the
same period in 2009.

In July, comparing to
June, average net wage (salary), without taxes and
contributions, disbursed 34591 Dinars (in economy
32837 Dinars, in non-economic activities 38039
Dinars) increased by 1.3% (by 1% in economy, in
non-economic activities by 1.6%) nominally, and in
real terms the increase was 1.5% (1.2% in economy,
1.8% in non-economic activities). In August,
comparing to July, average net wage (salary), without
taxes and contributions, disbursed is 33955 Dinars (in
economy, 32193 Dinars, in non-economic activities
37506 Dinars) and it decreased by 1.8% (by 2.7% in
economy, by 1.5% in non-economic activities), and in
real terms it decreased by 3.4% (by 3.6% in economy,
by 3% in non-economic activities).

Annual growth rates of net wages in June, July and
August amounted, nominally, to 7.5%, 6.3%, 8.4%, while
the real growth rates were 3.7%, 1.8%, 2%, respectively.
In economy, the nominally net wages were 10.9%, 8.3%,
11.3% and in real terms they were 6.9%, 3.8%, 4.7%,
compared the same months of the previous year. In non-
economic activities they were 1.2%, 2.1%, 2.4% and in
real terms, they were -2.4%, -2.2%, -3.6%, comparing to
the same months of the previous year.

The average net wages, in period January-August
in 2010 increased nominally by 5.1% (by 8% in
economy, and by -0.5% in nomn-economic activities)
comparing to the average in 2009, and by 6.9% (by
9.8% in economy, by 1.2% in non-economic activities)
comparing to the same period last year.

Nominal average net wages in June, July and August,
compared to December 2009, decreased by: 3.1%, 6%
and 7.7%. Real average wages without taxes and
contributions also decreased by: 10.6%, 9.4% and
12.5%, respectively.

In period January-August 2010, comparing to same
period 2009, the budget revenues distributed to
republic budgets recorded an increase of 13%
nominally (7.9% the real value) and grew faster than
the increase of budget revenues distributed to
communes and towns, which increased by 7.3%
nominally, and 2.5% the real value, in this period.

Annual growth rates of budget revenues distributed
to republic budgets in June, July and August
amounted, nominally, to 2.2%, -4.6% and -10.4%, while
they were -2.1%, -10.2% and -16.4%, in real terms.

Annual growth rates of budget revenues distributed to
communes and towns in June, July and August
amounted, nominally, to 20.4%, 3.9%, 22.4%, while they
were 15.4%, -2.2%, 14.2%, in real terms.

PRICES

Producers’ prices of manufactured goods in
August increased by 1.5% with respect to the previous
month, and by 11.3% with respect to December last
yvear. From the beginning of the year until August,
observed by industrial sectors, in average, producers’
prices were greater than prices in December 2009: in
manufacturing by 8.8%, in mining and quarrying by
31.7%, and prices of electricity, gas and water supply
increased by 12%. Observed by use, in August, with
the respect to July, the producers’ prices of energy
had the biggest growth (by 18.4%). In August with
respect to the previous month, the increase of prices of
intermediary products, except energy was 11.7%, of
prices of durable products 8.3%, of prices of capital
goods 4.5, of prices of non-durable products for
consumption 5.8%. In August, with respect to July this
year, the greatest increase was recorded in producers’
prices of intermediary products (1.8%), then the prices
of energy (1.7%) and prices of non-durable products
(1.7%), while the smallest increase was recorded in
prices of capital goods (0.2%) and the prices of
durable products for consumption (0.6%,).

The retail prices recorded monthly increase
(current month compared with previous month) of
0.4% in July, while in August and in September they
were at the same level (1%), with the respect to the
previous month.

Note: SORS started process of achieving EU
standards in 2007, by evaluating and realizing
Consumer Prices Index (CPl) according to those
standards. CPI is assumed to be a basic inflation
measure in EU countries. In 2011, SORS will leave off
evaluating and releasing the former Retail Prices
— total and Consumer prices — total base indices that
will be evaluated and released during 2010 SORS
release CN10.

