In the time of the Slav tribes’ migrations, according to Constantin Porfirogenit, Serbs set-
tled in the inner Balkan Peninsula and occupied the highland regions around the Lim, the
upper Drina (including the Piva and the Tara river basins), the Ibar and Western Morava.
Later these regions were known under the name Raska. Serbs settled also in the district of
Soli and in Bosnia, the area around the upper Bosna river, as well as the regions Zahumlje,
Travunija with Konavli, seaside from Boka Kotorska to Dubrovnik with close background
areas, and Paganija with the islands of Kor¢ula, Mijet, Hvar and Bra¢. Regading the number
of population and their respective role, Serbs are considered to be most significant group
among the Slav tribes that moved southwards. In the time of their settlement, in the first half
7t century, they were principally engaged in livestock rising, and to certain extent in agricul-
ture. In the highland areas they were in contact with the native settlers known as Viasi, who
were partly assimilated. The principal administrative unit was county, headed by count. In the
mid-ninth century the Serb tribes on the territory of Raska join together against the Byzantine
Empire, fighting under Vlastimir count. In the 9" and the 10t century Roman and Byzantine
missionaries spread the Christian religion among the Slavs in Raska, fighting for the preva-
lence of the Roman, i.e. Byzantine Church. In the early 8" century the Byzantine (Orthodox)
Church became predominant and it rendered support to secular authorities in strengthening
feudal system. In the first half 10" century Serbs undertook efforts to to settle down in these
territories and these are connected with Caslav, the count of Raska, who managed to extend
the rule to Duklja, Zahumlje and some other territories. Raska became the central and leading
region. Around 956 Caslav disappeared, probably in the battle with Hungarians who tried to
invade some parts of his territories. Caslav's rule was not possibly sustained for a longer
period, as it was not strong enough to withstand external attacks, and also could not subdue
the strivings of certain tribes for independence. In the second half 10t century Raska got
integrated in the empire of Samuilo. After the fall of Macedonian Slavs (1018), Byzantium
became the ruling power on the Balkan Peninsula: after the Byzanite rule had been estab-
lished, the feudal system was also strengthened. Serbia was faced with the devastating
invasion of Normans, Hungarians and Crusaders. In the resistance to the Byzantine rule,
prominent was the role of Zeta: Vojislav, the count of Zeta, made use of the difficult situation
Byzantium was found in and he won independence for Zeta, and his son Mihailo united Zeta
and Raska, strengthened the centralized power and was granted the title of king from the
Pope (the Bishop of Rome) in 1077. The Byzantine Empire took any efforts to hamper the
foundation of the new state, especially by establishing the relations with certain Serbian feudal
superiors. In early 12t century, after the death of Mihailo's son Bogdan (1081-1101), Byzan-
tium made use of the internal disputes about the throne and induced the disruption of Zeta.
The strengthening of feudal system and the intentions to establish the Serbian feudal state
through constant clashes between Raska and Zeta in mid-12" century resulted in Raska favor
under Stefan Nemanja, who managed to join together Zeta, Hum, a part of the Adriatic Coast
and some other regions. Nemanja strived to seftle the Serbian internal situation, strengthened
the feudal order through acting together with the Church as the main support of feudal state.

Together with the Orthodox Church, Stefan Nemanja took rather energetic steps
against the Bogomil heresy that was rising in Serbia. He managed to expel the Bogomil
followers and to provide independence for Raska as a Hungarian ally. In order to eventu-
ally settle the relationship between Serbia and Byzantium, in 1196 Nemanja renounced the
throne in favor of his second son Stefan (1196-1228), who in 1217 pronounced himself
the king and Serbia the kingdom. He was granted the royal symbols from the Pope and
independent episcopacy from the patriarch of Nikeia (1219). The first archbishop was the
youngest son of Stefan Nemanja — Sava, who laid the grounds for the independent Ser-
bian Orthodox Church. Thereby Serbia maintained cultural relations with Bulgaria and
Russia. The feudal system in Serbia was fully developed in the 13t and 14t century: the
ruling class included secular and spiritual lords (vlastela). The secular lords were divided
into higher and lower rank. Two forms of feudal property existed: heritage (bastina), inher-
ited property with unlimited rights, and pronija, temporary, stipulated right of disposal that
is related to civil or military service. The dependant, rural population was known as sebri.
Regarding their occupation and formal relationship with the feudal superiors, this class
included: meropsi, viasi or cattle breeders, sokalnici, craftsmen and otroci. The poor status
of rural population gave rise to anti-feudal movements. In the 13t and the 14t century
three-field system was introduced in agriculture and also farming tools were modernized.
Mining was developed in the regions of Novo Brdo, Kopaonik and Rudnik and respectively
various crafts and trades were developed, as well as more urban places, i.e. towns and
their squares. The economic development induced the bloom of the Serbian medieval
culture (literature, arts and construction). In the towns, foreign salesmen and craftsmen
from Dubrovnik, Venice and Genova more frequently appeared. Opposed to feudal digni-
taries, the Serbian royalty could not found supporters in economically and politically unde-
veloped towns; this could be the reason why the Serbian royal power had not been strong
enough all the way until the full rise of the state during the rule of Stefan Dusan (1331-
1355).

The rule of Dusan was characterized by continual war waging with Byzantium, Bul-
garia and Hungary; the ruler managed to invade Thessaly, Epirus and Albania. In the time
of Dusan rule, Serbia became the most powerful state on the Balkan Peninsula. On the
occasion of the state assembly held in 1346 in Skopje, the Serbian archbishop was pro-
nounced the Patriarch and Du$an ruler was crowned as the emperor of “Serbs and
Greeks”. Czar DuSan is acknowledged as the initiator and creator of an important historical
testimony of social relations of those days — Legal Code of Stefan Dusan.

The independence inclinations of the feudal dignitaries of the time of Dusan rule be-
came apparent soon after his death. The rule of Du$an’s son Uro§ (1355-1371) is the
period of feudal disruption and won independence of certain Serbian feudal superiors.
Serbia was rather weakened against a new danger, Turks, who in the mid-14t century
started to invade the Balkan Penunsula. In the battle on the Marica river (Maricka bitka) in
1371 the armed forces of Vukasin and Uglie$a Mrnjavéevié, brothers and feudal superiors
of Macedonia, were severaly defeated. Thereafter many of the Serbian feudal dignitaries
were forced to recognize their subordinate, vassal position to Turkey. Even greater impor-
tance has the the Serbian defeat in the battle on Kosovo of 15 (28) June 1389: the Serbian
armed forces, led by Prince Lazar were defeated by the Turkish army commanded by
Sultan Murat. This presented the end of the independent Serbian state.

