Drinking water supply in the Republic of Serbia, 2015
( Preliminary data (
The data represent the preliminary results of the annual survey on drinking water supply from water supply system in 2015. In the tables below, presented are the data on abstracted and distributed water and water losses in water supply network.
Starting from 1999 the Statistical Office of the Republic of Serbia not provide available certain data relative to AP Kosovo and Metohija and therefore these data are not included in coverage for the Republic of Serbia (total).
In 2015, for the purpose of drinking water supply, quantity of abstracted water amounted to 645 million m3, which represents 2.8% more water compared to the same period in 2014. From the total volume of water, 66.8% related to underground and spring water, 24.1% was from watercourses, and 9.1% was the water from lakes and accumulations. The total water distributed to customers amounted to 423 million m3, which is by 2.5% more water than the amount distributed in 2014. Share of water losses of total water abstraction was unchanged in 2015 compared to the referent value in 2014.

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In 2015, 317 million m3 of water was distributed to households, presenting 74.9% of total distributed water. To industrial sector, distributed was 50 million m3 (11.8%), and to other users 56 million m3 (13.2%).

Compared with the previous year, water distributed to households increased by 2.8%, water distributed to industrial sector decreased by 5.5% and water distributed to other users increased by 9.4%.
