 Total consumption of hazardous chemicals in 2015 decreased by 1.5% in comparison with 2014. 
In the section of Manufacturing, the consumption of hazardous chemicals in 2015, amounted 790 267 tons, of which according to divisions, the largest share was observed in the divisions of Manufacture of chemicals and chemical products (90.3%).
Starting from 1999 the Statistical Office of the Republic of Serbia has not at disposal and may not provide available certain data relative to AP Kosovo and Metohia and therefore these data are not included in the coverage for the Republic of Serbia (total).

In 2015, the total consumption of hazardous chemicals  amounted 808 238 tons, whereof, observed by  toxicity classes, there were consumed 51.4% of toxic chemicals (C), 37.5% of very toxic (D), 8.8% of harmful (E), 1.9% of carcinogenic, mutagenic and chemicals toxic for reproduction (A), and 0.4% of chronically toxic chemicals (B). 
In the section of Manufacturing, the largest consumption of hazardous chemicals was observed in the classes of toxic chemicals (C) 52.5%, very toxic chemicals (D) 36.5% and harmful chemicals (E) 9.0%.
