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Estimates of population for the Republic of Serbia, 2015


The Statistical Office of the Republic of Serbia publishes the estimates of the number of population of the Republic of Serbia by age, sex and type of settlement for 2015, on the level of regions areas and towns-municipalities. The estimates were calculated on the basis of 2011 Census of Population, Households and Dwellings and the data on natural and mechanic movements of population (internal migrations).   

 The estimated number of population of the Republic of Serbia is 7095383 inhabitants, of which the share of females equalled 51.3% (3649994) and of males 48.7% (3464399). The trend of depopulation went on, which means that the coefficient of population increase was negative when related to the previous year, i.e. equalled 
-5.1‰. 

In the period between the last two population censuses (2002–2011) the population number was permanently on the decrease and this trend continues to be expressive after 2011 Census.

Despite the decreased total number of inhabitants, Beogradska oblast and Južnobačka oblast noted a slight increase of population in 2015; however, the largest decrease in relation to the previous year was noted in Zaječarska oblast.    

The average age of the total population of the Republic of Serbia is constantly on the increase and in 2015 it equalled 42.7 years (males – 41.3 and females – 44.1). The process of population ageing is the result of the ever decreasing share of young population (aged 0 – 14) in the total population, which in 2015 equalled 14.4%, while the share of population aged over 65 in the total population equalled 18.7%. The share of working age population (aged 15 – 64) equalled 66.9% of the total population.

Observed on the level of areas, in Zaječarska oblast the share of population aged 65 and over was the most expressive (26.1%), and at the same time the share of population aged below 15 was the smallest (11.6%). On the other side, the smallest share of population aged 65 and over was noted in Pčinjska oblast (14.5%); however the largest share of population aged below 15 was found for Raška oblast (18.8%), and then for Pčinjska oblast (17.0%).

The impact of these demographic trends mostly reflects the dependence of elderly population (number of persons aged 65 and over per 100 persons aged 15 – 64), which is the most expressive in Zaječarska oblast (41.8) and in Pirotska oblast (37.0); while the smallest burden for labour force/working age population was noted in Pčinjska oblast (21.2). According to the estimations made for 2015, in the Republic of Serbia the rate of dependence of elderly population equals 28.0.

According to the population estimations by type of settlement, in the Republic of Serbia the share of urban population is prevailing (60.1%). From the demographic viewpoint, the urban population is younger when related to the population of other settlements; the average age of the urban population is lower than the average age of the population in so called other settlements and the difference is 2.4 years.
