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INTERNAL MIGRATIONS IN THE REPUBLIC OF SERBIA

The Statistical Office of the Republic of Serbia communicates the statistical release on persons who have changed their place of permanent residence
 on the territory of the Republic of Serbia during 2015. 

In 2015, the number of 125 015 persons have changed the place of permanent residence, i.e. moved from one to another settlement on the territory of the Republic of Serbia.  
The average age of persons who have changed place of permanent residence is 33.3 years (33.9 for males and 32.8 for females).

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In the Republic of Serbia in 2015 the most persons moved within the cities/municipalities of the same area (38.4%), and the least between settlements on the territory of the same municipality/city (23.9%). From the total of 25 areas in the Republic of Serbia, the largest number of migratory movements was made on the territory of Beogradska oblast, namely 51 548 persons (41.2%) moved to this area and 44 239 persons (35.4%) moved out. Within the four regions of the Republic of Serbia, in 2015 only Beogradski region expressed a positive migration balance (larger number of persons that moved in when related to persons that moved out).

From the total of 169 municipalities/cities of the Republic of Serbia, 35 municipalities/cities expressed a positive migration balance in 2015, while in 134 municipalities/cities the migration balance was negative.   

The municipality of Zvezdara notable for its largest positive migration balance that was noted to be 2 411, followed by the municipality of Novi Sad where the positive migration balance was 2 077, municipality Voždovac, 1 962, municipality Palilula (Grad Beograd), 1 790 etc.
A larger number of persons that moved out in relation to those that moved in was the most expressive for the territory of the municipality Čukarica, where the migration balance was noted to be -1 686, followed by the municipalities of Savski venac (-496), Kraljevo (-407), Užice (-327), Smederevska Palanka (-274), Leskovac (-270), etc.

Regarding economic activity, 51% of migrants are supported persons, 42% are active persons, while the share of persons with personal income equals 7%.
