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The average gross salaries and wages paid in November 2016 amounted to dinars 63 061. The average net salaries and wages (tax and contributions excluded) paid in November 2016 totalled 45 767 dinars. 
Compared to the average gross salaries and wages paid in October 2016, this was an increase of 1.0% in nominal terms and 1.1% increase in real terms, while the average net salaries and wages increased by 1.1% in nominal  terms and by 1.2% in real terms.
Compared with the same month last year, average gross salaries and wages increased by 3.5% in nominal terms and by 2.0% in real terms, while average net salaries and wages increased by 3.6% in nominal terms and by 2.1% in real terms.
