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Prices of dwellings of new construction 
I half of 2017 

Prices of dwellings of new construction in the Republic of Serbia in the first half of 2017, compared to the average prices in the second half of 2016, decreased by 4.0%. 

Considering the change of the EUR exchange rate in the mentioned period, in the first half of 2017, the prices decreased by 4.1% compared to the second half of 2016. Observed in Eur, the expenditures’ structure shows that other expenditures increased by 17.3%, the price of construction land increased by 0.3%, while the price of construction works decreased by 9.9% relative to the second half of 2016.

The highest average price of dwellings of new construction in the first half of 2017 was recorded in the city of Belgrade and amounted to RSD 217 701, presenting the decrease of 4.8% compared to the second half of 2016. Expressed in EUR, prices in Belgrade, in the same period, decreased by 4.9% relative to the second half of 2016. 
Average area of sold dwellings of new construction in the Republic of Serbia in the first half of 2017 was 57 m2.

The EUR exchange rate is determined by average height of official (mean) rate of RSD in the observed period. As an average of the period (semi-annual and annual period) arithmetic mean of official (mean) rates is taken, published by the National Bank of Serbia.
