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PREFACE

The “Statistical Yearbook of Serbia 2013” is the 46t edition after World War Il (the first seven editions
were published in the period 1949-1955 and since 1974 regular annual periodicity has been established). The
Statistical Yearbook includes major information from different areas of social and economic life of the country.
The Statistical Office of the Republic of Serbia publishes detailed results of statistical surveys in its regular
editions and other publications.

The “Statistical Yearbook of Serbia” presents a selection of data from almost all statistical surveys, for the
Republic of Serbia. The territorial distribution according to the Regulation on the Nomenclature of Statistical
Territorial Units (“Official Gazette of the RS”, No 109/09 and 46/10) is applied, wherever possible. The data for
municipalities are published in a separate publication “Municipalities and Regions in the Republic of Serbia”,
which together with the “Statistical Yearbook of Serbia”, represents integral parts for a reference year.

After 1997, complete data for the Autonomous Province of Kosovo and Metohija from the regular statisti-
cal surveys were not available, thus while calculating the total, estimates and other synthetic statistical indica-
tors relating to the whole territory of the Republic of Serbia, relevant data for Central Serbia and the Autono-
mous Province of Vojvodina were prevalently used. However, data that are not liable to changes over time (as
some geographical data, data on natural and cultural patrimony and similar) are also shown for the Autono-
mous Province of Kosovo and Metohija. Detailed related information is available in methodological notes to
certain chapters of the Yearbook.

Besides the data collected and processed by the Statistical Office of the Republic of Serbia, the Year-
book also contains the statistical data from other administrative sources, as well as the data taken over from
other producers of official statistics. In this publication, presented are, for the first time, the results of 2011
Census of Population, Households and Dwellings in the Republic of Serbia, as well as certain data from the
first results of 2012 Census of Agriculture.

BASIC PRINCIPLES OF COMPILING
THE STATISTICAL YEARBOOK OF SERBIA

Presentation basis

Statistical data in the Yearbook are a selection of basic data from
more than 200 statistical surveys that have been carried out during the
year. This variety is meant to meet the need of the wide public for statis-
tical data. Detailed data on all fields subject to statistical surveying are

available in the library, i.e. website of the Office (www.stat.gov.rs).

Methodological explanations

Every chapter contains methodological explanations segmented as
follows: sources and methods  of  data collection,
coverage and data comparabilty and definitions. Detailed
methodologies published in the edition “Methodologies and Standards”
can be accessed on the website of the Office
(http://webrzs.stat.gov.rs/WebSite/Public/PageView.aspx?pKey=288).

Data sources

Data published in the Yearbook reflect the results of regular statis-
tical surveys, censuses and surveys from the Statistical Survey Program
brought by the National Assembly. Besides data collected by the Statis-
tical Office, the Yearbook contains also the results of other producers of
official statistics: National Bank of Serbia, Ministry of Finance, Republic
Hydro-Meteorological Service, Republic Seismological Office of Serbia,
Republic Geodetic Authority, Ministry of Justice and Government Ad-
ministration, Ministry of the Interior, National Employment Service, Re-
public Pension and Disability Fund, Geographical Institute in Belgrade,
Military Geographical Institute, Institute for Nature Conservation of Ser-

bia, etc.

Coverage and comparability

In methodological explanations mention is made whether surveys
are carried out on full coverage or are sample-based.

Data are comparable in most of tables. However some series are
not fully comparable with data published previously for reason of
changes in classifications, nomenclatures and methodologies compara-
bility is provided in almost all tables.

Need to be mentioned that since 1st January 2011 the Classifica-
tion of Activities (“Official Gazette of the RS”, No 104/09) has undergone
changes. The current classification has been harmonized with interna-
tional standards and the services being described in more details makes
it different from the previous one.

Since 1999, the Statistical Office of the Republic of Serbia doesn’t
dispose of certain data for AP Kosovo and Metohia, so they are not
contained in the data coverage for the Republic of Serbia (total).

Data presentation technique

The first number in table title refers to the chapter, the second (af-
ter the dot) is the ordinal number of the table within the chapter. dot

The totals are not always equal to the sum of individual data due
to the rounding of numbers.

GEOGRAPHICAL REVIEW AND CLIMATE

TOPOGRAPHY

Sources and methods of data collection

Data on the total land area of the Republic of Serbia and munici-
palities have been obtained from the Republic Geodetic Authority.

