Data relate to the Republic of Serbia and its
regions in accordance with the Regulation on the
Nomenclature of Statistical Territorial Units. Starting
from 1999 the Statistical Office of the Republic of
Serbia has not at disposal and may not provide
available certain data relative to AP Kosovo and
Metohija and therefore these data are not included in
the coverage for the Republic of Serbia (total).

Since January 2001, the Classification of
Activities (CA) has been applied in accordance with
the Regulation on the Classification of Activities.

ECONOMIC TRENDS IN THE REPUBLIC OF SERBIA

In the third 2012, the GDP fall in real terms equalled 2.5% in comparison to the same period 2011. Seasonally adjusted
data series of quarterly GDP calculations at constant prices indicate fall of economic activity of 0.8% in the third quarter 2012
when related to the previous quarter.

Gross domestic product, chain—linked volume measures

Seasonally adjusted GDP, previous quarter =100 99.2

In November 2012, the physical volume of industrial production expressed fall of 3.4% in relation to November

2011. The largest fall, i.e. 14.2% was recorded for the section of electricity, gas, steam and air conditioning supply, while for
the section of manufacturing the fall equalled 0.6%. The growth was noted only for the section of mining and equalled 0.8%.
The fall of industrial production was followed by the real fall of retail trade turnover. In November 2012, compared to the
same period 2011, that fall equalled 10.6%.

Average net salaries and wages in November 2012 amounted to RSD 42395 and expressed fall of 1.3% in real terms
when compared to the same period 2011. The real fall of average salaries and wages was accompanied by the decrease of
the total number of persons employed. In November 2012, the total number of persons employed decreased by 0.8% in
comparison to November 2011.

The annual inflation rate in November 2012, measured by the Consumer Price Index by COICOP, equalled 11.9%.

QUARTERLY GDP

In the 3" quarter of 2012, gross domestic product
(GDP) decreased by 2.5% in comparison to the
corresponding period of the previous year.

Observed by activities, in the third quarter of 2012,
the most significant growth in the gross value added
(GVA) was noted as follows: the section of financial and
insurance activities — 5.6%, the section of information and
communication — 3.7%, the section of transport — 1.3%,
and the section of trade — 1.2%. The most significant fall
in the GVA was recorded in the section of construction —
9.9% and the section of electricity, gas and steam supply
- 4.3%.

Quarterly seasonally adjusted value of GDP in the
third quarter of 2012 decreased by 0.8%, as compared to
the previous quarter (Table Quarterly indices).

Indices of producer prices of industrial products in
domestic market

In November 2012, producer prices of industrial
products in domestic market expressed fall. The highest
growth was observed for the following divisions:
manufacture of basic pharmatecutical products and
pharmaceutical preparations, manufacture of leather and
related products and manufacture of food products, while
the fall was noted for the divisions: manufacture of
chemicals and chemical products, extraction of crude
petroleum and natural gas, and manufacture of coke and
refined petroleum products.

Indices of producer prices of agricultural and fishing
products

In November 2012, the producer price index of
agricultural and fishing products in the Republic of Serbia
expressed fall. The index movement was mostly
influenced by the price decrease for sunflower, soya,
sugar beet, fattened pigs up to 110 kg weight and maize.

Consumer price indices by COICOP

In November 2012 consumer price indices by
COICOP on average remained unchanged in relation to
October 2012.

Observed at the level of groups of products and
services, the highest growth was noted for the groups
communications; clothing and footwear; furnishings,
household equipment  and routine household
maintenance; restaurnats and hotels; housing, water,
electricity, gas and other fuels; and education. Prices
decreased for transport; and food and non-alcoholic
beverages.

Indices of catering trade services

In November 2012 in relation to October 2012, the
prices of catering trade services were noted to increase
on the overall level. The highest growth was noted for
food and alcoholic beverages; while moderate price
growth was noted for non-alcoholic beverages and for
overnight accommodation.

According to the preliminary results, in the Republic
of Serbia the total number of employed with legal entities
in November 2012 was not significantly changed in
relation to the previous month, while in relation to
November 2011 it increased by 0.5%.

Average salaries and wages in the Republic of
Serbia paid in November 2012 amounted to RSD 58914.
In relation to the average salaries and wages paid in
October 2012 they increased by 2.0% in nominal terms,
and by 2.0% in real terms, while in relation to the average
salaries and wages paid in November 2011 they
increased by 10.7% in nominal terms, and decreased by
1.1% in real terms.

In the Republic of Serbia, average net (taxes and
constributions deducted) salaries and wages paid in
November 2012 amounted to RSD 42395.