According to Consumer Prices Index (CPI) the
monthly inflation - total in June was 0.4%, in July it was
at the same level as it was in the previous month, and in
August it was 1.4%. The yearly inflation - total in June,
July and August was 4.2%, 4.4% and 4.7%, respectively.

Consumer prices did not follow the dynamics of
retail prices in July, and they increased by -0.2%.
Monthly increase of consumer prices in August was
1.7% and in September it was 1.1%. Monthly rates, at
yearly level (current month compared to the same
month of the previous year) for July, August and
September were: 4.4%, 6.3% and 7.2%, respectively.

MONETARY SECTOR

In June the money supply M1 increased nominally
by 0.6% and in July it increased by 2.8% (in real
terms 0.4% and 2.5%), with the respect to previous
month. In the first seven months in 2010, money supply
increased by 6.7% with respect to the same period last
vear, and by 3% with respect to the average in 2009,
too.

The share of cash in circulation in money supply in
June 2010 amounted to 37.5%, and in July it
amounted to 38.7%. In June, cash in circulation (87.6
billion Dinars) increased by 3.3%, nominally, and by
3.1% in real terms, compared to May. In July, cash in
circulation increased nominally by 6.2%, (in real
terms 5.8%), with respect to June. In July, cash in
circulation amounted 93.1 billion Dinars.

At the same time, in June deposit money nominally
decreased by 1.1%, but in July it increased by 0.9%.
Monthly rates, in real terms, were: -1.1 and 0.4%,
respectively.

In June, the money supply M2 decreased
nominally by 0.4% and by 0.4% in real terms, too. In
July, it increased nominally by 3.1% (by 2.7% in real

terms).

The money supply M3 in Jun and July increased
nominally by 1.4% and 2.6%, (in real terms by 1.3%,
and 2.3%), with
respectively.

respect to previous month,

Interest rates of legal entities for deposits on
current and giro accounts and on time deposits up to
one month (on monthly level, in nominal terms) are
presented in the tables on the next page. Real and
nominal values of these interest rates are presented on
graphs.

Real interest rates of legal entities for deposits on
current and giro accounts follow the trend being
negative during the whole period 2007-2010, except in
February 2007, than in July, November and December
2008, and than, in the most of the months of the second
half of the year 2009, and finally in June 2010.

Real values of interest rates of legal entities for
time deposits up to one month vary from -1.9% to
2.1%, in period January-August.

METHODOLOGICAL EXPLANATIONS

The ultimate aim of the TRENDS publication is to
provide accurate information on current economic
trends to the economic policy makers, as well as
information on their long-term and/or cyclical
behavior. For this reason, the graphs present both, the
original monthly data and the trend-cycle components,
while the tables present only original data - base or
chain indices for the current and two previous years.

Database of index data, which are presented in the
publication, is being made accurate by recalculating
indices according to the preceding year as the referent
year (=100).

For each sector of economic activities covered by
the publication, there is a regular short analysis of
current economic trends in the observed period.

Starting March 2004, when the first issue of this
(for
appropriate sectors) are presented in terms of
Classification of Activities (CA), which has been
applying since January 2001. There is quite a
difference between CA and Uniform Classification of
Activities (UCA), which was in use for over twenty
vears. Statistics has been collecting data by CA

TRENDS, as well as data base beyond, use data
collected by Statistical Office of the Republic of

Data Base Economic Trend - EKT Indices Series on
Economic Trends" (MM, No. 384, FSO, 1999), edited
by FSO of Yugoslavia, describes the procedure which
enables access to the bases. The similar procedure is
going to be applied in the Republic Statistic, and is

Another two methodological publications that
explain the plan for building time series data bases are
also going to be compiled: "Internal Methodology of
Data Base - Series of Aggregates and Indices on
Economic Trends - Ekotrend", (RD, Year - VII, No.

= 100). This has been done in order to obtain a better

insight on monthly changes of prices.