Primarily, the Turkish rule was expressed as the Serbian vassal subordination to Tur-
key. After the Battle of Kosovo and before the final fall of the town of Smederevo (1459),
the Serbian despots (Stefan Lazarevi¢ and Burad Brankovi¢) ruled until 1459 when the
Serbia eventually fell under the Turkish power. As a part of the Ottoman Empire, Serbia
was divided into sanjaks. The population suffered from social, national and religious sup-
pression exercised by Turkish feudal superiors, calling the people raja (herd). The Serbian
feudal superiors partly were killed in the fighting with the Turkish invaders, a part of them
moved out from Serbia and some of them became assimilated Turks and exercised op-
pression over their own people. In the newly conquered territories of the Balkan Peninsula
Turks introduced military — feudal system. In the most of our towns Turkish nationals
settled down, they erected their own fortifications and opened administrative centers.
Under the Turkish rule, certain Serbian lands (Montenegro) developed independent from
Serbia. Serbian people showed strong resistance to the assimilatory policy of the Turkish
invaders and oppressors, and tried to protect and maintain their own language and culture.
As the Turkish central administration further developed, notable were the intentions to
settle the relations with the Serbs that lived in border regions of the Ottoman Empire in the
central Europe. This resulted from the desire to maintain peace in the Turkish lands in the
Pannonia Plain and the Balkan Peninsula. Then the berat of Suleiman followed in 1557,
which concerned the reinstitution of Pecka patrijarSija (the Patriarchate of Pe¢) that was
closed with the fall of Serbia in 1459. The subject act got independent from the Constan-
tinople patriarchate. Suppressed dissatisfaction of the Serbian people that expressed
resistance to the Turkish administration, unrest and uprisings, where the clergy also took
partin, as well as various intrigues, all led to the closure of the Patriarchate of Pe¢ in 1766.
The independence and liberation strivings gradually got the form of mass, unorganized,
peasants’ movement, with liberation and anti-feudal intentions. Hajducjja, i.e. the resis-
tance against Turks gained significant momentum during the 16th and the 17th century. In
the end 17th and in the 18th century Austria waged war against Turkey mainly on the
Serbian territories. Then Serbs rendered their support to the Austrian military forces, an-
ticipating that thereby liberation from the Turkish oppresive rule could be won and also
their independent state established. These were the promises that Austrian rulers offered.

Serbs took part in the Austro-Hungarian war (1683-1699), and the Austrian forced
withdrawal northwards from the Sava and the Danube was followed by the Great migra-
tions of Serbs into the regions of Austria and Hungary (1690), led by the patriarch Ar-
senije lll Carnojevi¢, and by the strengthening of the Serbian component in Srem, Backa
and Banat. However, when in the war 1716-1718 Serbia won partial liberation from Tur-
key, pursuant to the PoZarevac peace agreement (1718), Austria again occupied the
northern Serbia (1718-39). This administration was often more difficult than the Turkish.
Simultaneously the Russian Empire showed an increasing interest in the position of Serbs
and the other Christian nations under the Turkish power and it acted in favor of the libera-
tion of the south Slav nations from the Turks. By contracting the Karlovac peace agree-
ment in 1669, Russia won free confession of faith and tax reductions for the Orthodox
subjects of the Ottoman Empire. When in 1711 Petar the Great started the war with Tur-
key, he called Serbs and other Othodox subjects for uprising against the Turkish oppres-
sive rule. However, neither this war changed the status of Serbs that even further worsen,
neither the position of Serbian population in the Austrian Empire in mid-18t century was
better. The hard economic, social and religious position of Serbs in Austria resulted in
migrations of Serbs to Russia from 1751-1753. In the end 18 century the formation of the
Serbian nation started. The Turkish defeats in the wars waged in the end 18" century
created favorable situation for the national-liberation strivings of the Serbian people. The
stronghold of spahija rulers even more intensified the national and social clashes. Primarily
the movement was directed against the so-called janjicari that made use of the decline of
the central administration (of the sultan) for merciless pillage of the Serbian people. In
1791 the sultan Selim Ill was compelled to withdraw these officials, janjicari in the Bel-
grade region (Beogradski pa$aluk) and to grant certain autonomy to the Serbian people. In
1801 janjicari regained power in the Belgrade region, since the sultan was forced to recon-
cile with them due to Napoleon invasion of Egypt in 1799. The situation became unbear-
able. In order to subdue the people’s resistance and induce their complete confusion and
deprivation, janjicari carried out the massacre of the Serbian dignitaries (Seca knezova),
which was the reason why the Serbian revolution under the leadership of Karadorde
started earlier, in February 1804. The main uprising and revolutionary power made the
peasants, headed by the newly established middle class of rural population and mer-
chants. The uprising and liberation movement was induced by the Russian-Turkish war
waged from 1806 to 1812.

Since it was obvious that Napoleon made plans to attack Russia, in 1812 Russia and
Turkey concluded the Bucharest peace agreement. In the special article 8, Russia strived to
provide for internal independence of the Belgrade region (Beogradski pasaluk). Later that
made an international legal background for the development of the Serbian state, however
then it was not acceptable for the uprising activists. In their liberation battles, the Serbs man-
aged to destroy the Turkish feudal ruling power and established state administration. The
profitable lands were seized by the uprising leaders, who started a fierce struggle for power.
Since in 1812 the Russian arm forces were deployed in the war against Napoleon and as the
internal fights weakened the Serbian strength, in summer 1813 Turkey carried out a decisive
strike and defeated Serbia. In 1815 a new liberation uprising broke out and was headed by
Milo§ Obrenovi¢, who had taken an active part in the First Serbian uprising. He proclaimed
himself prince and on the liberated territory introduced an autocratic regime. The current
international situation and the Russian diplomatic support resulted in the fact that the Second
Serbian uprising met the aims set in the struggles led in the period 1804-1813. Pursuant to
the Convention of Ackerman of 1826, Turkey assumed to fulfill the obligations towards Serbia
as stipulated by Article 8 of the Bucharest agreement; however this was accomplished only
after the Russian victory in the war 1828-1829. By the Jedren peace agreement and the
declared documents (hatiserif) of 1830 and 1833, Turkey recognized vassal self-rule to Ser-
bia, however with the stipulated obligation to pay annual tribute (danak) to the sultan. The
Serbian territory was extended, however the Turkish troops remained in Serbian towns. Milo$
Obrenovi¢ was recognized hereditary dignity of prince. The liberation was not accomplished
and Serbia still paid tribute to the sultan. Some regions inhabited by Serbs were still under the
Turkish rule, and Srem, Baranja, Backa and Banat remained on the territory of Austria. The
population of these regions was inclined to get united with the Serbian principality. The transi-
tion from the spahija rulers to the rule of Serbian peasants had certain characteristics of a
bourgeois revolution, however the procedure was not all-comprising and, along with the
autocratic regime of Milo§ Obrenovi¢, it slowed down the development of Serbia and made an
impediment to economic and cultural renewal. The Prince possessed a monopoly of livestock
trade. The actions that he and his companions practiced gave rise to serial riots in the first half
191 century, of which the most significant was the uprising of Djak, 1825, called after its
leader, Milovoj Popovi¢ Dak. In the thirties, notable were the clashes between Prince Milo$
and the aristocrats, so called Ustavobranitelji (Constitution protectors), with the aim to restrict
the power of the prince. The efforts to introduce the Constitution (Sretenjski ustav) failed in
1835. Not only Turkey, but also Russia and Austria were opposed to the constitution. 1838
the Sultan passed the constitution that envisaged restricted power of the prince, which was
the reason why Milo§ abdicated. His successor, son Mihailo, was dethroned by Ustavo-
branitelji in 1842 and they led son of Karadorde, Aleksandar Karadordevic¢ to ascend the
throne (1842-1858). The oligarchic regime of Ustavobranitelji induced people’s resistance; on
St. Andrej assembly (Svetoandrejska skupstina) in 1858 Aleksandar Karadordevi¢ was de-
throned for his wrong internal and external policy, and Milo§ Obrenovi¢ returned to the throne.