Data on lakes, navigable rivers and canals were obtained from
the Geographical Faculty of the University of Belgrade.

Data on the geographic coordinates (defined in sections 1:100
000), as well as information on mountain peaks are given on the basis
of the documentation of the Military-Geographical Institute.

Data on established state borders have been taken over from the
border documentation available in the Borders Service of the Ministry of
Foreign Affairs of the Republic of Serbia.

Data on hearthquakes are obtained from Seismological Survey of
the Republic of Serbia.

Coverage

The land area (88 502 km2) data relates to the territory of the Re-
public of Serbia and should be considered as provisional. The prepara-
tion of the digital cadastre plan for the territory of the Republic of Serbia
is underway, thus it is still not possible to take over final data on certain
municipalities” land area. The border length data should be used provi-
sionally because borders towards former Yugoslav Republics were only
administrative, i.e. not marked or mathematically defined.

CLIMATE

Sources of data

Main meteorological data were taken over from the Republic Hy-
drometeorological Service of Serbia. Monitoring, recording and collec-
tion of these data are carried out through Republic Hydro-
meteorological Service stations according to the Rulebook on Establish-
ing the Activities of the Networks and Activity Program of Meteorological
and Hydrological Stations.

Definitions

Atmospheric pressure is expressed in hPa and reduced to 0 °C.
Relative humidity is expressed in percents (%). Temperature data relate
to monthly averages obtained through daily recordings at 7.00 a.m.,
2.00 p.m. and 9.00 p.m. local time, according to the formula:

The annual average is based on the same method. The precipita-
tion data relate to monthly and annual amounts of precipitation meas-
ured in mm in a selected station. The number of rainfalls and snowfalls
days shows the days with both occurrences of at least 0,1 mm. The
cloudiness data are the result of measurement by the scale 0-10, where
0 indicates a completely clear and 10 a completely overcast condition.

Wind velocity data are the result of measurement by the Beaufort
scale ranging from 0-12, where 0 indicates calm and 12 hurricane
winds.

Moderate earthquake - Felt by all awaken persons-even on open field during the work; hung
objects swing, windows jingle, doors rattle.

Strong earthquake - All population feels strong earthquake, furniture shakes, smaller bells
ring.

Very strong earthquake - All sleeping persons wake up, frightened persons run out of
apartments, bells ring, hung objects swing, cracks on weaker houses appear.

Powerful earthquake - General fear, church bells ring, cracks on some buildings appear,
badly constructed chimneys demolish, window - panes brake.

Damaging earthquake - Most of chimneys demolish, bigger damages appear, some parts
break off. In mountain areas, rocky masses from higher parts break off.

- Destructive earthquake - Destroys most of stone-made houses, bridges become much

damaged or completely destroyed, water and gas pipes break, cracks appear on high
chimneys. Cracks also appear in soft ground.

POPULATION

Population censuses are the main source of statistical data on the
total number, territorial distribution and major characteristics of
individuals and households in the Republic of Serbia.

Censuses have a very long tradition on our spaces, with origins in
far 1834 when the first census was carried out on the then-territory of
Serbia, in the modern meaning of the term.

After World War 11, eight censuses were carried out in the Repub-
lic of Serbia in: 1948, 1953, 1961, 1971, 1981, 1991, 2002 and 2011.

The number of population is estimated in the intercensal period
for every year, including the census year. Thus, in 2012 the population
of the Republic of Serbia is estimated to 7199077. The rate of
population growth in relation to the previous year is negative and
amounts to -4.9 per 1.000 inhabitants.

According to vital statistics in 2012 the rate of natural increase
was -4.9%o, that of live births 9.3%o and of mortality 14.2%.

Since 1999, the Statistical Office of the Republic of Serbia does
not dispose of certain data for AP Kosovo and Metohia, therefore they
are not contained in the data coverage for the Republic of Serbia (total).

Also, all relevant indicators on population, as well as population
estimates are calculated on the basis of data shown in that way.

In the period from 2002 to 2012, the number of population
decreased by near 300 954, the average annual growth rate was —4.0
per 1.000 inhabitants. In the same period, the proportion of the
population aged under 15 and over 65 in the total population ranged as
follows: the percentage of young people (0-14) fell from 16.1% in 2002
to 14.4% in 2012, while the population aged 65 and over increased from
16.6% (2002) to 17.5% (2012). The working of the population aged 15-
64 slightly increased, from 67.3% (2002) to 68.2% (2012).