The value of works that contractors from the Republic of
Serbia carried out in the period January-September 2012
increased by 3.0% in relation to the same period 2011.
Observed by type of constructions, the value of works done
on buildings increased by 11.6%, and on other constructions
the value decreased by 1.4%.

In the period January-September 2012, the value of new
contracts with contractors from the Republic of Serbia
decreased by 25.0% when compared to the same period
2011.

The total number of building permits issued from
January to November 2012 increased by 2.3% in relation to
the same period of the previous year. Observed by type of
constructions, the number of permits issued for buildings
increased by 2.6%, while the number of permits issued for
other constructions increased by 1.4%.

In the period from January to November 2012 compared
to the same period 2011, the number of dwellings decreased
by 8.2% according to the issued building permits, and the
utilised area of dwellings, by issued permits, decreased by

EXTERNAL TRADE

The total external trade of goods in the Republic of
Serbia for the period January — November 2012
amounted to:

- USD 27552.6 million, which presents a fall of
4.5% in relation to the same period 2011.

Exports of goods amounted to USD 10364.8 million,
which is a decrease by 4.4% in relation to the same
period 2011, and imports amounted to USD 17187.8
million, which makes a decrease by 4.6% in relation to the
same period 2011.

Deficit amounted to USD 6823.1 million, which was a
decrease by 4.7% if compared to the same period 2011.

Exports — imports ratio equaled 60.3% and is higher
than that in the same period 2011, when it equaled
60.2%.

The following facts are notable for the external trade
in goods of the Republic of Serbia in November 2012:

The total external trade turnover amounted to USD
2700.2 million and it decreased by 4.5% in relation to
November 2011.

In November 2012 exports of goods amounted to
USD 1072.4 million, which is a 6.7% growth relative to
November 2011. Imports amounted to USD 1627.8
million, which is a 10.6% fall in relation to November
2011.

Deficit amounted to USD 555.4 million, which is a
decrease by 32.0% in relation to the same period
November 2011.

Exports — imports ratio equaled 65.9% and is higher
than that in the same period 2011, when it equaled
55.2%.

Observed from seasonally adjusted point of view:

- Exports increased in relation to October 2012 by
2.3%, in relation to November 2011 it increased
by 7.5%, and in relation to the 2011 average it
increased by 3.1%.

- Imports decreased in relation to October 2012 by
2.8%, in relation to November 2011 it decreased
by 9.3% and in relation to the 2011 average it
decreased by 7.6%.

Observed form the regional viewpoint, in November
2012 the largest share in the RS exports was noted for
Region Vojvodine (34.3%); followed by Region Sumadije i
Zapadne Srbije (31.5%), Beogradski region (20.7%),
Region JuZne i Isto¢ne Srbije (10.7%), and about 2.8% of
exports remained unclassified by territories.

The largest share in imports was noted for
Beogradski region (41.6%); followed by Region Vojvodine
(30.5%), Region Sumadije i Zapadne Srbije (16.9%),
Region Juzne i Isto¢ne Srbije (6.5%), and 4.6% of imports
remained unclassified by territories. The data for Region
Kosovo and Metohia are not available.

In November 2012, the major external trade partners
in exports were lItaly, USD 159.1 million (growth of
48.2%), Germany, USD 127.1 million (growth of 10.0%),
Russian Federation, USD 91.9 million (growth of 21.6%),
Romania USD 89.4 million (growth of 27.9%) and Bosinia
and Herzegovina, USD 88.9 million (fall of 8.7%). The
major trade partners in imports were Russian Federation,
USD 170.6 million (fall of 43.2%) Italy, USD 166.9 million
(fall of 2.0%), Germany, USD 165.7 million (fall of 10.1%),

177.5 million (share of 10.9%), manufacture of motor
vehicles and trailers, USD 150.4 million (share of 9.2%),
extraction of crude petroleum and natural gas, USD 139.5
million (share of 8.6%), manufacture of basic metals, USD
103.8 million (share of 6.4%), and manufacture of
machinery and equipment n.e.c., USD 94.4 million (share
of 5.8 0/o).

DOMESTIC TRADE

Retail trade

In November 2012 related to November 2011, the
total retail trade turnover in goods realised by enterprises
in the Republic of Serbia that are active in this activity
increased by 0.7% at current prices, and decreased by
10.6% at constant prices. Observed by branches of trade
activities, the following data are notable at current prices:

e in non-specialized shops — decrease by 3%

e infood, beverages and tobacco specialised
shops — decrease by 3.3%

e for motor fuels — increase by 0.1%.