In 1866, the progressive organization called the United Serbian Youth was established.
In 1866 the Serbian government led active anti-Turkish and anti-Austrian policy and sup-
ported the unification of all South-Slav lands with Serbia. In order to defend their positions,
in 1862 Turks carried three-day strikes over Belgrade from the Kalemegdan fortress,
where Turkish troops were situated. Under the pressure of the great powers, the Turkish
troops finally left the six remaining Serbian fortifications (Belgrade, Smederevo, Kladovo,
UZice, Soko and Sabac).

In 1868 Prince Mihailo was assassinated and the regency (Namesnistvo), headed by
Jovan Risti¢ took over the rule. In 1869 the regency office imposed the constitution pass-
ing. In 1875 the Bosnian-Herzegovian uprising broke out against the Turkish rule. Inclined
to annex Bosnia, Serbia declared war to Turkey in 1876, however was defeated and the
war was cancelled temporarily. When Russia started the war against Turkey in 1877,
Serbia again entered into the war against Turks. It was Russia that won the war. In 1878
St. Stefan peace agreement was concluded, however the stipulations were not acceptable
to Serbia. Since the great forces also regarded this peace agreement as unacceptable, in
1878 the Berlin Treaty was concluded at thereby Serbia was acknowledged independent
state and the right to the territories conquered in the war with Turkey. Opposite to the
national interests, the right wing circles initiated the policy of stronger Serbian dependence
on Austria-Hungary, which made Serbia their base of agricultural resources. Economically,
in the second half of the 19t century Serbia was underdeveloped. Industrial companies
were scarce. Austro-Hungarian capital inflow was strong. In 1881 Prince Milan Obrenovi¢
concluded a secret convention with Austria-Hungary and thereby Serbia was put in the
position of economic and political dependence on Austria-Hungary. In the early 20t cen-
tury 80% of the Serbian exports went to Austria-Hungary and the national debt expressed
fast growing trends. Under the circumstances of expressive social and political contradic-
tions, the main bourgeois parties were established: Radical (representing the interests of
urban and rural lower middle class, strived for bourgeois-democratic reforms and estab-
lishment of ally relations with Russia); Liberal (representing the interests of the rich —
entrepreneurs); Progressive (representing the interests of the most reactionary circles of
landowners and the bourgeois class of merchants and moneylenders, with close relations
in Austro-Hungarian market and acting in favor of protection of royal power). Prince Milan
(1868-89) pronounced Serbia kingdom in 1882. On the territory of the Timok district, in 1883
an uprising broke out and it soon spread over a large part of Eastern Serbia around Zajecar
and KnjaZevac. By undertaking severe measures, rendering frequently sentence to death and
other penalties, the government managed to crush the uprising (Timocka buna), which
strongly influenced the royal-bourgeois regime. Hoping by war conquest to preserve his
position, which was considerably dishalanced by the internal events, Prince Milan took actions
to get Serbia engaged in the war with Bulgaria. The Serbian people were not inclined to
accept the Serbia-Bulgaria war (1885), which ended in Serbian defeat at Slivnica. This
caused even greater tensions internally in Serbia. Austria-Hungary and Russia took actions to
terminate the war and conclude the Peace agreement in Bucharest (1886), which went with-
out territorial (border) changes.

In order to maintain power, Prince Milan started the negotiatins with the Radical party:
these resulted in the new constitution, passed in 1888. It was based on the principles of
bourgeois parliamentary system, civil freedom, secret and direct voting, local (municipal
and district) self rule, i.e. administration. It presented a success in the resistance against
the autocratic regime of King Milan and a considerable progress towards democracy in
Serbia. Soon after the constitution passing, King Milan abdicated in favor of his 12-year old
son Aleksandar, who ruled from 1889 to 1903. As Aleksandar was a minor, the residency
was established, actually headed again by Jovan Risti¢. Although in power from 1889-92,
the Radical party was not successful in implementing progressive reforms. In 1893 Alek-
sandar abolished the residency, pronounced himself grownup in advance, took over the
rule, and in 1894 changed the constitution of 1888. The resent of people grew, caused by
the autocratic regime and obstinate rule of King Aleksandar, and generally the Obrenovi¢
dynasty as well. A major change occurred in 1901: Aleksandar imposed a new, reactionary
constitution, intended at introducing bicameral system. The people started a decisive
struggle against the rule of Aleksandar: on 23/03/1903 demonstrations broke out in Bel-
grade, which ended in armed clashes with police, i.e. gendarmerie. The leader of the
demonstrations was Dimitrije Tucovi¢, also the leading activist of the Serbian labor move-
ment. Fearful of revolutionary movements, the Serbian bourgeoisie decided to abandon
the Obrenovi¢ dynasty, which was Austria-oriented and discredited in the public eye.
Military officers hatched a conspiracy and on 29/05/1903 they murdered King Aleksandar
and Queen Draga (Draga Masin). The coup of May 1903 presented the victory of the
Serbian bourgeoisie over the King Aleksandar’s absolutism and won struggle for the incep-
tion of bourgeois parliamentary order. Petar Karadordevi¢, son of Prince Aleksandar
Karadordevi¢, was elected king. The constitution of 1888 was returned, with certain
changes, and the Radical party came to power. This party was gradually transformed into
the party of gross bourgeoisie, civil servants and rich peasants. Headed by Nikola Pasic,
the Radical party had the leading political role; the foreign capital supported further exploi-
tation of the Serbian abundant natural resources. In 1914 Serbia had about 500 industrial
establishments with the employment of 20000 workers. Before 1910 no labor legislation
existed; working day sometimes lasted as long as 16 hours. The labor movement gradu-
ally developed. In 1903, the Serbian social democratic party and general trade union
organizations were founded. The coup of 1903 resulted in the changed international policy
and the initiated orientation towards Russia, France and Great Britain. The demands for
the unification of South Slavs under the leadership of Serbia were stronger. However
Austria-Hungary tried to impose dependence over Serbia and therefore started the Cus-
toms war against Serbia (1906-11).