The average age of the population in the Republic of Serbia
increased from 40.2 years (2002) to 42.2% (2011).

The average life expectancy of male and female population in the
Republic of Serbia has extended over the last ten years by near 2 years
(from 69.7 years to 72.2 years for males and from 75.0 to 77.3 years for
women).

In the same period (2002-2012), birth rate decreased from 10.4%.
t0 9.3%o. The share of women in the fertile period in the total population
decreased from 24.1% to 22.5%.

Mortality rate rose from 13.7 to 14.2 deaths per 1.000 inhabitants.
The leading causes of death are still circulatory diseases and neoplasm
both at men and women.

Infant mortality was significantly reduced from 10.1 to 6.2 infant
deaths per 1.000 live births.

Total fertility rate is below the threshold of simple reproduction,
and for the last ten years it has decreased from 1.6 to 1.45 children per
woman (1.4, since 2005).

Depopulation tendencies of the population with negative growth
and negative natural increase were recorded in Vojvodina at the
beginning of the 1980s, and in Central Serbia in the early 1990s.

The ongoing depopulation is the main feature of the projected
movement of population in the Republic of Serbia Serbia 2002-2032.
Namely, according to each of the five projection variants, the population
of the Republic of Serbia in 2032 would be lower than in 2002, and the
Republic of Serbia would be a typical region with negative natural
increase. Population would get older demographically so that in thirty
years the proportion of persons older than 65 would increase from 17%
to 22%. At the end of the projection period almost every fourth resident
would be older than 65 years, and the rate of demographic dependency
of older people during the projection period would increase from 25% to
33%.

Statistics of marriages in 2012 recorded a decrease in the
number of concluded marriages by 3.3%, when compared to 2011, i.e.
from 35 805 in 2011 to 34639 marriages registered in 2012. The
average age at first marriage is the same as in the previous year and is
30 years of age for women and 33 for men.

The number of divorces saw a decrease in 2012, from 8251 in
2011 to 7372 divorced marriages. The average age at divorce for
women was 39 years and for men 43 years. The average duration of
marriage in 2012 was 12.9 years, being longer when compared with
2011 (12.7 years).

In the Republic of Serbia the number of concluded marriages saw
a slight decline from 2002 to 2011. In 2012, five marriages were
concluded per 1.000 inhabitants, which is less than the number of
marriages in 2002 when six marriages were concluded per 1.000
inhabitants. The number of divorces per 1.000 inhabitants in 2012 was
unchanged in relation to 2002 and it was 1 dissolved marriage per 1000
inhabitants.

Sources and methods of data collection

In the Republic of Serbia, traditional census by interview “door-to-
door” method is conducted, during which time trained enumerators col-
lect information by means of paper questionnaires.

The Census in 2011 was conducted from 1 to 15 October 2011.
Data were entered in questionnaires as of 30 September 2011 at 24h00
(critical moment of the census). Due to large interest, citizens, who were
not enumerated for whatever reason during the mentioned period, were
allowed to be from 15 to 18 October, i.e. 20 October in larger towns.

Selected categories of population, being away from their place of
permanent residence during the Census, were enumerated during so-
called pre-enumeration (before 1 October) in order to secure full cover-
age and obtain data on their characteristics of the highest possible qual-
ity.

Data on births, deaths and marriages are collected and
submitted by registrars, and data on divorces by courts of justice.

Coverage

The Census of Population, Households and Dwellings 1991 was
not completely carried out in the municipalities of Bujanovac and
Presevo within the Central Serbia, neither on the territory of Kosovo and
Metohija, due to the boycott of the majority of Albanian.

The Census of Population, Households and Dwellings 2002 was
carried out on the territories of Central Serbia and autonomous province
of Vojvodina, but not in the area of AP Kosovo and Metohia due to lack
of conditions to this end.

The 2011 Census was not conducted on the territory of the AP
Kosovo and Metohija. In the municipalities of PreSevo and Bujanovac
there was undercoveraged of the census units owing to the boycott by
most of the members of the Albanian ethnic community.