Sales and purchase of agricultural, forestry and
fishing products

In the Republic of Serbia, in November 2012 related
to November 2011, the total value of sales and purchase
of agricultural, forestry and fishing products decreased by
33.7% at current prices, i.e. decreased by 50.9% at
constant prices. The indices of certain groups of products,
expressed at current prices, increased as follows:

e livestock, by 15.6%

o fodder crops, by 12.2%

e milk an dairy products, by 7.6%,

and decreased for:
e industrial crops, by 54.4%
e cereals, by 42.7%
o fruit and grapes, by 16.8%.

SERVICES (CATERING TRADE AND TOURISM,
TRANSPORT, STORAGE AND COMMUNICATIONS)

In November 2012, in accommodation
establishments in the Republic of Serbia, 121001 tourist
arrivals were registered, which is decrease of 1.1%
compared to the same period in 2011. The number of
foreign tourists arrivals in relation to November previous
year, increased by 8.3%, while the number of domestic
tourists arrivals decreased by 4.1%.

In November 2012, 354942 tourist overnight stays
were recorded, of which 66.8% were domestic and 33.2%
foreign tourists.

The number of overnight stays compared to
November 2011 decreased by 1.0%. In relation to the
same period of the previous year, in November 2012,
there was 7.9% increase of foreign tourists overnight
stays, while the number of domestic tourists overnight
stays decreased by 4.9%.

Regarding the structure of foreign tourist overnight
stays, in October 2012, tourists from Italy made up the
largest share (11.2%), followed by tourists from Bosnia
and Herzegovina (7.6%), Slovenia (6.8%) and Montenegro
(6.7%).

AGRICULTURE AND FORESTRY

Livestock slaughter in abattoirs

In abattoirs registered in the territory of the Republic
of Serbia, when November 2012 is compared to the
previous month, the number of slaughtered pigs
increased by 3.6%, sheep — by 4.2%, and poultry — by
13.4%, while the number of slaughtered cattle decreased
by 7.5%. The total net weight of pigs increased by 1.4%,
sheep — by 10.1%, and poultry — by 9.6%, while the total
net weight of cattle decreased by 8.6%.

According to the same data, in relation to November
2011, the number of pigs slaughtered increased by 6.1%,
and poultry — by 1.0%, while the decrease was noted for
slaughtered cattle — by 5.5%, and sheep — by 7.9%.
Observed for the same period, the total net weight of
cattle decreased by 11.1%, pigs — by 1.5%, sheep — by
5.0% and poultry — by 1.0%.

Fattened livestock delivered

In the third quarter 2012, related to the second
quarter 2012, enterprises and agricultural cooperatives in
the RS delivered an increased number of fattened
livestock for slaughter regarding cattle — by 29,3% and
pigs — by 4,8%, while delivered sheep decreased by
53,5% and poultry decreased by 11,2%. The total gross
weight of delivered livestock, by species, increased for
cattle — by 21,7%, while the total gross weight of pigs
decreased by 9,4%, sheep — by 47,4% and of poultry —
by 10,7%.

In the third quarter 2012, in relation to the third
quarter 2011, the delivery of fattened livestock for
slaughter increased for cattle by 3,4%, and pigs — by
2,3%, while less sheep was delivered by 16.8%, and
poultry — by 1,6%. The total gross weight of delivered
livestock, by species, decreased for cattle by 2,6%, pigs
— by 7,4% and sheep — by 16,3%, while the total gross
weight of poultry increased by 2.2%.

FUNDS

The National Bank of Serbia is responsible for
Monetary Statistics data collection and processing. The
Monetary Statistics comprises balance sheets of the
National Bank of Serbia and other depository institutions
and consolidated balance sheet of the total banking
section. Basic functions of the National Bank of Serbia are
establishing and conduction of monetary policy, managing
the policy of RSD exchange rates, keeping of foreign
currencies reserves and managing them, issuing of
banknotes and coins and taking care about balance of
payments and financial system’s functioning. According to
established goals of the economic policy and key
macroeconomical indicators, the National Bank of Serbia
establishes independently monetary and credit projections
and makes measures of monetary and credit policy that
will be undertaken for realization of the established goals.

Besides monetary policy,the National Bank of Serbia
also conducts the Balance of Payments Statistics for
which making it makes use of data from the Statistical
Office of the Republic of Serbia.

Basic monetary aggregates are: money supply, cash
circulation, deposits, reserve money, RSD and foreign
currency deposits and credits. State of monetary
aggregates is presented at the end of month, in millions of
RSD.

GROSS DOMESTIC PRODUCT

Gross domestic product (GDP) measured
from production side is the total of gross value added
(GVA) of all economic activities minus financial
intermediation services indirectly measured (FISIM)
plus net taxes on products. The GVA calculation is
carried out for the level of divisions and sections of
the Classification of Activities (2010).