When Austria-Hungary annexed Bosnia and Herzegovina in October 1908, the peace
in Europe was endangered and the relations between Serbia and Austria-Hungary deterio-
rated. The Bosnian crisis, 1908-1909, induced the creation of the Balkan alliance including
Serbia, Bulgaria, Montenegro and Greece. Basically the alliance was anti-Turkish and
thereby the First Balkan war (1912-13) started. The war ended in the final liberation of the
Balkan nations and territories from the Turkish rule. The Serbian territory twice extended
and the population number rose to 4.5 million. The outcome of the First Balkan war in-
duced further tensions in the international relations and intensified the liberation move-
ments of the Slav nations under the Austro-Hungarian rule. Inclined to eliminate Serbia as
the major obstacle to Austro-Hungarian and German imperialistic power in the Balkans,
Austria-Hungary and Germany made serial provocations aimed against Serbia. The con-
sequence was the Sarajevo Assassination that Austria-Hungary used, fully supported by
Germany, to declare war to Serbia on 28/07/1914. Actually this was the beginning of the
First World War (1914-1918). In spite of the heroic resistance of the Serbian people who
led a justified, liberation war against the Austria-Hungary imperialistic rule, Serbia was
occupied in 1915. A part of the Serbian military forces, supported by the Montenegrin
protection, traced way to the Adriatic coast and then was further sent to the Greek island
of Corfu; where from the Serbian soldiers were transferred to the Salonika Front. The
Serbian government that also was compelled to flee to Corfu, in 1917 executed the Corfu
declaration with the Yugoslav committee, which had been established in London in 1915.
The declaration envisaged the unification of the south-Slav regions of Austria-Hungary
with Serbia. After the Austria-Hungary breakdown in November 1918, the government and
the King came back to Serbia. The Allies’ forces rendered support to the royal regime and
the government to crush the revolutionary movement, strengthen the Serbian bourgeoisie
power and its spread to the south-Slav lands of the former Austria-Hungary. On
01/12/1918 the Kingdom of Serbs, Croats and Slovenes was officially established in Bel-
grade and from 1929 it assumed the name - the Kingdom of Yugoslavia.

STEFAN NEMANJA
Monah (monk) Simeon
(ruled 1166-1196)

Stefan Nemanja is a son of knez Zavid. He was
born in Duklja on the river Mora¢a (then Raska,
present day Montenegro). Nemanja was the
founder of the ‘holly dynasty Nemanji¢' that
ruled in Serbia for more than two centuries. In
these times Serbia transformed from a small
disintegrated principality (knezevina) to a king-
dom (carevina) and the most powerful country
in the Balkans. Stefan Nemanja erected many
monasteries, the best known of which are
Studenica and Hilandar. Strong affection and
inclination to raise monasteries is characteristic
to all ruler of Nemanji¢ origin. Monasteries
became not only their memorials, but also the
symbol of individuality and centers of culture,
education and orthodoxy and the Orthodox
religion. This ruler transferred his power to his
son Stefan, entered a monastic order and died
in Hilandar.

(1175-1235)
RASTKO NEMANJIC - Sveti Sava
(1175-1235)

Sava is the youngest son of Nemanja, born in
1175. Rather early he abandoned secular life
and in 1191 went to Sveta Gora. With the sup-
port of his father he erected the Orthodox mon-
astery Hilandar. While his father Nemanja and
brother Stefan took efforts to establish and
protect the Serbian state on the crossroads of
Europe and Asia, Hungary and Byzantium and
the Latin empire, between the Christian Ortho-
doxy and Catholicism, Sveti Sava took pains to
give rise to the spiritual unity of Serbs, to up-
grade their self-consciousness and moral
strength. In  Hilandar and afterwards in
Studenica, he opened the centers of literature
and ecclesiastic education. Sava wrote the first
pieces of the Serbian literature: Zitjie Sv. Sime-
una, the first Serbian biography written in 1208,
and Sluzbu Sv. Simeunu. In the moment when
Byzantine Empire was greatly endangered by
the Crusaders he managed to won the inde-
pendence of the Serbian Othodox Church in
1219. Then he became the first Serbian ar-
chiepiscopal hear leader, with his formal seat
in Zica. He wrote Nomakanon, a code of regula-
tions to be respected in the newly formed inde-
pendent Church and in the Serbian state. In
1236 his relics were taken from Trnovo, Bul-
garia to the MileSeva monastery, Prijepolje.
However, after having devastated the monas-
tery, on 27 April 1595 Turks burned the relics at
Vracar, Belgrade. Today a magnificent temple —
the Temple of Sveti Sava is situated there.

STEFAN PRVOVENCANI
Sveti Kralj (St. King)
(1196-1228)

The second son of Stefan Nemanja, the Great
Count (veliki Zupan) (1196-1217) and the King
of Serbia (1217-1228). Soon after his coming
to rule great war turbulences shook Europe; the
4" War of Crusaders broke out, the Byzantine
Empire was pulled down and the Latin Empire
rose, Serbia was attacked by Hungary, Bulgaria
and the army of the Latin Empire. With the
strong overall national resistance against the
invaders and in alliance with the Venice Repub-
lic, Sfefan Prvoven¢ani managed to save the
broken Serbia. In order to won him to his side
because of expressive endurance and resis-
tance, the Pope sent his crown to the Serbian
ruler, when after Stefan was pronounced the
King of Serbia, Duklja, Travunija, Dalmatia and
Hum. He erected the monastery of Zi¢a, where
his brother Sveti Sava was active and who was
the founder of the overall Serbian spirituality.
Before his death, he widraw to the monastery
and passed the rule to his eldest son Radoslav.