In the Republic of Serbia, starting with the 1953 Census, the data
quality control has been carried out through a post enumeration survey.
According to the results of evaluation of coverage error, in all censuses
up to 2002 Census, the number of under-covered persons is less than
2%, while the number of persons is over-covered for 1.5% in the 2011
Census.

According to the results of data control of vital statistics carried
out by sampling method at the end of 1955, and over 1967-1970, almost
full coverage of all vital events has been achieved.

Birth statistics includes live births and stillbirths. Mortality
statistics includes all death occurrences.

Marriage statistics includes all legal marriages, i.e. marriages re-
corded into the marriages register. Divorce statistics includes marriages
dissolved by court order of a competent court.

According to the regulations on keeping registers, all births,
deaths and marriages are required to be recorded in registers of the
territory on which they have occurred, whether the respective persons
reside or not on that territory. The data are reclassified in the course of
processing, so the results are shown by the permanent residence place
the newborn’s mother, deceased person, bridegroom and in the case of
dissolved marriages, according to the last joint residence place.

Definitions

Definitions used in the Census:

Population. When using census results, one need to know that
definitions of resident, i.e. total population, which were used in censuses
after World War Il are not fully comparable. Namely, ending with Cen-
sus 1991, the resident population covered not only the population in the
country, but also that on temporary work abroad and family members
living with them.

In the Census 2002 the total population of the Republic of Serbia
included our citizens who worked, i.e. stayed abroad less than a year,
as well as foreigners who worked or stayed in our country one year or
more.

According to international recommendations, in the Census 2011,
the concept “usually resident population” was applied to establish the to-
tal number of population of an area. According to this concept, a resi-
dent of a place is a person who is spending alone (in the case of single
households) or with the members of her/his household the major part of
her/his time, i.e. daily/night rest, regardless where is her/his registered
place of residence. Therefore, the total population of a selected place
includes persons who lived in it continuously for at least a year before
the critical moment of the census, as well as those who lived in it less
than 12 months, but who intended to stay for at least a year.

Persons who were temporarily (briefly) absent at the critical mo-
ment of the census from the place of usual residence for vacation, busi-
ness trip, health, etc. are included in the total resident population of the
place.

Persons who fled the territories of the former republics of the
SFRY and internally displaced persons from AP Kosovo and Metohija
are included in the total population, according to the same rules.

Household is every family or other people community of persons
who live together and share their living expenses (habitation, food efc).

Household is also any person who lives alone and is not member
of another household, whether living in a separate or sharing a housing
unit, in a single-person accommodation or as a tenant (i.e. single
household).

Age. Data on a person’s age are shown in completed years of
age, meaning for example that the age interval 20-24 comprises per-
sons who have turned 20, 21, 22, 23 and 24 old, including those who
are over 24, but have not turned 25.

Ethnicity, religion and mother tongue. Data on ethno-cultural
characteristics of population have been collected on the basis of free
and open declaration of persons about their national affiliation, religion
and mother tongue. Data for children under 15 years of age have been
given by parents, adoptive parents, i.e. guardians. The answer as to the
religion is the result of individual’'s conviction based on her/his compre-
hension of religion, thus what mattered was the identification with the re-
ligion, but not the membership of a religion. Mother tongue is the lan-
guage first spoken in early childhood, i.e. if several languages were
spoken in the household, it is the language that the person considered
to be her/his mother tongue.

Highest educational level. Highest educational attainment is the
school which a person completed, attaining this way her/his highest
educational level. Data on completed school relate exclusively to educa-
tion attained in the official educational system, so that education at-
tained in the scope of non standard programs, i.e. informal education
(various types of courses organized by workers’ universities, people’s
universities, etc.) is not counted. Persons who earned master and doc-
toral degree are shown in the group tertiary education.

Data on the highest educational level are shown only for the
population aged 15 or over.

Literacy. Data on population literacy in post-war censuses are
presented only for the population aged 10 or over. Literate persons
comprise pupils of primary schools and upper primary schools, persons
not attending school but having more than three grades of primary
school, as well as persons without school but with 1-3 grades of primary
school who claim being able to read and write a text related to everyday
life, irrespective of the language and alphabet.

Computer literacy. Data on computer literacy are presented only
for the population age 15 and over. Computer literate persons are per-
sons who know how to perform four basic computer activities, being:
text processing, tabulation, sending and receiving e-mails, and web
browsing. Persons with partial computer skills are persons who know
how to perform one, two or three computer activities, but not all the four
above. Persons without computer skills are presented in the category
Computer illiterate persons.