The fixed based method of constant price
estimation is based on the choice of one year, which
relative prices represent weights for the aggregation
of the physical volume measures of GDP elements in
all years. The calculation of GDP at previous year
prices means that previous year is taken as a base
year. In that way, the structural changes in relative
prices that occurred between two consecutive years
in an economy are taken into account. The weights
are defined as the share of GVA of each division of
the Classification of Activities in GDP.

Time series calculated at previous year prices
could not be used for real growth rate calculations
since data are not comparable (each year is valued
at previous year prices). To obtain comparable time
series, applied is method of chain-linking, where
indicators in the form of indices are chain-linked and
settled to the selected reference year. The choice of
the reference year does not affect the growth rate
changes, as they always remain the same,
regardless of which year is chosen as reference.

Quarterly calculations at current and constant
prices were performed as disaggregation of available
annual to quarterly data and extrapolation of the
current year quarterly values, using appropriate
indicators. According to the Eurostat
recommendations, for reconciliation of quarterly and
annual calculations software ECOTRIM, version 1.01
is used.

Seasonal adjustment is a process of time series
decomposition, which removes seasonal effects on
time series behavior. According to the Eurostat
recommendations, in the national accounts software
DEMETRA, procedure TRAMO/SEATS, direct
method are used.

Data for the first three quarters of the current
year may be revised until the data for the fourth
quarter are published. The data on the calculation of
the quarterly gross domestic product are published
within 90 days after the end of the referential quarter.

Methodological backgrounds of all calculations
are harmonised according to the internationally
accepted standards, presented in the IMF and
EUROSTAT manuals and in the System of National
Accounts 1993 (SNA93) and the European System
of Accounts 1995 (ESA95).

PRICES

Price statistics collects on a monthly basis the
prices of the most important products and services
by turnover aspects, from the selected producers and
trade organizations and agricultural holdings. On the
basis of collected data and respective weights, the
average prices and price indices for the Republic of
Serbia are calculated.

1. Average prices

Producer prices of agricultural and fishing
products comprise purchase and sale prices.

Purchase prices are prices according to which
authorized commercial enterprises and other
organizations buy agri-cultural products from private
holdings and they do not contain incentive premiums.

Purchase prices are the prices that agricultural
enterprises and organizations apply in selling the
products of own production range in domestic
market, based f.0.b. seller.

The producer prices of agricultural and fishing
products are calculated for around 120 products on
the basis of the data on agricultural products’ sales
by agricultural commercial enterprises and other
organizations and the data on agricultural products’
purchase from private holdings. The data on
purchase prices have been monitored since 1956
and the data on selling prices since 1959.

Average monthly purchase and selling prices are
calculated on the basis of reports on total purchase
and total wholesale trade out of own production
range.

Producer prices of manufactured goods
present the actual amount of money that a producer
receive from a buyer for the unit of measure of
exactly determined quality (type) of a product, carried
out on a domestic or on a foreign market.

These prices are collected by monthly surveys
submitted directly by selected commercial
enterprises for around 1500 manufactured items. The
selection of commercial enterprises is made on the
basis of data on their share in the total value of
industrial production.

Products for monitoring of prices are selected
from each industrial area, with the highest sale in the
domestic and foreign market, whose prices may
represent the general trend of prices in the industry
by sectors and by products destination.

Retail prices are the prices at which goods are
sold or services performed, the final consumer. They
include turnover tax for the products that are subject
to taxation. They have been surveyed since 1952.

Data on retail prices are collected by
statisticians in selected towns, which present bigger
market centers in the Republic of Serbia , and the
data collection is carried out on the selected spots
(trade shops, markets, craft shops, etc.)

The data on retail prices of agricultural products
are collected in trade networks and at markets twice
a month and the prices of manufactured goods and
services once a month. Generally, for agricultural
products the highest and the lowest prices are
collected and for manufactured goods we record the
selling prices for the most demanded product quality.

Average monthly prices in the Republic of Serbia
present the arithmetic weighted mean, and for the
needs of Consumer Prices Index weighted geometric
mean of average monthly prices in towns, while the
weights coefficients stand for the structure of the sold
products volumes in respective towns.

Average annual retail prices for manufactured
goods and services present non-weighted prices
average for 12 months and as agricultural products
are concerned, these prices are obtained by
weighting average monthly prices with the data on
retail turnover by months.

Prices of catering services are the consumer
prices applied for certain meals, i.e. food and
beverages and the price of overnight stay is the price
paid by a guest for one overnight stay. These prices
have been surveyed since 1956.

Statisticians collect the prices of catering
services once a month in towns that are big market
and tourist centers of the Republic of Serbia. The
survey of prices are collected in some 85 selected
catering facilities with the biggest turnover.