Radoslav came to rule after his father Sfefan
Prvovenéani. He was under the strong Byzan-
tine influence, especially of his father-in-law, the
Epirus despot and then Emperor Teodor Andjel.
He initiated the coin make, pursuant to the
Greek forms and the Greek inscriptions. Rely-
ing on the experience of his uncle Sveti Sava,
who rendered all possible support to him, Ra-
doslav could have lived a long rule. However,
he was dethroned after his father-in-law was
defeated by Bulgaian forces in 1230. Without
the support from this side, Radoslav was not
able to stand in power. His younger brother
Vladislav took over the throne.

King Vladislav married the Bulgarian Princess
Beloslava and took efforts to make closer and
tighter relations between Serbia and Bulgaria.
However in 1241 the Mongol invaders attacked
and devastated Serbia and then pulled down
the Bulgarian state. Since it was not possible to
rely on the support from his father-in-law, Viadi-
slav was dethroned and his younger brother
Uro$ came to power.

King Uro$ | managed to establish rather good
relations with the neighboring states and ruled
longer and with more success then his brothers
had ruled. He was notable especially for initiat-
ing the exploitation of Serbian mines, which
resulted in more dynamic economic strengthen-
ing of Raska. Simultaneously with mining, crafts
and trade activities developed. Econimic pro-
gress strongly induced the development of the
Serbian mediaeval culture (literature, construc-
tion, art crafts). Uro$ | had conflicts with his
elder son Dragutin, who was supported by his
father-in-law, Hungarian king, and who attached
his own father, defeated him in the military
fields and took over the throne.

gions, eastern Bosnia and Srem, where he
ruled as long as until 1316. On the territory of
his kingdom he erected many churches and
managed to strengthen Belgrade as commer-
cial and cultural center of the time. When his
brother Milutin, the King of Serbia, was suc-
cessful in establishing good relations with
Byzantium, Dragutin attacked Serbia with mili-
tary troops, however was defeated by the
forces of King Milutin in 1313. After that, the
dignitaries of his state dismissed him and led
his son Vladislav Il to the throne. King Dragitin
was on the Serbian throne for relatively short
time, from 1276 to 1282.

King Milutin was inclined to provide peaceful
development for Serbia and maintained good
relations with the neighbors. Soon he married
the Byzantine princess and thereby protected
the northern border of his kingdom and undis-
turbed annexing of the western regions that has
used to be ruled by his brother Dragutin. The
exploitation of mines rich in silver made fruitful
income. Milutin supported the development of
arts and literature. He conducted the erection of
churches and monasteries, of which several
have been preserved to the present day: Gra-
Canica, Bogorodica Ljeviska, King's Church in
Studenica, Banjska, restored Nemanja's
Church in Hilandar, the churches in Jerusalem,
on Sinai. Milutin also built a hospital in Constan-
tinople.

SIMONIDA (1289-1340) — The Byzantine em-
peror, Andronik II, on the occasion of conclud-
ing peace agreement with Serbia in 1299,
‘donated’ his daughter Simonida to the Serbian
King Milutin, which served as a guarantee of
continual peace and friendship between the two
states.

KPAIb CTE®AH IEYAHCKMN
(Bnapao 1321-1331)
KING STEFAN DECANSKI
(ruled 1321-1331)

Even during the life of his father King Milutin, he
was entrusted with the government over the
region of Zeta (Zetska oblast). However he
hatched a conspiracy to dethrone his father, but
was prevented. His father had him made blind
and expelled with his family to Constantinople.
After the death of King Milutin, Stefan was
pronounced king in 1321. Stefan Decanski
made the Serbian state extended to the south,
towards Byzantium. When Byzantium joined
forces with Bulgaria, he managed to defeat the
Bulgarian forces on Velbuzd (1330), however
with the skillful and courageous support ren-
dered by his son Dusan. Since he was inclined
to pass the throne over to his son from his first
marriage and not to DuSan, DuSan offered
resistance and removed him from the throne.
Stefan erected the monastery of De¢ani, where
he was burried after his death in 1331.

LAP CTE®AH AYLUAH
Aywan CunHu
(Bnapao 1331-1355)
TZAR STEFAN DUSAN
Dusan Silni (Mighty)
(ruled 1331-1355)

As the King of Serbs Stefan Dusan ruled from
1331 to 1345. From 1346 he ruled as the Em-
peror of Serbs and Greeks. In his time the
Serbian mediaeval state reached its prime and
became the leading power in the Balkans. Up to
the mid-14" century he managed to establish
the Serbian empire that used to include, apart
from the lands of the former Serbian kingdom,
also Macva, Zahumlje, Albania, Epirus, Thes-
saly, Akarnania, Aetolia, and the all Macedonia
(except Thessaloniki) to Hristipolje. Stefan
Dusan was successful in organizing harmo-
nized military forces and establishing a legally
grounded state. The conquering of new lands
with well established legislation and the exam-
ples of Byzantine emperors, the descendant of
which he was inclined to see himself, all in-
duced him to create a new legal code for his
state, i.e. the Code of DuSan (DuSanov Za-
konik). The subject code was adopted by the
State assembly in 1349 and the same was
supplemented in 1354. This legal code repre-
sents a mayor memorial of the developed stage
of feudalism in Serbia. Apart from the constitu-
tional provisions, this code includes penalty and
legal procedure terms, as well as the stipula-
tions of family and inheritance law. Although
grounded on feudalism order and conceived to
confirm the position and privileges of the ruler
and oligarchy (feudal landowners), this code
featured certain artributes of humanity: it envis-
aged the protected rights of the lowest social
class.

LIAP YPOLL (8agao 1355-1371)
TZAR UROS
(ruled 1355-1371)

Uro8 ascended the throne very young, aged 18
and rather unexperienced, in a large state that
was internally disintegrated. He did manage
neither to resist external enemies, nor to keep
united feudal families (Dejanovi¢, Mrnjavéevi¢,
Balsi¢) that were not willing to recognize the
central rule and were inclined to govern their
regions independently. Simeon, half-brother of
Dusan and a deputy of Epirus up rose openly
against Uro§ and pronounced himself czar.
Then after he separated from Epirus and Thes-
saly and founded a new state. This followed
other landowners and therefore the central
government collapsed. After the death of Czar
Uro$ in 1371 even the apparent central gov-
ernment disappeared, while the independent
landlords became stronger. The power of the
Nemanji¢ dynasty was extinguished and this
was followed by the agony of the Serbian state
and people that despite all invasions never
definitely collapsed. This was due to spiritual
strength and heritage of the Nemanji¢ origin.