Legal marital status. Data on the legal marital status refer to the
formal, legal marital status of persons. Answers to this question were
provided by all the respondents, including those who live in consensual
unions. Data on the legal marital status are presented for persons aged
15 and over.

Disability. Data on the population disability status are presented
for three categories: persons with disability, persons without disability
and persons with unknown disability status. The contingent of persons
with disability includes persons who indicated having a lot of difficulties
or are totally disabled to perform everyday activities due to at least one
of the mentioned problems (seeing, hearing, walking, remember-
ing/concentrating, self-care, communication). Persons without disability
are persons who declared having no difficulties or minimal difficulties as
to the mentioned problems. Persons who refused to answer the ques-
tion on the functionality and social integration or for whom the enumera-
tor did not tick any of the proposed answers are included in the contin-
gent of persons with unknown disability status.

Answers for children aged under 15 and persons who were not
able to provide one were given by the parents, guardians or other adult
household member.

Economic activity. In the Census 2011 (and the Census 2002),
the concept of current activity was used. Based on the economic
activity, the total population was classified into economically active and
economically inactive persons.

Economically active population (labour force®) comprises
persons who perform an occupation and the unemployed.

The contingent of persons who perform an occupation comprises
persons aged 15 and over who performed in the week before the
census a job that was paid or would be paid (in cash or in kind), whether
the person had a formal and legal employment contract, oral agreement
with the employer or performed independently a job, as well as persons
who had a job, but were for objective reasons not able to perform it in
the reference week because of illness, holiday or vacation, strike or
lock-out, etc.

Unemployed persons comprise persons aged 15 and over who
did not work in the reference week, but were actively seeking
employment and were willing to start working if a job would be offered to
them within two weeks in relation to the ,critical moment of the census".

Economically inactive population comprises persons who, in the
week before the census, did not seek employment nor had the
opportunity to start working within two weeks if a job would be offered.

The category of pensioners comprises economically inactive
persons who acquired pension rights, whether it is an old-age, disability,
survivors' or farmers' pension.

The category of children and pupils/students comprises
aggregate data for persons aged under the official minimal limit for the
economic activity, as well as persons aged 15 and over who attend full-
time or part-time school and who are not economically active nor
recipients of a survivors' pension.

The category of homemakers (persons engaged only in
household duties in their own home) comprises persons who are most
of their time engaged in household duties in their own home.

The category Other comprises persons who cannot be classified
in any of the above categories of economically inactive population (e.g.
children aged over 14 not attending school and not seeking work,
persons incapable of work, etc.), as well as inactive persons who
receive income from property such as rents, royalties, etc.

A live born is a child who showed any sign of life after birth (such
as: breathing and/or heart beating) even during the briefest time,
regardless of mother's pregnancy duration.

A stillborn is a child born or removed from mother's body showing
no sign of life, provided that pregnancy lasted at least 28 weeks.

Birth medical attendance means that birth was assisted by a
physician or a graduated midwife.

All previously live born children (legitimate and illegitimate), are
taken into consideration when determining the birth order of live born.

Causes of death. Data on causes of death are obtained from
death certificates. The causes of death have been classified according
to the International Classification of Diseases, Injuries and Causes of
Death, X revision, 1997 edition.

Index of population ageing by sex is a significant indicator the
value of which points out the demographic process of population
ageing: index of ageing under 20 index points shows that population is
extremely young, and that over 40 index points indicates that population
is old. It is estimated on the basis of the ratio between the number of
inhabitants by sex aged 60 and over and the appropriate number of
inhabitants aged from 0 to 19.

Results of the Census 2011

After World War II, eight censuses were carried out on the terri-
tory of Republic of Serbia, each growing more complex than the previ-
ous ones. In addition to the main data on the number of population
(from the level of the smallest special unit, via the unit of settlements
and municipalities to the State level), censuses secured data on age,
gender, education, economic and other structures of the population, on
the size and family composition of households, etc. Therefore, censuses
depict population in figures without which there is no efficient planning,
economic development, social policy, administrative activities nor scien-
tific research in the Republic of Serbia.

Census data from 1948 to 1981 refer to the whole territory of the
Republic of Serbia, while censuses 1991. 2002 and 2011 do not contain
data for AP Kosovo and Metohija.