2. Price indices

According to average prices, monthly, quarterly,
cumulative and annual indices are calculated:

- Indices of producer prices of agricultural and
fishing products (purchase prices for the
products of private holdings and selling
prices for products of enterprises’
production), regarding the list of around 80
products of crop farming, fruit growing,
livestock breeding, home processing and
fishing.

- Indices of producer prices of manufactured
goods according to the list that contains
around 1500 products of 29 divisions of
industrial production.

- Indices of prices of catering services
according to the list containing about 57
kinds of catering services, divided into 4
groups: food, alcoholic drinks, non-alcoholic
drinks and overnight stays.

- Consumer price index presents the measure
of the average prices’ modification of
products’ and services’ fixed basket
purchased by households with the aim to
satisfy their needs. The list contains 620
products, divided in 12 divisions, according
to the COICOP classification.

The calculation of all types of price indices and
consumer price index is based on:

a) Direct comparisons of products’ prices

which are comparable with base prices;

b) Individual chain indices that follow the
base indices of the previous month, when base price
is not comparable to current price;

c) Weighted factors that present the value
structures of sold (realized and for consumer prices -

of purchased) products and services in 2010, in

All types of price indices are calculated, as a
rule, at the beginning of each year relative to the

previous year as a base year.

Disregarding the base of presentation, in order
to calculate price indices we use weights that present
the value structure of the sold products and services
(turnover) in one year, in each commercial phase and
for consumer prices the value structure of
households’ personal consumption. New weights are

calculated every year.

The data on private entrepreneurs (persons
perfoming their activities-occupation independently)
and their employees are collected by the Semiannual
Survey by the Republic Fund of Health Insurance of
Employees.

The data on monthly number of employees are
obtained by regular monthly survey of employees
and their salaries and wages (RAD-1), carried out on
the basis of sample.

Coverage

The Semiannual Survey on employees and their
salaries (wages) (RAD-1) includes all legal entities,
in all types of ownership.

By the Survey for the supplement of the
Semiannual Survey RAD-1, small enterprises with up
to 50 employees are included, which are not included
by the regular Semiannual Survey.

This Survey does not include employees in the
Ministry of Defense, Ministry of Interior as well as
employees in our branch offices abroad.

The Semiannual survey on private entrepreneurs
(persons that independently perform activity-
occupation) and their employees (RAD-15) covers
employees from registry records of the Republic
Fund of Health Insurance.

The data on unemployed include all persons that
are registered as unemployed with the National
Employment Service.

Definitions

The term “employed” includes all persons that
contracted employment with employer. The persons
that work pursuant to a job contract or a contract on
casual engagement are not considered employed.

Unemployed persons

The data on the number of unemployed are
taken over from the National Employment Service
and include only the unemployed persons registered
with this Service.

The group “seeking employment” pursuant to
Paragraph 1, Article 3, the Act on employment and
insurance in cases of unemployment, item first: “ the
unemployed (jobless) person, the employed seeking
new job or other person seeking employment”.

The group “unemployed (jobless) person”
comprises, pursuant to Article 2, on the Act on
employment and insurance in cases of
unemployment, item first: The unemployed, in the
sense of this law, is a person aged from 15 to 65,
until the fulfilment of conditions for pension, that is
able to work and ready to start working at once, that
has not contracted employment or otherwise
practiced the right to work and that is duly registered
as unemployed and takes active steps to find job.

In the group “first-time seeking employment” we
comprised the persons that have never been
employed before having registered with the National
Employment Service.

In the group “erased from the records of the
National Employment Service“ we included only the
persons removed from the records of unemployed for
the reasons of disobeying respective registration
procedures.

Salaries (wages)

Data sources

Data on average salaries (wages) are obtained
from Monthly statistical survey on employees and
their salaries and wages (RAD-1), also including the
data of the Ministry of Finance (Tax Administration).

Coverage

The survey RAD-1 includes all legal entities, as
well as all their incorporating units of all sorts of
ownership, by organizational — territorial principle,
while data on salaries (wages) of entrepreneurs’
employees are taken from the records of Tax
Administration.

This Survey does not include employees in the
Ministry of Defense, Ministry of Interior as well as
employees in our branch offices abroad.

Definitions

Earning, in the sense of the Art. 105 of the Labor
Act consists of earning that contains taxes and
contributions paid out from earning that an employee
has realized for work performe d and for time spent
at work, then increased earning, compensation of the
earning and other receipts (except: compensation of
costs for arrival and departure from work, for time
spent on a business trip in the country and abroad,
severance pay while going into retirement,
compensation of burial services costs and
compensation for damage due to injury at work or a
professional disease).