KHE3 MUNOLL OBPEHOBWT
(1780-1860) )

PRINCE MILOS OBRENOVIC
(1780-1860)

Milo§ Obrenovi¢ was born in the village of
Srednja Dobrna in the nahija of UZice (Turk.)
and he died in Belgrade, in his residence in
Topcider. As a young man Milo§ used to work
as an assistant to wealty livestock merchants.
He took part in the First Serbian Uprising and
was the leader of the Second Serbian Uprising.
He was dexterous in the negotiations with the
Turks and skillfull in making use of the interna-
tional situation, primarily the disputes between
Russia and Turkey, in order to win the recogni-
tion of the Serbian autonomy by the Sultan and
other states. In 1830 internal self-government
was recognized to Serbia and Milo$ Obrenovi¢
was acknowledged hereditary dignity of Prince.
Soon Milo$ occupied with military forces the six
nahija regions previously non-ceded. In 1833
the Sultan executive order, i.e. hariSerif was
passed to the effect that these regions are
annexed to Serbia. Under the rule of Milo§
Obrenovi¢ Serbia won the status of autono-
mous principality within the Ottoman Empire.
He ruled from 1815 to 1839 and from 1858 to
1860. During his rule he became the wealthiest
man in Serbia and one of the top wealthy peo-
ple | n the Balkans. All the time he was an
autocratic ruler. He established solid grounds
for the Serbian independence and its internal
development.

PRINCESS LJUBICA OBRENOVIC (1788-
1843) was a wife of Prince Milo$. She influ-
enced the Serbian political life and was rather
stubborn character. She experienced serious
disputes with her husband and for some time
she lived separated from Milo§ in Pozarevac. In
a fit of jealousy she murdered a mistress of
Milo$. She was burried in Kru$edol monastery
on Fruka Gora.

KHE3 MUXAMNO OBPEHOBUH
(1823-1868)

PRINCE MIHAILO OBRENOVIC
(1823-1868)

Mihailo Obrenovi¢ was born in Kragujevac, as a
younger son of Prince Milo§ and Princess
Ljubica. He became prince for the first time in
1839, after the death of his elder brother Milan.
Rather young and unexperienced, Mihailo was
not very successful in coping with the complex
internal and external Serbian position. He was
deposed in 1842 in an uprising led by a most
outstanding ustavobranitelji official, Toma Vuci¢
Peridi¢. Mihailo was pronounced Prince again
after the death of Milo$ in 1860. He ruled for
another eight years as an enlighted absolutist.
He was murdered in 1868 in KoSutnjak, as a
victim of a conspiracy that has never been
completely cleared up.

KPAIb MUNIAH OEPEHOBUH
(1854-1901)
KING MILAN OBRENOVIC
(1854-1901)

After the death of prince Mihailo, Milan Obreno-
vic became Prince of Serbia (02/07/1868),
however until his coming of legal age, the ap-
pointed regency commission was in power.
Milan Obrenovi¢ ruled mostly relied on military
forces and therefore tried to strengthen them. In
foreign policy, he primarly relied on Russia.
Under the public pressure and without sufficient
diplomatic backgrounds, in 1876 Milan Obreno-
vi¢ declared war to Turkey, which ended in a
defeat in 1877. Induced by the Russia influ-
ence, in the same year he again started the war
against Turkey. This resulted in Serbia becom-
ing a stronger force, acquiring the districts of
Pirot, Ni$, Toplica and Vranje, and then at the
Congress of Berlin Serbia was officially recog-
nized independence (1878). Since Russia
supported Bulgaria, which became expressive
in St.Stefan peace agreemen, this ruled found
support in Austria-Hunmgary. In June 1881 he
concluded a sercret concention with Austria-
Hungary and thereby imposed obligation to
Serbia not to act against Austro-Hungarian
interests in Bosnia and Herzegovina and not to
conclude any political agreements with other
states without prior consent achieved with
Austria-Hungary. Therefore ~Austria-Hungary
guaranteed his ruling power and diplomatic
support for the Serbian extension southwards.
However people understood this as the betrayal
of the Serbian national interests. Milan Obreno-
vi¢ pronounced himself king in 1882. The rebel-
lion that broke in autumn 1885 in Timocka

krajina was severely broken down. When in
1885 Bulgaria united in alliance with Eastern
Rumania, Milan Obrenovi¢ declared war to
Bulgaria with the aim to occupy and annex a
part of the Bulgarian territory, allegedly as a
compensation for a disturbed balance. Due to
defeat in this unpopular war, which was led
undecidely and without dexterity, the public
dissatisfaction rose even more. In 1888 he
adopted the constitution that should have made
Serbia a constitutional and parliamnetary king-
dom. However having failed to observe the
constitutional ~ provisions, Milan  Obrenovi¢
abdicated in favour of his minor son Aleksan-
dar. As a general he was made a commander
of the Active Army, however resigned in 1890.

NATALIJA OBRENOVIC (1859-1941) — Serbian
Princess and Queen (1875-1889), a daughter of
the Viah spahija dignitary N. Kesko. She was
married to Prince Milan Obrenovi¢ and she
gave birth to their son Aleksandar. She was
pro-Russia oriented, while Milan lead Austro-
phile policy. Their relationship and divorce
became an important political issue, due to
which the government of M. GaraSanin re-
signed. The marriage was disolved on
12/10/1888. Natalija was expelled from Serbia
on 07/05/1891 and only occasionally visited her
son, with whom she broke up any relations
when he married Draga Masin. After the assas-
ination of her son Aleksandar, Natalija Obreno-
vi¢ took over to Roman Catholic religion and
went to monastery. Her great wealth in Serbia
she donated to the University of Belgrade.

In the first elections after the Constitution of
1888 was passed and King Milan abdicated, the
Radical party again won mayority of votes. In
order to be safe from the interfering of King
Milan in the state governence, the radicals paid
him out and got a promise he would not come
back to Serbia before King Aleksandar came of
age. When on 01.04.1893 King Aleksandar
prounced himself major (of legal age), he re-
moved the regency, dismissed the liberal Gov-
ernment and led the radicals to power.

In June 1990 King Aleksandar announced
publicly he intended to marry Draga Masin, a
widow from Belgrade. This decision was not
welcome in public. What King Milan failed to do
in 1886 — make the radicals and the Liberals
come to terms, King Aleksandar succeeded.
Oriented towards Russia, King Aleksandar
made certain political achievements in Serbia
and Macedonia. However, after a series of
scandals in Serbia, the Russian government got
reserved towards the Serbian king. At the end
of the rule of King Aleksandar, Serbia was
extraordinarily abandoned. All social felt strong
dissatisfaction and this caught the military
forces also. A coupe d'etat broke out: in the
night between 28 and 29 May 1903 a group of
army officers broke into the Royal Palace and
executed King Aleksandar and Queen Draga.