The results of the Census 2011 show that the average population
density in the Republic of Serbia is 92.6 inhabitants per 1 km2. The
population density of 513 inhabitants/km? in the Beogradski region is
five times higher than that in other regions of the Republic of Serbia. On
the other hand, the Region Juzne i Istocne Srbije with 60 inhabi-
tants/km? is the smaller population density.

In the period between two last censuses (2002-2011), there was
a decrease in the total number of population of the Republic of Serbia of
4.15% (-311139 persons), which is primarily the result of a negative
natural increase and emigration of our citizens abroad.

The population of Serbia is getting older. The average age in
Serbia, as shown in Census 2011, is 42.2 years, thus ranking Serbia
among countries with deep demographic age both in Europe and the
rest of the world. The main feature of the age-gender structure of the
population in the Republic of Serbia is that men prevail in the youth, i.e.
women in the middle-aged and aged population.The Region Juzne i Is-
tocne Srbije is the “oldest” region where 27% of inhabitants are over 60.

Ethnically, the Republic of Serbia is a multinational community. In
addition to Serbs (83.3%), the most numerous are Hungarians (mostly
in the Region Vojvodine), then Roma people (the Region Juzne i Is-
tocne Srbije and Region Vojvodine) and the Bosniaks (mainly in the Re-
gion Sumadije i Zapadne Srbije). More than six million inhabitants of the
Republic of Serbia are Orthodox (84.6% of the total population). The
second most numerous group are the Catholics, with 350 thousands
(5%), while the third most numerous group is Islamic religion, with more
than 220 thousands members (3%). Almost 90% (88.1%) of the popula-
tion of the Republic of Serbia considers the Serbian language as their
mother tongue, the second language is Hungarian (3.4%), then Bosnian
(1.9%) and the Roma language (1.4%).

Literacy and educational level are the main characteristics to be
taken into consideration in the analysis of the population educational
structure. Census 2011 results indicate that 1.96% of the population in
the Republic of Serbia are illiterate (aged 10 and over). llliteracy is most
common in women (82.1%) and in the age group 65 and over (70.5%).

Of the total number of population of the Republic of Serbia aged
over 15, 48.9% have completed secondary school, while one over six
inhabitants has attained tertiary education. Among persons who have
completed secondary school men are more numerous, but among per-
sons who have attained tertiary education for the frst time women pre-
vail over men. If the common share of persons with secondary, high and
higher education is taken as the indicator of educational level, one can
notice that the major part (28,5%) live in the Beogradski region, and the
smallest in the Region Juzne i Istocne Srhije (19,3%).

In the Republic of Serbia, 34.2% of persons aged 15 and over are
computer literate, while 14.8% are partially literate, meaning that they
know how to perform one of the basic computer activity (text process-
ing, tabulation, sending/receiving e-mails and web browsing), but not all
four activities. Observed by sex, among computer literate persons the
share of men and women is almost equal (50.4% of men and 49.6% of
women), while among computer illiterate persons the share of women is
higher than that of men (54% and 46% respectively).

Observed by marital status, slightly more than a half of persons
aged 15 and more are married (55%). About 28% of persons have
never been married, one over ten persons is widowed, while one over
twenty citizens of the Republic of Serbia aged 15 and over is divorced.

In the Republic of Serbia, persons with disability make 8% of the
total population. The average age of those persons is about 67 years,
thus 71% of them fall into the age group 65 and over. Observed by sex,
the share of women with disability is higher (58.2%) than that of men
(41.8%). The largest share of persons with disability is in the Region
Juzne i Istocne Srbije (9.4%), and the smallest in the Beogradski region
(5.9%).

Less than a half of the population of the Republic of Serbia is
economically active (41.3%), whereby the share of economically active
men (57.2%) prevails over that of economically active female (42.8%).

The share of persons who perform an occupation in the total
population aged 15 and over , i.e. the employment rate is 37.4%, and
being higher in men (44.9%) than in women (30.5%). The highest rate
was recorded in the Beogradski region (41.6%), and the lowest in the
Region Juzne i Istocne Srbije (34.0%).

In the Republic of Serbia, the unemployment rate, i.e. the share
of unemployed persons in the total economically active population is
22.4%. The unemployment rate in women (23.6%) is somewhat higher
than in men (21.6%).