Net salaries and wages are tax and contributions
deducted (gross) salaries and wages.

Index of real average salaries and wages is the
ratio between nominal average salaries and wages
and consumer price index.

Data sources

Data on births, deaths and marriages are

collected from registrars, and data on divorces from

the courts of respective jurisdiction.

Coverage and definitions

Data on population changes include the number
of births, deaths and marriages registered by
registrars, while the number of divorces is collected
by the courts of respective jurisdiction.

For 2010 and 2011 preliminary data are
presented, or data according to the place of
registration by months.

Birth rates, mortality rates and natural increase
rates for the year 2010 and 2011 are calculated on
the basis of population estimation for 2010 and 2011.

Methodological material

More detailed explana-tions on methodology

applied in vital statistics can be found in the
“Instructions for the filling and submitting of statistical
questionnaires on births, deaths and marriages” as

well as in the “Instructions for judges”.

INDUSTRY

Data sources

The data are collected by monthly industry
reports.

Coverage

The industry survey includes commercial
enterprises that according to the Classification of
activities are classified into industry branch, as well
as units dealing with industrial production and are
integrated in non-industrial commercial enterprises.

The military production is not covered by the survey.

In the Classification of activities applied since 1
January 2001, industry activities include the sections:

Since January 2011, industrial production has
been monitored according to the nomenclature of
industrial products which is harmonized with the
Classification of Activities (2010), new weights
system and the increased coverage of economic
subjects.

Nomenclature

Production is shown according to the
Nomenclature of industrial products, which includes
industrial products and services classified by
activities where they are produced.

Indices

The basis for the calculation of indices is
nomenclature and weights system. The physical
volume indices of production and stocks are
calculated on the basis of Classification of activities
and Nomenclature of products. Stocks of
manufactured goods relate to stocks at the end of the
respective month. Weights are obtained from
statistical documentation (National Accounts and
Annual industry survey).

Under the term final produce we anticipate the
produced quantity of each product or group of
products that are approved by technical control,
disregarding if that produce wholly or partly is further
processed in the commercial enterprise where it was
produced or it is wholly further delivered. Seasonal
adjustments of industrial production are not
eliminated in calculating indices.

CONSTRUCTION

Annual and quarterly survey
Data sources and coverage

The presented data are collected by the way of
quarterly surveys of construction industry and they
cover legal and physical persons engaged in
construction. Quarterly construction survey does not
include all legal and physical persons.

Definitions

The value of construction work includes the
value of material and labor costs. It excludes: the
land costs, project design and implementation costs
and VAT. The data on value of construction works
executed cover the works during the reference period
on finished or non-finished constructions.

Indices in fixed, constant prices are obtained by

dividing indices in current prices by respective

indices of producers’ prices of elements and material
applied in construction.

The number of workers anticipates all workers at
construction sites, disregarding their qualifications,
type of employment (employment contract, purchase
order, hired workers, etc.) and the time spent working
at construction sites.

Work hours are the actual hours that the workers
engaged at construction sites spent doing work in
regular working time, overtime, etc.

The tables presenting the construction activities
on the territory of the Republic of Serbia comprise
the construction activities of contractors in the
Republic of Serbia. The tables of construction
activities of contractors from the Republic of Serbia
show the overall construction activity of contractors
with their head office in the Republic of Serbia,
disregarding if the construction activities are
performed domestically or abroad.

Monthly survey of construction licensing

(building permits)
Data sources and coverage

The subject of the survey are building permits
issued for construction of a construction facility in the
reference period in the Republic of Serbia, which are
subject to obtaining building permits.

Covered here are also decisions by which
construction works performance is approved on
investment maintenance of a facility and elimination
of obstacles for disabled persons, adaptations and
repair works, change of a facility’s purpose, for which
a construction license is issued (Act on construction
planning and execution, article 145).

The reporting units are the Serbian Ministry in
charge of construction industry, the respective
authorities of the autonomous province, cities/towns
and municipalities that are in charge of construction
licensing and applications (Act on construction
planning and execution, Official Journal RS, number
72/2009, article 133).

Included are licenses for all construction works
as defined in the Classification of construction types,
i.e. buildings and other constructions and they are
presented by territory where planned works are
conducted.Data on construction licenses issued
show the future trends of construction activity and
provide for possible scoping of investment structure,
both on national/republic and local government level.

Definitions

Construction license is an approval normally
granted upon application for the project activities
start according to the anticipated plan.

More detailed methodological explanations on
this survey can be found in the edition Methodologies
and standards, monthly survey of construction
licensing/permits, volume 22 and Classification of
construction types, volume 15.