DRAGA MASIN (1866-1903) - She was a
daughter of Panta Lunjevica and widow of
Svetozar Masin; as a lady attending Queen
Natalija, she bacame a mistress and later on a
wife of the young King Aleksandar | Obrenovic.
On 29.05.1903 she was assassinated together
with his husband by the army officers engaged
in cospiracy.

Writing letters are means to communi-
cate over space and time. Generally, it
could be any system of visual forms
(drawings, figures, symbols, signs and
combinations thereof) that are intended
for the purpose of memorizing and provid-
ing information; more specifi-cally defined
writing is a system of signs that represent
certain elements of spoken language:
words, syllables and sounds.

In the end 9t century the first Slavic writ-
ing appeared: glagoljica, including 38
letters. The name is related to the Old
Slavic verb — glagolati, i.e. to speak. The
system of writing was established by the
brothers Cirilo and Metodije, who are
assumed as the founders of the Slavic
literacy. Since this is a dificult to realise
and rather complex system of writing, in
the 10t century, among Slavs in Bulgaria,
a simpler and easibly readible system of
writing — Cirllica appeared. These writing
letters originated from the Greek consitu-
tional, liturgical letters, where from 24 let-
ters were adopted. For the Old Slavic
sounds that could not be found in the Greek
language, special letters were created,
mostly respective to glagoljica letters.

As the first dated memorial of Cyrillic writ-
ing we assumed the Samuilo inscription
from 993. The earliest preserved Serbian
manuscript in Cyrillic writing is Miro-
slavijevo jevandelie (the Gospel of Miro-
slav) of the late 12" century, and the first
book in the Balkans that was printed in
Cyrilic was Oktoih Osmoglasnik. The
printing of this book was completed on
04.01.1494 in the printing shop of Burad
Crnojevi¢ in Obod near Cetinje, which was
run by the monk Makarije. The Gospel of
Miroslav is the major and the most promi-
nent monument of the Serbian literacy of
the 12t century. It was worked out about
1185, probably in Kotor, on the order of
Miroslav, the knez of Zahumlje, who used
to be a brother of Stefan Nemanja, the
great count of Raska, and for the use of
the church St. Peter in Bijelo Polie. The
greatest part of gospel text is the doing of
unknown copyist (called Varsemeleon for
research purposes), while djjak Gligorije,
another copyist, wrote the final part of the
manuscript, several short notes and com-
plited it with ornaments.

Until 1896 the manuscript had been
stored in Hilandar, when it was given as a
gift to Aleksandar Obrenovi¢ on the occa-
sion of his visit to Athos. Today the manu-
script is stored preserved in the National
Museum of Belgrade.

It was in Russia during the rule of Petar
the Great, in the early 18" century, that
the Old Church Slavic Cyrillic writing was
replaced by so called civil Cyrillic. The
purpose of the reform initiated by Peter
the Great was that the old Cyrillic forms
are harmonized with the modem Euro-
pean forms of Latin writing. Eventually the
reform of the Serbian Cyrillic writing was

The both writings, glagoljica and Cyrillic,
were created for the OIld Slavic language,
which was the first Slavic literary language
(10t-12th century), which today it is not
mother tongue of any Slavic nation.
Gradually, this language assumed certain
features of the colloquial language spoken
within the people and there from origi-
nated the Serbian edition of the Old
Slavic, which is called the Serbian Slavic
language. Russians and Bulgarians
shared the same experience.

The Serbian Slavic language was used
in ecclestiastical writings from 12t to the
first half 18t century, when the Russian
Slavic was adopted as ecclestiastical and
literary language.

Introducing the linguistic and orthography
reform of Vuk Karadzi¢ in 1818 the literary
language was changed, while the Serbian
Orthodox Church maintained the Russian
Slavic in use for religious service.
According to the words St. Apostle Paul,
Christian family is a small church. Just as
each Christian church is dedicated to one
saint that is praised as a patron, so a
Serbian familiy used to be put under pa-
tronage of one saint, to whom they ad-
dress their prayers before God and whom
they respect as the family patron. To the
saint patron Serbian families dedicate and
maintain regular feasts 3.

Family feast is a glorious expression of
the Serbian otrodox faith and a specific
feature of national identity, since these
rites are maintained with Serbs only.

FEST is an international film festival that
has been held for 39 years.

Belgrade International Theater Festival
(BITEF) was initiated in 1967 and then
from it has continually followed and ac-
knowledged the latest trends of theater art.
As the festival grew and developed, it has
become one of the top five European
festivals and won a most respectable place
in the theter world map. It is one of the
major national cultural institutions. The
importance of BITEF is strong enough to
overcome all political and cultural bounda-
ries. Therefore the history of BITEF may
be regarded as the history of modern
theater art.

In the revolutionary sixties and seventies
of the 20t century, the initiators and pio-
neers of the festival — Mira Trailovi¢, Jovan
Cirilov and their assocoates — were coura-
geous in following tumultuous events in the
world theater stage, the program of which
was aboundant with avantgarde experi-
ments. In the eighties, BITEF presented to
Belgrade the top achievements of the
theater art and became one of a few festi-
vals where experimental forms and impor-
tant classic masperpieces were equally
represented. In spite of the political and
economic crisis and the sanctions in the
last decade of the 20t century, owing to
generous support from foreign cultural
centers, government and NGOs, BITEF
managed to keep peace with the world by
promoting new trends in theater art and
ultimate theater values. In this way BITEF
has stayed in the family of great world
festivals and proved that in the society it
originated from it represents an anti-
traditional phenomenon and epochal value
of the Serbian culture.

With Belef Belgrade is an open city. Its
numerous attractions, such as Klamegdan
fortress, Ada Ciganlija, the blocks of Novi
Beograd, the Sava and the Danube river
banks, just as theaters as well, are the
places where the best essence is pre-
sented and inspired. At first this induces a
sweet-bitter sensation, temptation, stimu-
lus to go on and then becomes a valuable
memory.

Belef was founder under the auspices of
the City of Belgrade Assembly, namely the
Secretariat of culture. They are in charge
of appointing the members of the Belef
council, the council president and the
selectors for the three artistic categories
(two-year mandate). The charges include
also the selection of the production execu-
tive and other program related activities.

The most precise information of the analyzed
data values of a set of elements (population) is
obtained through a statistical enumeration of all
the elements. However, in statistical surveys it is
rarely possible to cover all elements of the
population, since such procedure would be
complex, long-lasting and costly. Therefore,
owing to the theory of probability, statistical sur-
veys are increasingly grounded on partial ob-
servation, i.e. by applying the sampling method-
ology.