EXTERNAL TRADE

Sources and methods of data collecting

The source for external trade statistics is the
Unified customs document on the imports and
exports of goods. Customs offices submit all
documents to the Republic Customs Administration.
The Statistical Office of Serbia takes over the Unified
customs documents, prepared for automatic data
processing, from the Republic Customs
Administration and it engages in their further
statistical control and processing.

Coverage

External trade statistics is envisaged to collect,
process and publish data pursuant to the general
trade system.

The general trade system anticipates all goods
that are added to the inventory of the material wealth
of the Republic of Serbia when entering its economic
territory (imports) and goods that are deducted when
exiting from it (export). However, external trade
include goods in
temporarily imported for trade fairs and exhibitions,
test samples, etc.

The main difference between the general and
the special trade system, which we applied in
external trade surveys before 2009, lies in the fact
that the general trade system includes goods that are
forwarded directly from abroad to the customs
warehouse or delivered there from; the special trade
system anticipated goods from customs warehouse
only in cases of sales or finishing in the domestic
market.

Definitions

The value of goods in external trade is shown
on the basis of prices contracted. The values were
calculated on the basis free Serbia border: FOB in
exports, CIF in imports (the invoiced value of goods
plus transport, insurance costs, etc. to the border of
Serbia). When in exports the delivery of goods is
agreed abroad, the invoiced value is subtracted for
the costs of goods transport, insurance and
forwarding from the border of Serbia to the place of
delivery abroad. If the delivery of goods is in Serbia,
the invoiced value is increased for the costs of goods
transport, insurance and forwarding from the place of

delivery to the Serbian border.

Regarding the repeated exports of products
obtained in active refining, the statistical value
consists of the total value of imported goods for
refining, services and domestic goods used in
reproduction, as well as the other costs incurred in
the customs area of the Republic of Serbia. The
statistical value of imported goods presents the tariff
base. In passive
statistical value includes the total value of temporary
exported goods, incorporated foreign

material, as well as the other costs incurred (relative

re-imports after refining the

services,

to the goods abroad). The value is calculated
according to the official RSD exchange rate, as
established on the last working day in a week that
precedes the week when the customs duty and other
export fees are established. According to these
exchange rates applied to determine the tariff base,
calculated are the costs of transport, insurance and
transshipment. These expenditures are paid in
foreign currency.

All big and middle-
sized enterprises, registered in the section 47 of CA
are covered (“Official Gazette of RS”, no. 54/2010),
while small enterprises are selected by the random
sample method. The sample also includes a certain
number of enterprises that are registered in other
sections of activities, but are engaged in retail trade
activity as well (47 of CA). On the basis of regular
quarterly statistical survey, realized on the same
principle, but on greater number of the selected
enterprises, also presented are the retail trade
turnover indices by trade activities, harmonized with
the CA. The preliminary monthly data are corrected
by the final data of quarterly survey. In annual series,
the data on total retail trade turnover are published,
the section 47 of CA.

Since 2011 the statistics applies the
Nomenclature of statistical territorial units (“Official
Gazette of RS”, no. 109/09 and 46/10).

AGRICULTURE

Livestock slaughter in abattoirs
Data sources and coverage

Starting with 2008, the data have been collected
from monthly reports on slaughtered livestock in
abattoirs, based on the records of regional veterinary
inspection, Veterinary Secretariat of the Ministry for
Agriculture, Forestry and Water Works Supply. Such
reports comprise all registered abattoirs, as well as
imported slaughtered livestock.

Up to 2008, the data were obtained from

abattoirs’ quarterly reports on slaughtered livestock.
Definitions

Net-weight of slaughtered livestock is the weight
of slaughtered animals after rejection of certain parts,
depending on livestock type, i.e. the weight of

slaughtered and cleaned animal.
Fattened livestock delivered
Data sources and coverage

Data on delivered fattened livestock have been

obtained from quarterly reports on organized

fattening of livestock. These reports include
commercial enterprises and agricultural cooperatives
that directly organize fattening of own or other
people’s livestock on own holdings or in cooperation
with family holdings, regardless of the ownership of

fattened livestock.

Definitions

Gross - weight of livestock is the weight of live

animals just before slaughter.

FORESTRY

Data sources and coverage

The data are collected on the basis of the
monthly report SUM-22. By this report comprised are
the enterprises in state ownership of forestry branch,
dealing with permanent production of forest
assortments, disregarding if forest assortments
production is their basic activity or not.

The data relative to the type of ownership are
included.

Definitions

The physical volume index of forests exploitation
is calculated on the basis of data on the production of
forest assortments, according to the present
nomenclature of products and weights coefficients.
Weights coefficients are calculated on the basis of
average purchase prices (values of forest
assortments), reduced for participation of material
costs and services in the state product of forestry.
Weights coefficients are changed each five years.