Subset of the population randomly selected from
a population is called a sample. Sample repre-
sents the population (by its characteristics being
in compliance with the population characteristics
it is taken from) and the analysis based on a
random sample is called representative
method.

There are several methods for sample selection
from the population. Principally, two mayor
groups can be defined:

a. absolute random selection and

b. controlled selection.

Samples can be chosen from finite or infinite
population. From a population of N elements, it
is possible to choose a large number of various
samples of size n:

Random selection of sample units can be
achieved in several ways.

Time series represent an ordered sequence of
data (observations). This ordering is in most
cases done according to time, usually in equal
time intervals. Time series illustrates changes of
observed phenomena in time. The aim of time
series analysis is to determine regularities in
variations that are the consequence of various
factors. These factors affect the series with dif-
ferent frequency and intensity over time. If the
time series is longer there is more chance to
observe development trends and dynamics of
changes in the studied phenomena.

Time series can be decomposed by specific
statistical methods into several components that
present various changes: frend (T — long-term
development tendency of the series), cyclic
variations (C - oscillations with changeable
period lasting more than 12 months and there-
fore very often not distinguishable from trend),
seasonal variations (S - featuring 12 months
periodic and indicates seasonal changes) and
casual or irregular variations (N), the latter pre-
senting the remainder of random variations.
The fifth component, i.e. structural or organic
transformation, is not in the domain of statistical
research.

Trend presents the predictable development of
the observed phenomena that is a result of
firmly established factors, the effect of which is
expressed for a long time period in certain direc-
tion. These tendencies can be shown by linear
and curved-line function. The defined line, re-
gardless the shape, which expresses a long-
term tendency, is called trend.

Seasonal variations cover those changes of

phenomena that recur every year at the same
time and in the same direction (to the same

effect). The changes can be caused, for exam-
ple, by climate and economic factors. Seasonal
variations that do not change systematically
over several years are considered as stable. On
the contrary, unstable seasonal variations indi-
cate systematic changes (up or down). Sea-
sonal variations are notable in all economic
activities, especially in agriculture, construction
and tourism. Good knowledge of seasonal varia-
tions is rather important for timely planning of all
required production resources, and for the
placement of final products as well.

Time series of raw data expresses absolute
variation of the observed statistical characteris-
tic. However, even though absolute numbers
have considerable importance, in certain stages
of statistical surveys they cannot possibly meet
all our needs regarding statistical analysis.
Comparing absolute numbers of some statistical
sequence, we can define absolute frequency
levels only. Therefore when comparison of
changes of a characteristic are made and a
measure of the magnitude of change relative to
another one is needed, relative numbers are
used instead of absolute.

The method of relative numbers can be applied
for comparing both same-denomination and
various data, i.e. phenomena and measures.
When same-denomination data, i.e. phenomena
and measures are compared, then the relation
is homogenous and the relative number value is
called index. When various values and meas-
ures are compared, the relation is heterogene-
ous and the relative number is called coefficient.
Although there are several types of relative
numbers, their calculation is identical and quite
simple:

Relative values express inter-relations of mass

phenomena and according to the objective of

comparison, several types are distinguished:

1. Relative numbers of structure (structure
indices)

2. Indices (index numbers)

3. Intensity indicators (statistica coeficients)

Relative numbers of structure or structure
indices are statistical measures that offer com-
plete information on composition of phenomena,
i.e. on relations of frequencies of certain groups
or categories and the total number of statistical
units of the observed characteristic. The result-
ing ratio is multiplied by 100, 1000 or 10000,
and expressed in percent (%), per mille (%), or

per decimille ( %y ) values respectively.

Indices are relative numbers by which the mag-
nitude (volume) of same-denomination wholes is
compared and on the basis of which we can
promptly acquire a precise conception of the
direction and intensity of the changes of respec-
tive phenomena. Indices are dimensionless
numbers that show how many times the magni-
tude or volume of a phenomenon is larger than
of another one, in various points of space or
time, anticipating that the compared phenomena
are reduced to the same unit of measure.
According to the fact they observe changes of
one or several phenomena, indices are classi-
fied as individual and group, and further by
purpose and meaning of comparison:

Time indices or indices of dynamics express
relative changes of a time series, i.e. they follow
changes of a phenomenon over successive
periods of time. There are two ways to compare
the elements of dynamic series:

1. To select a constant base and all elements of
the respective time series are compared with
this constant base. These ratios are usually
multiplied by 100 and therefore indicate per-
centage changes of the observed phenomenon
relative to the base period. These indices are
known as base indices or indices with con-
stant base. Any data of the series or average of
the phenomenon for the respective period could
stand for base.

2. Index is calculated so each element of the
series is compared with the previous one and
this indicates, being above or below 100%, rela-
tive growth, i.e. fall in volume or magnitude of
the observed phenomenon in reference to the
preceding element of the series.

Group (aggregate) indices express variations
of several time series that are inter-related. The
major issue in calculating group indices is to
properly define weights, which ought to corre-
spond to the nature of phenomenon and to ex-
press its structure as well. When coefficient of
weighting is properly selected, aggregate index,
in the form a unique indicator expresses general
dynamics of all elements of complex phenome-
non. Any product (aggregate) consists of two
factors: one that represents the phenomenon,
i.e. characteristic (quantity, price, etc.), the
change of which we calculate and call indicated
value, and another that is the coefficient of
comparison, i.e. weighting coefficient.

For calculation of a production physical volume
index, prices of components of product group
are usually chosen as weights. To calculate
price index, quantities of the respective items
are chosen as weights. There are several meth-
ods of determining the weights:

Information tran-
sfer speed measurements are: baud, = 1 bit/sec,
Kb (kilobaud) = 1024 baud = 128 byte/sec. IBM
company is believed to has made the greatest
contribution to the ‘democratization’ of compu-
ters by introducing its PC, i.e. personal compu-
ter, the production of which started in 1981.

The first computers of our domestic production
are the CER series of the ‘Mihajlo Pupin’ Insti-
tute of Belgrade, dating from the 50-ies of 20
century. The first computer, as anticipateted
nowadays, in SFRY, i.e. in Serbia was IBM 360,
and it was installed at the Federal Statistical
Office in Belgrade in 1960. According to the
Survey on ICT usage in Serbia that was con-
ducted in 2009, 46,8% of households possessed
a PC and 36,7% households had Internet con-
nection. The first EARN node (European Aca-
demic Research Network) for our country, was
established at the Statistical Office of RS in 1987
and it was ‘named’ YUBGSS21. As early an then
EARN was connected to the international net-
work, i.e. the internet presently. Today the only
computers that are not internet connected are
those that the proprietors do not desire to con-
nect. Namely, in some way, by the way of the
internet each computer is connected to any
other.