FUNDS

Data sources

The National Bank of Serbia is in charge of the
collection and processing of the data of monetary
statistics.

Coverage

The data on assets and liabilities are shown in
relation to institutional sectors (domestic and
external) and according to financial instruments. All
data are shown in million RSD counter value, the
state at the end of the period (month or year).
Foreign-exchange state is shown in RSD counter
value, applying the daily mean exchange rate of the
NBS at the end of the period. Annual and monthly
series are given according to final accounting data,
and for the current month according to operation
data.

Definitions

Money supply (M1) comprises cash in
circulation and money deposits. Money deposits
consist of the funds at transfer, current and other
accounts of the proprietors of the funds, including
also the financial funds at the accounts of the local
government, i.e. the accounts where payments
without any restrictions can be effected.

Money supply (M2), apart from the money
supply (M1), includes also other time deposits in
RSD (short-term and long-term).

Money supply (M3) apart from M2, includes
also short-term and long-term foreign deposits
(without the frozen foreign currency savings of
households).

Foreign currency reserves include monetary
gold, special draft rights, foreign currency and
effective foreign money, as well as foreign securities.

In the table Deposits and credits from the
non-financial sector at commercial banks, shown
are the Dinar and foreign currency deposits of
population (short-term and long-term) with the state
at the end of the period.

Balance of payments is carried out by the
National Bank of Serbia, according to the
methodology of International Monetary Fund. The
data sources for balance of payments are monthly
communications on exports and imports of goods,
the statements of commercial banks and the National
Bank of Serbia on the realized external payment
traffic in non-commodity transactions and the reports
of the National Bank of Serbia on external credit and
financial transactions. The data on direct foreign
investments and official donations are obtained from
the Ministry of Finance of Serbia.

The balance of payments is expressed in EUR,
and the recalculation of the transaction value from
original currencies into reporting currency is effected
applying the official mean exchange rate of the
National Bank of Serbia.

I. Data on the value of exports and imports of
commodities are obtained from customs documents
processed by the Statistical Office of the Republic of
Serbia.

The data on the value of exports and imports of
services are obtained from the external payment
transactions  which are performed through
commercial banks and the National Bank of Serbia,
pursuant to the methodology of the IMF and they
include: tourist and transport services, capital works,
insurance services, financial services, etc.

The income account includes the receipts and
expenditures on the basis of interests of the external
payment traffic statistics.

Current transfers regarding income present the
total value of foreign remittance received and the
effective foreign currencies deposits at the foreign
currency accounts of the residents with domestic
banks and the external remittances to the foreign
currency accounts of non-residents. Regarding the
expenditure side of current transfers, the total
currency (of residents) outflow is presented.

Donations (official transfers — international aid
and grants) are presented on the basis of the
external payment traffic statistics and the report of
the Ministry of Finance of the Republic of Serbia.

Il. Financial transactions include foreign direct
investments, short-term and long-term credits, short-
term credits and deposits.

Net direct foreign investments include the money
investments of foreign capital in our national
enterprises and banks, domestic capital investments
in foreign enterprises and banks, the payments
received for the sold (capital) shares in other
enterprise, the purchase and sale of real estates in
the country or abroad and the investments in form of
commodities.

Net middle-term and long-term credits include
the data of the statistics of external credit relations of
the National Bank of Serbia, which are based on the
concluded credit contracts registered with the
National Bank of Serbia and the payments due
according to these credits.

Net short-term credits and deposits include the
data of the external payment traffic statistics and
comprise the credits of the National Bank of Serbia
and the other bank credits payable up to one year.

Others — net, include the data of the statistics of
external payment traffic and comprise prepayments
pursuant to the exports and imports of goods and
services, loro checks, new foreign currency savings
of the residents, exchange operations with the
residents, the outstanding obligations towards the
citizens arising from frozen foreign currency savings
deposits, etc.

Commercial banks - net, according to the
statistics of external payment traffic, include the
foreign currency reserves of the banks authorized for
external operations, i.e. the changes of balance of
their accounts with foreign banks and also cash
(bank notes) and checks at commercial banks’
treasuries.

lll. Errors and omissions - net, include
imported but not paid goods, exported and not
collected goods, the goods paid for but not imported
and the goods collected (the payments received for
the goods) and not exported, inter-currency changes
and standard errors and omissions.

V. Foreign exchange reserves of the National
Bank of Serbia include the accounting data of the
National Bank of Serbia and they comprise the
foreign currency assets of the National Bank of
Serbia on the accounts with foreign banks, then
monetary gold, foreign securities, special draft rights
and cash. Here included are also the credits with the
IMF.
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
