The March 2013 issue of TRENDS presents data: for
the whole previous year for series on gross domestic

produc at reference prices in 2005, than for series on
budget and
household consumption and series on balance of

transportation, construction, available

payments;_including January 2013 for series on catering
trades; including the first two months of the current year
for the rest of the series presented. All the base indices
data series presented are recalculated on the basis of a
new base year (92012=100).

We note that the monthly series, the retail prices
- total and overall cost of living - total, extends from
January 2011 with the consumer price index, while the
series the retail prices of goods without electricity has
been continued since January 2011 with the data on price
index (goods with gasoline without water utility system,
no electricity, motor vehicles and motorcycles as the way
of monitoring these series has been changed. For
analytical needs that compilation of the series has been
performed for three series mentioned above. For all the
base indices from statistical releases have been used
(02012=100).

The practice of forecasting data on series Industrial
production — total, and Industrial production - manufacturing
has been continued for three months ahead. Starting this
issue of TRENDS, forecasts for one more series, total
stocks of manufactured industrial products, will be
presented, also for the three months ahead. Forecast
method was based on ARIMA modeling which takes into
account only the history of the series without including
and/or commenting actual political and economic factors
The last values in the text tables are forecasts, and they
are bolded to differ from the realized series values, and
especially in the graphs (by shadow boxes) indicated.

CONDITIONS OF HOUSEHOLDS IN THE REPUBLIC
OF SERBIA OVER 2003-2010.

We remind customers that we continue the practice of
displaying the entire contents of data base time series
SORS (TSDB) series in the form of a list with brief
methodological explanations at the beginning. Series are
presented according to the classification of segments of
economic activity that is applied in TRENDS and the
current monthly and quarterly updating. So, in this issue
of TRENDS, TSDB content is presented, with all the
changes that have occurred in the meantime, since March
last year (including new series or segments, as well as
excluding discontinued once).

SUMMARY

Business operation and structure of enterprises in the
country are significant to observe and plan their business
activities. Annual financial statements of enterprises and
cooperatives in the Republic of Serbia are the source of
financial indicators, the total number of enterprises, number
of employees, realized turnover and size of enterprises
(micro, small, medium and large). This paper presents the
mentioned selected indicators for the Republic of Serbia for
the period 2005-2011.

Covered is the non-financial sector according to SNA
methodology  (System of National Accounts). The
characteristics are defined as follows:

- Number of employees as the average calculated on the
basis of the situation at the end of every month in the
reference year

- Realized turnover as income from sales (both goods and
products and services).

It should be mentioned that the institution responsible
for the collection and processing of financial statements was
formerly the National Bank of Serbia, and since 2009 the
Business Register Agency. Data from the survey conducted
by the Statistical Office of the Republic of Serbia “Labour
Force Survey” have also been used for the structure of the
employees by form of ownership and educational
attainment; as well as the ,,External Trade of the Republic
of Serbia by Enterprises’ Characteristics“.

METHODOLOGICAL BASE

In SORS, all statistical series are organized in
databases forming two analogous data sets: aggregates
(absolute values that express the series flow: number,
quantity, value) and indices (chain or base). Data in
time series databases refer to economic changes and are
produced on the basis of data of the official statistics of
Serbia, as well as other administrative sources: National
bank of Serbia, Treasury administration — Ministry of
finances and economy of Serbia and National
employment service.

Content TSDB is presented with all the changes that
have occurred in the meantime. It is appropriate the
databases to be presented in the first issue of a year
(March) with all the methodological changes in the coding
system, series titles, series content, possible interruptions
and the introduction of new series or new segments.

TRENDS present only a part of series from the
databases, 32 series from the time series database of
indices (TRENDINDEX — TIND), and 74 series from time
series databases of aggregates (TRENDAGGREGATE
— TAGR), the second one is considerably larger than the
previous one. Currently, there are (106) series presented
in TRENDS, grouped in 8 separate economic segments:
Activities (20), Final Demand (15), External Trade
— USD (23), Employment (8), Distribution (8), Prices
(11), Monetary Section (7) and Balance of Payment (14).
The number of series per segments in TRENDS, is given in
Table 2, column 6.

These series are particularly prominent in presented
in the table of the TSDB review of contents. Also, the
number of belonging series will be given for each
segment separately. The selection of series presented in
TRENDS is being revised from time to time, while the
way they are presented (in form of indices, graphs and
analytical form) has been the same for years.

The database of index data (TIND) is updated once a
month, and recalculated to the average annual index of
the previous year on annual basis (generally it is done
in March of the current year). Also, the database of
aggregate series (TAGR) is recalculated: on the basis of
the annual absolute average from previous year (for
most of the series), and on the basis of the average of
two semi-annual points in March and September (series
of employment and series of salaries and wages).

The entire set of time series of economic indicators,
consists of two corresponding sub-sets: the subset of
aggregate series (ECOAGGREGATE — EAGGR) and subset
of index series (ECOINDEX — EIND). The series are grouped
in 11 groups (having a specific code for each group, not
presenting numerical sequence) according to the divisions of
economic activities to which they belong to: 01. Indices of
industrial production, indices of services and turnover; 02.
Indices of finished products stocks in industrial production;
03. Exports/imports of commodities in EUR and Distribution
(RAD-1); 04. Constructional works, turnover in trade and
catering; 05. Exports/imports of commodities in USD; 06.
Prices; 07. Employment, unemployment, salaries and wages;
09. Collection and distribution of public revenues and
income; 10. Revenues from social security contributions; 13.
Money end 14. Balance of payments. As all the series
belonging to groups 08, 11 and 12 have ceased in the
meantime, thus those groups do not continue anymore. The
number of series per groups is given in Table I, column 6,
than in Table, column 2.

In the six-digit code of each series, the first two
digits denote the code of the group of series (which are
from the set of codes: 01, 02, 03, 04, 05, 06, 07, 09, 10,
13 and 14). With some series there was a possibility to
apply the principle that the third digit denotes the
section of the CA (2010), and the fourth and fifth digit
denote the division of the CA (2010). For all the series,
the sixth digit denotes the type of series: "0" indicates an
index series, and "l" indicates an aggregate series.

The series of industrial statistics, referring to
production and stocks, and those of price statistics are
only index series. These are most of the series from
Activities and Final Demand. For series that are
monitored and stored in nominal, aggregate or quantity
form of their values, being relative to External trade,
Employment and Balance of Payment, as well as for
some series of other segments (Distribution, Monetary
Section) analogous series of nominal base indices are
created, and for certain series the analogous series of
real base indices are created, too. For the segment
Price, only data in form of chain and base indices are
available.

At the beginning of each year, precisely after having
obtained data for January of the current year, time
series are recalculated on the basis of the appropriate
average of the previous base year. Then, all the bases
are regularly updated during the year at the end of the
month/quarter. Separate calculation is made for series
used as deflators for the conversion of series from
nominal to real forms. These are series: Cost of living
indices, Index of retail prices, Price index goods with
gasoline without water utility system, no electricity,
motor vehicles and motorcycles, and Consumer price
indices (the first three series, although stopped, will be
used as long as they are methodologically justified).

Finally, as some series have their aggregate for
which there is no calculation of index series, having the
same code but other indication (as mentioned: “0” or
“1”), it is worth saying that the total number of time
series in TSDB is much larger than mentioned in the list

ACTIVITIES

Total gross domestic product (expressed at 2005 relative
prices) in 2012 decreased by 1.8% compared to 2011, which can
not be discouraging, as annual increase in 2011 was 1.6%
compared to 2010. In the fourth quarter of 2012, GDP was by
5.8% above the average in 2012, but it decreased by 2% in
comparison to the fourth quarter in 201 1.

Total industrial production in 2011 increased by 2.5%
compared to 2010, while in 2012 it decreased by 2.2% compared
to 2011. In January 2013, with respect to December 2012, the
recorded decrease of 17.6% was due to seasonal and calendar
Jactors. Production in February 2013 was by 4.8% higher than the
level recorded in the previous month, and 13% compared to
February of the previous year. Industrial production in the first
two months of 2013 was by 8.2% below the average in 2012, but
it recorded an increase of 7.4% in comparison to the same period
last year. Significant inter-annual increase of 13% of industrial
production in February 2013, compared to the same month last
year, is also the result of low industrial production in February
2012 (due to extreme weather conditions and power cuts).

Observed by sections, industrial production in 2012,
comparing to 2011, recorded the following rates: in mining and
quarrying section 0.0%, in manufacturing -0.9% and in
electricity, gas, steam and air conditioning supply section -7.1%.

Within products groups (EU classification), in 2012, with
respect to 201, the realized growth rates in 2012 were: in
generation of energy -6.4%, in intermediary production, except
energy -5.9%, in production of capital goods 5.4%, in production
of durable products for consumption 5.8% and in production of
non-durable products for consumption 2.8%.

Sale and purchase of agricultural, forestry and fishing
products in 2012 increased by 14.2% in comparison to the
previous year. In the fourth quarter of 2012 it was by 11.4%
above the average in 2012 and by 5.7% below the total realized
purchase in comparison the same period (October-December) of
the previous year (2011).

The volume of construction activity, expressed by hours of
work on construction sites of enterprises, decreased by 5.4% in
2012, in comparison to 2011. In the fourth quarter of 2012, it was
by 2.5% below the average in 2012 and by 15.1% below the value
attained in the fourth quarter in 201 1.

The volume of transport activities in 2012 increased by 0.7%
in comparison to the previous year. In the fourth quarter of 2012 it
was 2.5% below the average in 2012. This activity increased by
2.6% in comparison to the fourth quarter of the previous year.

Tourist activity, measured by total number of tourist nights, in
2012 was by 2.4% below the value realized in 2011. The number
of domestic tourist nights in 2012 decreased by 6.3%, while the
number of foreign tourist nights increased by 9.3% compared to
the number of tourist nights in 201 1. In January-February 2013,
the total number of tourist nights and the number of domestic
tourist nights decreased by 0.7% and by 1.3%, but the number of
Joreign tourist nights increased by 0.8%, comparing to the same
period of the previous year. In January 2013, compared to the
January 2012, total tourist nights, domestic tourist nights, and
Joreign tourist nights recorded yearly rates of -10.7%, -9.2% and
-14.4%. In February this year, compared to the February previous
year, realized changing rates were: 12.5%, 8.5% and 25.7%,
respectively, what is bigger growth than usual, as a result of the
emergent situation in February in 2012.

FINAL DEMAND

Total stocks of manufactured industrial products in
2012 decreased by 4.5% with respect to 2011. In January
2013, the stocks decreased by 2.4%, but in February they
increased by 0.6% (monthly rate). In 2013, in comparison
to the same months last year, the growth rates of the
stocks were: 0.8% in January and 1.8% in February.
Total stocks of industrial products in the first two months
of 2013 increased by 1.3% comparing to the same period
in 2012, and increased by 4.1% comparing to the average
in 2012. The indicators of stocks of finished industrial
products reflect the increase of industrial production in
this year, which was due to the lower base (in February
2012) to bad weather conditions, statistically being an
extreme event.

Observed by sections, in 2012, compared to 2011, the
following rates were recorded in: mining and quarrying
-0.8%, and in manufacturing sector -4.6%.

In the period January-February 2013, compared to
the same period in 2012, stocks of energy, stocks of
capital goods and stocks of durable consumer goods
recorded decreases of 15.6%, 9.9% and 13.2%,
respectively, but stocks of intermediary goods except
energy and stocks of non-durable consumer goods
increased by 7.8% and 3.7%.

Turnover of goods in retail trade in enterprises
(current prices) increased in 2012 by 8%, and decreased
by 1.2% (constant prices) comparing to the previous
year. In January 2013, it decreased by 26.2% (current
prices), and by 26.2% (constant prices). In February, it
also decreased by 3.3% (current prices), and by 3.8%
(constant prices), comparing to the previous month. In the
period January-February 2013, turnover of goods in
retail trade in enterprises increased by 2.7% (current
prices), but it decreased by 8.3% (constant prices),
comparing to the same period of the previous year.

The volume of total turnover in catering trades at
current prices in 2012 increased by 4.5% (at constant
prices it decreased by 1.5%) compared with the activity in
2011. In the fourth quarter of 2012 this volume increased
by 5.3% at current prices (-0.1% at constant prices)
according to the average in 2012 and it is by 8.3% higher
at current prices (at constant prices -1.5%) than the total
rendered services in the fourth quarter of 2011.

Total allocated public revenues and income for
financing public consumption increased nominally by
16.8% (in real terms they increased by 8.3%) in 2012,
comparing to 2011. In 2012, revenues and income
allocated to budgets and other users’ revenues increased
nominally by 19.1%, (in real terms they increased by
10.4%), and the their growth was greater than the growth
of social security contributions revenues which recorded
6.7% nominal increase, and 1% decrease in real terms,
with respect to the same period in 2011. In the first two
months of this year, the collection of gross public
revenues increased by 33.7% (real value 18.5%), budget
and other users’ revenues increased by 33.7% (in real
terms by 23.1%) and social security contributions
revenues increased by 12.2% (in real terms it decreased
by 0.5%) compared to the same period last year.

EXTERNAL TRADE

In 2012, a decrease of 3.6% in total exports goods and a
decrease of 4.3% in total imports goods were recorded,
comparing to the total exports and the total imports in the
previous year. In the fourth quarter in 2012, compared to the
average in 2012, the total exports and total imports activity grew
by 11.2% and 9.2% respectively.. In the fourth quarter in 2012,
the total exports increased by 7.8%, but the total imports
decreased by 2.6%, with respect to the fourth quarter of the
previous year.

Exports of goods in the first two months of 2013
amounted to 1.880 billion USD and were by 33.7% above
the level attained in the same period last year, and by 0.6%
below the average exports in 2012. In the same period, the
total imports attained the value of 2.933 billion USD, what
was a 6.9% increase, comparing to the same period last
year, and a 7.4% decrease with respect to the average
imports in 2012.

The total external trade deficit of goods in 2012
amounted to 7.660 billion USD, what was a 5.2% decrease
in comparison to the deficit recorded in 2011. It was 0.7
times (32.5%) lesser than the total exports in 2012. The
external trade deficit in the period January-February in
2013 amounted to 1.053 billion USD, and it was by 21.4%
lesser than the deficit in the same period last year, and 0.56
times (44%) lesser than the total exports in that period.

In January 2013, exports amounted to 882 million
USD, representing a decrease of 10.7% with respect to
December 2012, while they increased by 13% in February
(when exports activity were 690 million USD), with respect
to January. In relation to January and February of the
previous year, exports increased by 23.2% and 44.6%
respectively. When compared to the average in 2012,
export annual growth rates were: -6.7% and 5.4%. The
imports (1.411 billion USD) in January 2013 decreased by
22.5% with respect to December 2012, while in February
(1.522 billion USD) they increased by 7.7% with respect to
the previous month.

EMPLOYMENT

The total emplovment in 2012 decreased by 1.1%,
comparing to the total employment in the previous vear. In
the fourth quarter in 2012, it was by 0.2% below the
average in 2012, and by 0.8% below the level attained in
the same quarter in 2011. In the first two months in 2013,
the total employment decreased by 0.8%, comparing to the
average in 2012, and by 1.4% comparing to the same
period of the previous year.

Employment in private entrepreneurs and their
employees was also falling in 2012 (by 4.5% annual rate),
although the annual decrease in 2011 was greater
equalling 9.6%. However, it recorded an increase of 0.9%
compared to the average in 2012. It also decreased in the

fourth quarter 2012 by 1.4%, comparing to the average in

2012 and it decreased by 5.1% compared to the same
period of the previous year. In the first two months in
2013, the employment private entrepreneurs decreased by
1.4% comparing to the average in 2012, and by 5.1%,
comparing to the same period last year, too.

Total employment in enterprises, institutions and
organizations in 2012 decreased by 0.03%, comparing to
the total employment in 2011. In the fourth quarter in
2012, it was by 0.1% above the average in 2012, and by
1% above the level attained in the same quarter in 2011. In
the first two months in 2013, the employment increased by
0.5% comparing to the average in 2012, and by 0.3%,
comparing to the same period last year.

In 2012, the employment in manufacturing decreased
by 1.7%, comparing to 2011. In the fourth quarter of
2012, the employment in manufacturing decreased by
0.1% comparing to the average in 2012, and it decreased
by 1.3% with respect to the same quarter in 2011. In 2012,
employment in construction decreased by 1.2%
comparing to 2011. In the fourth quarter of 2012, the
employment in construction increased by 0.9% comparing
to the average of 2012, but it decreased by 0.2% with
respect to the same period in 201 1.

The number of persons seeking work in 2012 (864
thousands on average) increased by 4.1%, comparing to
the number of registered persons in 2011. The number of
the total unemployment in the fourth quarter of 2012,
increased by 0.1% in comparison with the average
unemployment in 2012, and it increased by 4.9%
comparing to the same period in 2011. The number of
unemployed increased by 4% in the first two months of
2013, comparing to the same period in 2012, and
comparing to the average of 2012, the increase was 3.7 %.

The number of registered unemployed persons
seeking work - actively unemployed (762 thousands on
average) increased in 2012 by 1.2% comparing to 201 1.
In the fourth quarter of 2012, this number was lower by
0.7% than the average unemployment in 2012, while it is
by 2.3% higher than the registered unemployment in
2012 than the registered unemployment in the fourth
quarter 2011. The number of registered unemployment
over January-February 2013 increased by 3% in
relation to the average of 2012, and by 1.8% in relation
to the number of unemployed persons in the same period
of the previous year.

According to NES records, the total employment service
(including both, registered unemployed and employed
persons) increased in 2012 by 16.9% compared to 2011. In
the first two months of 2013, the total employment was by
7.2% below the average employment in 2012, and by 0.8%
above the level attained in the same period in 2012.

Average net salaries and wages (without taxes and
contributions) disbursed in December amounted to 46923 RSD
(gross salaries and wages 65165 RSD) what was a nominal
increase of 10.7% (gross salaries and wages increased by 10.6%)
and the increase of 11.1% in real terms (gross salaries and wages
increased by 11%), compared to the previous month. In January,
comparing to December, average net salaries and wages were
39197 RSD (gross salaries and wages were 54447 RSD) what is a
decrease of 16.5% nominally (gross salaries and wages decreased
by 16.4%), while in real terms they decreased by 17% (gross
salaries and wages decreased by 16.9%). In February, comparing
to January, net salaries and wages amounted to 43371 RSD
(gross salaries and wages were 60199 RSD) and they increased
by 10.6% (gross salaries and wages increased by 10.6%, too),
while in real terms they increased by 10% (gross salaries and
wages by 10%, too), (see chart).

Annual growth rates of net salaries and wages in
December, January and February were, nominally, 6.9%, 7%
and 84% respectively, while the real net salaries and wages
(RNS) growth rates were: -4.7%, -5.1% and -3.6%, respectively.
The nominally gross salaries and wages rates were 6.6%, 7.1%
and 8.5%, and in real terms they were -5%, -5.1% and -3.5%,
compared the same months of the previous year, respectively.

The average net salaries and wages, in period January—
February in 2013, decreased nominally by 0.3% (gross salaries
and wages decreased nominally by 0.3%, too) comparing to the
average in 2012, and they increased by 7.7% (gross salaries
and wages by 7.8%) comparing to net salaries and wages of the
same period last year.

Nominal average net salaries and wages in January and
February, compared to December 2012, decreased by 16.5%
and 7.6% respectively. Real average net salaries decreased by
17% and by 8.6%, respectively. Nominal average gross salaries
and wages in January and February, compared to December
2012, decreased by: 16.4% and 7.6%. Real gross wages and
salaries decreased by 16.9% and 8.6% respectively.

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Cumulatively, in period January-February 2013,

comparing to the same period 2012, the budget revenues
allocated to republic budgets recorded an increase of 60%
nominally (41.8% the real value) and grew faster than the
increase of budget revenues allocated to municipalities and
towns, which increased by 8.1% nominally, but decreased by
4% in real terms in the reference period.

Annual growth rates of budget revenues allocated to
republic budgets in December 2012, January and February
2013 amounted, nominally, to 51.2%, 27.6% and 96.2%,
while they were 34.3%, 13.1% and 74.3%, in real terms.
Annual growth rates of budget revenues allocated to
municipalities and towns in December 2012, January and
February 2013 were, nominally, -9.5%, 14.5% and 2.4%,
while they were -19.5%, 1.4% and -8.9%, in real terms.

Producers' prices of industrial products for domestic
market — total increased in January 2013 by 0.4%, with
respect to the December 2012. In industry, prices in
mining and quarrying dropped by 0.9%, while in
manufacturing and electricity, gas, steam and air
conditioning supply they increased by 0.4% and by 0.6%
respectively, comparing to December prices. In February
2013, the monthly growth rate of these prices increased
by 0.2% on the total level, compared to January 2013.
From the beginning of the year to the end of February,
the total recorded increase was: total (by 0.6%), in
mining and quarrying (fall by 1%), manufacturing (by
0.4%), and in electricity, gas, steam and air conditioning
supply (by 0.6%).

Observed by EU use, in January the prices of
intermediate goods, except energy increased by 0.4%
and decreased by 0.1% in February. The prices of
capital goods in January and in February were at the
same level attained in the previous month. The prices of
non-durable consumption products increased by 0.8%
in January, while in February they decreased by 0.2%,
compared to the previous month. The prices of durable
consumption products in February did not change, while
they increased by 0.5% in January. The prices of energy
increased in January by 0.1%, and in February by 1%.

According to the Consumer Prices Index (CPI) the
monthly inflation — total, in December, January and
February was -0.4%, 0.6% and 0.5%, respectively. The
annual inflation — total, in December, January and
February was 12.2%, 12.8% and 12.4%, respectively.

Price index of catering services (PCS), (as the
measure of the gemneral level of prices and services
catering trades establishments increased in January by
0.5%, while in December and February it decreased by
0.5% and 0.1% respectively, according to the previous
month. Annually monthly rates (current month compared
to the same month last year) for prices of catering
services for December, January and February amounted
to 9%, 9.8% and 8.2%, respectively.

It is discouraging that the monthly and annual rates
of CPI inflation are bigger than in the same months last
year (see Chart). The same is for PCS.

MONETARY SECTOR

In 2012, a nominal increase of 12.6% was recorded
in money supply M1, and a decrease of 6.5% in real
terms, compared to 2011. At the end of December, the
money supply M1 increased by 5.1%, nominally, and
decreased by 6.7%, in real terms with respect to
December 2011. In January 2013, the money supply
decreased by 9.6%, nominally and in real terms by
10.3%, while in February it increased by 7.6%,
nominally and by 7% in real terms. When compared to
the same months of the previous year, annual rates in
January and February were: 1.3% and 4.8% nominally,
and in real terms: -10.2% and -6.9%.

Cash in circulation in 2012 recorded an increase of
20.9% nominally, and of 12.5% in real terms. Deposit
money recorded an increase of 7.9% nominally, and a
decrease of 4% in real terms in relation to 2011. In
December 2012, cash in circulation nominally decreased
by 3.2% and 14% in real terms, with respect to
December 2011. At the same time, deposit money
nominally increased by 10% and decreased by 2% in real
terms. The share of cash in circulation in money supply
in January 2013 was 38.8%, and the share of deposit
money was 61.2%. Cash in circulation decreased
nominally by 13.3% in January 2013and by 13.8% in
real terms, with respect to December 2012. The monthly
rate in February was nominally 3.5% and 2.9% in real
terms, with respect to January. In January 2013 deposit
money decreased nominally by 7.7% and by 8.4%, in real
terms, while in February it increased nominally by 9.8%
and by 9.1% in real terms.

Money supply M2 in 2012 recorded an increase of
10.2% nominally and of 2.5% in real terms. Money
supply M3 increased by 17.7% nominally and by 6.5% in
real terms, compared to 2011. The nominal annual
decrease in money supply M2 and increase in money
supply M3 in December 2012 to December 2011 were
1.9% and 9.4% respectively, and in real terms the values
were -12.9% and -2.8%.. In January 2013, the money
supply M2 decreased nominally by 6.6% (real value by
7.3%), while the money supply M3 not change nominally,
but it decreased in real terms by 0.8% with respect to the
December 2012. In February, with respect to January
this year, the money supply M2 increased nominally by
3.9% and by 3.4% in real terms, while money supply M3
decreased nominally by 1.7% and by 2.2% in real terms.

In 2012, NBS FX reserves in EUR decreased by
0.4%, while Commercial bank FX reserves in EUR
decreased by 5.2%, compared to 2011. In December
2012, NBS FX reserves decreased by 9.5% compared to
Decembwer 2011. At the same time, Commercial bank
FX reserves in EUR inecreased by 30.5%. In January
2013, NBS FX reserves recorded a decrease of 3.8%, and
Commercial bank FX reserves recorded a decrease of
0.8% too, compared to December 2012. In February,
compared to January this year, NBS FX reserves
increased by 11.2% and Commercial bank FX reserves
increased by 11.8%. On yearly level, NBS FX reserves
decreased in January by 9.5%, and increased in
February by 4.5%, while Commercial bank FX reserves
increased in Jnuary and February by 37.6% and 56%.

BAIANCE OF PAYMENTS (BP)

In 2012, the exports of goods (f.0.b.) decreased by
3.8% comparing to 2011. In the fourth quarter 2012, the
receipts from exports of goods (f.0.b.) increased by 8.7%
comparing to the fourth quarter 2011. At the end of
December 2012, this item of balance of payments
increased by 6% with respect to December 201 1.

In 2012, a decrease of 5.7% was recorded for total
services receipts, compared to 2011. In the fourth
quarter 2012 the receipts from total services receipts
decreased by 6.6% comparing to the fourth quarter 201 1.
In December 2012, total services receipts decreased by
5% with respect to December 201 1.

In terms of share, the dominant parts of the income
from exports of total services were receipts from
transportation services and receipts from tourism
services. Receipts from tourism services decreased in
2012 by 8.6%, and from transport services by 0.4%,
compared to 201 1.

When observing income in balance of payments on
annual level, it is obvious that greater growth was
recorded with inflows (18.2%) than with outflows (5%)
in 201, compared to 201 1.

Inflows from current transfers and direct investment
in Serbia, in the period 2007-2012, were irregular.
Inflows from current transfers recorded an annual
decrease of 14.4%, and inflows from direct investment in
Serbia significantly decreased by 48.3%, in 2012, when
compared to 2011.

In expenditure structure of balance of payments, in
2012, compared to 2011, the outflows of imports of
goods (f.0.b.) decreased by 5.9%, and the outflows of
current transfers by 9.4%. In December in 2012, when
compared to the same month in 2011, the outflow of
imports of goods decreased by 3.1% and the outflow of
current transfers' decreased significantly by 25.4%.

In 2012, there was a decrease in expenditures on
imports of services-total by 5.9%, compared to 2011. In
terms of share, the dominant parts of expenditures for
imports are expenditures for transport services and
expenditures for tourism services. In 2012, expenditures
for transport services decreased by 4.2%, and
expenditures for tourism services decreased by 8.7%,
compared to 2011. In December 2012, the expenditures
for transport services decreased by 16.1%, compared to
the same month 2011, and the expenditures for tourism
services decreased by 1.3%.

In expenditure structure of balance of payments, the
cumulative flow in the fourth quarter 2012, when
compared to the fourth quarter 2011, indicated a
decrease in outflows on imports of goods (f.o0.b) by 4%,
total services expenditure by 4.5%, transport services
expenditure by 6.4%, tourism services expenditure by
7%, income expenditure by 3.2% and the expenditures
of current transfers decreased by 11.6%. The series
direct investment abroad was characterized by an
irregular component and the presence of extreme values
in some months at the beginning and at the end of the
observed period (2007-2012).

METHODOLOGICAL EXPLANATIONS

The ultimate aim of the TRENDS publication is to
provide accurate information on current economic trends
for economic policy-makers, as well as information on
their long—term and/or cyclical behavior. For this
reason, the graphs present both, the original monthly
data and the trend-cycle component, while the tables
present only original data, i.e. base or chain indices for
the current and two previous years.

The database of index data, which are presented in
the publication, is updated by recalculating indices
according to the preceding year as the referent year

(2=100).

For each division of economic activities covered by
the publication, there is a regular short analysis of
current economic trends in the observed period. The
subject of presentation and analysis is the period of
completed last three months (completed last quarter or
the completed year).

Starting March 2004, when the first issue of this
publication in the last serial edited by RSO was
announced, data series (for appropriate divisions) were
presented according to the Classification of Activities
(CA 1996 — NACE Rev. 1), which was applied since
January 2001. There is quite a difference between CA
and Uniform Classification of Activities (UCA 1976),
which was in use for over twenty years before CA. Time
series from TRENDS (March and June 2011) are
presented by the new CA (2010) which is harmonized
with the European classification NACE Rev. 2.

In order to obtain compatibility and adequate length
of all series in Serbian statistics, for analytical purposes,
data for previous months of these series are obtained by
code links, i.e. compilation of old data from CA (2001)
into CA (2010).

TRENDS, as well as data bases beyond, are based on
collected data of the Statistical Office of the Republic of
Serbia, National Bank of Serbia and National
Employment Service. Data collection for gross revenues
and distribution of public revenues, are taken from the
Ministry of Finances — Treasury Administration. The
data on monetary flows are collected by commercial
banks and are transferred to the National Bank of Serbia.

Remark: starting the second quarter 1999, all the
series do not include data for AP Kosovo and Metohia.

Data bases

All statistical series in the Statistical Office of the
Republic of Serbia are organized in databases which are
arranged into two analogous logical groups: Aggregates
database (EKOAGREGAT-EAGR) and Index database
(EKOINDEKS-EIND.). All series are classified into groups.
The number of groups varies in time, as well as in the
number of series within them. At present, the series are
classified in 11 groups. The data base of the time series
contain over 700 series.

The concept of the time series databases, and the
index databases derived from them, is presented in the
following publications: (1) Internal Methodology of
Data Base — Series of Aggregates and Indices on
Economic Trends — Ekotrend, RD, Year — VII, No. 7,
FSO, 1993 (author: N. Deri¢) and (2) Economic Trend
Database — EKT - Creation and Updating of Index
Series on Economic Trends for FR Yugoslavia, MSRD,
No. 36, FSO, 1997, (author: N. Peric).

The publication titled Instructions for Use of Index
Database Economic Trend — EKT Indices Series on
Economic Trends, MM, No. 384, FSO, 1999 (author: N.
Derié), edited by FSO of Yugoslavia, describes the
procedure which allows access to the bases. The similar
procedure was applied in the Statistical Office of the
Republic of Serbia, HOST version.

The June 2011 issue of TRENDS (subject: Time series
data bases (TSDB) in Statistical Office of the Republic
of Serbia, authors: N. Peri¢, M. Radanov -Radicev, V.
Zlatanovi¢ and M. Milovanovi¢) contains abbreviated
methodology of time—series database composition and a
complete list of time series presented, and divided into
activities as chapters of TRENDS.

The September 2011 issue of TRENDS (subject: The
structure and Methodological base for Time Series Data
Bases (TSDB) in Statistical Office of the Republic of
Serbia, authors: N. Deri¢, M. Radanov-Radicev, V.
Zlatanovi¢ and M. Milovanovi¢) contains complete
structure of time series databases management,
excluding their detailed list.

All data series are presented on monthly level, based
on the preceding year average (= 100), as well as the
trends of monetary aggregates. The exception are most of
the series on prices, presented by base indices as well as
by monthly chain indices (preceding month = 100). This
has been done in order to obtain a better insight on
monthly changes of prices.

For each economic activity division, prior to short
analytic comments a list of the presented series has been
provided.

Seasonally adjustment and decomposition of time
series is done by XII-ARIMA method, by computer
package X11-ARIMA_2000, developed by Statistics Canada
for the HOST system. At the same time, new software
packages X12-ARIMA and TRAMO/SEATS under DEMETRA
interface, on PC platform are in the course of
implementation.

Other methodological remarks

Gross domestic product (GDP) measured from production
side is the total of gross value added (GVA) of all
economic activities minus financial intermediation
services indirectly measured (FISIM) plus net taxes on
products. The GVA calculation is carried out for the level
of divisions and sections of the Classification of Activities
(2010). Monthly calculations at reference prices in 2005
were performed as disaggregating of available quarterly
data to monthly data. Software ECOTRIM, version 1.01

is used.

Index series of industrial production (total and by
sections and divisions), as well as relevant index series
of stocks of manufactured goods in industrial
production (total and by sections and divisions), are
obtained from data on volume of the production
according to the statistical methodology for the
evaluation of totals from weighted data. Weights are
documentation (National

obtained from statistical

Accounts and Annual industry survey).

The industrial production index measures physical
volume of the industrial output on the basis of monthly
reports on industrial production that included both
industrial enterprises and units of non-industrial
enterprises engaged in industrial production. In the
Classification of activities (2010) applied since January,
Ist 2001,

C-Mining and quarrying,

include the sections:
D-Manufacturing and

industry activities

E-Electricity, gas, steam supply and air conditioning.
Production is shown according to the Nomenclature of
industrial products, which includes industrial products
and services classified by activities where they are
produced. Stocks of finished goods in industry are taken
as end-month balance.

The data on the sales and purchase of the products
of agriculture, forestry and fishing are collected by the
regular monthly surveys and include: the sales of the own
production range of enterprises and cooperatives and the
purchase from family holdings that authorized
organizations make for further sales and processing. The
indices at constant prices are obtained by dividing the
indices at current prices by the respective price indices of
agricultural products.

Hours of work done at construction sites include
working hours of workers engaged at construction sites
during the regular working time and overtime work, for
all the workers in legal and physical persons engaged in
construction (section F, CA 2010), as well as in the legal
units that undertake construction activity and are in
composition of non-construction business subject.

The data on realized turnover in retail trade in section 47
of CA (2010) by months, present the turnover estimate on the
basis of regular monthly statistical survey conducted on the
sample. All big and middle-sized legal persons, registered in
the section 47 of CA are covered (“Official Gazette of RS”,
no. 54/2010), while small enterprises are selected by the
random sample method. The sample also includes a certain
number of legal persons that are registered in other sections of
activities, but are engaged in retail trade activity (section 47)
as well.

The realized turnover of retail trade presents the value of
sold goods of all enterprises (legal entities and unincorporated
enterprises) that sold (delivered) goods to end users, i.e. to the
population for personal and household consumption and use,
as well as to legal and physical persons for supporting their
activities. The turnover of legal persons is obtained by regular
monthly statistical survey, and the turnover of unincorporated
enterprises by VAT returns from the Tax Administration. By
definition, the turnover of goods in retail trade falls into
division 47 of CA (2010) except retail trade of motor vehicles,
motorcycles and parts. The indices at constant prices are
obtained by dividing the indices at current prices by the
respective indices of consumer prices from which are
excluded: water (from public utilities systems), electricity and
motor vehicles, motorcycles and parts). Monthly data are
corrected based on the results of the quarterly statistical
survey (for the set of legal persons) and processed VAT
returns (for the set unincorporated enterprises).

The turnover in catering trade stands for the value of
performed catering services that comprise the services of
accommodation, food, drinks, as well as the other
services usually performed in catering trade. The
catering trade turnover indices at constant prices are
obtained by dividing the turnover index at current prices
by the price index of catering services.

The data on tourist arrivals and overnight stays are
obtained on the basis of regular monthly survey of all
catering and other organizations that offer the services of
accommodation or mediate in offering these services.
Tourist is each person that stays one night at least in a
catering or some other facility for accommodation,
outside the place of usual residence.

The physical volume indices of transport services are
calculated on the basis of weighted passenger and ton
kilometers of each transport branch particularly and by
the reduction of these to so called reduced synthetic
passenger/ton kilometers.

Data on Serbia's international trade in goods were
derived from the Single Customs Documents — SCD (The
Customs Law: RS Official Gazette, No 18/2010),
processed and published by the RSO and applying the
UN methodology (International Merchandise Trade
Statistics — Concepts and Definitions 2010; UN, 2011).

Export value is expressed in f.o.b. terms (free on
board), whereas imports is expressed in c.if. terms (cost,
insurance, freight). As of 1 January 2010, a new revised
Standard International Trade Classification — SITC
Rev. 4 is used. The RSO published comparable data
under the new classifications for 2005 and 2006. Data
are published according to the new methodology and
classification as of January 2007.

Average net wages and salaries of the employees,
(according to the methodology applied by the Statistical
Office of the Republic of Serbia) are wages and salaries -
gross, taxes and contributions deducted. Employees’
gross wages and salaries — wages realized by employees
for work done and time spent at work, augmented wages,
remunerations and other incomes. According to the Law
on Changes and Amendments to the Labor Relations
("Official Gazette of RS" No. 28/2001.), of 1/6/2001 the
salaries of the employees are recorded on the gross
calculation basis.

Industrial producer prices are prices at which
industrial producers sell their products to buyers in
domestic market, in largest quantities, loaded free on rail
or truck where the producer is located, or the prices
based on which the producer deals with other producers
or trade companies. These prices include producer
subsidies, but deduct commercial rebates, discounts, cash
discounts and similar reductions offered by the seller.
The list includes for around 1500 products from 29 areas
of industrial production. The selection of industrial
manufacturers is made on the basis of data on their share
in the total value of industrial production. Products for
monitoring of prices are selected from each industrial
area, with the highest sale in the domestic and foreign
market.

Inflation is calculated based on changes in consumer
prices in the Republic of Serbia according to the
appropriate method for calculating the overall price
index. Included are products and services purchased and
used in personal consumption of the population, and the
list of products and services covered is updated annually.
Consumer prices are a measure of average change in the
price of a standard basket of goods and services
purchased by households to meet their needs. The
weights used reflect the composition of household
consumption. Prices are screened at selected major
towns/market centers in RS (retail outlets, markets,
handicraft shops, public service providers etc.). Data in
the table are presented according to derived classes of
products and services defined by the EUROSTAT in
accordance  with  the internationally  accepted
Classification of individual consumption by purpose,
adapted to the Harmonized index of consumer prices of
the European Union and the euro area (COICOP/HICP
classification).

Prices of catering services are the consumer prices
applied for certain meals, i.e. food and beverages and the
price of overnight stay is the price paid by a guest for one
overnight stay. Statisticians collect the prices of catering
services once a month in towns that are big market and
tourist centers of the Republic of Serbia. The survey on
prices is collected in about 85 selected catering facilities
with the biggest turnover.

Nominal monetary aggregate — money supply M1 is
presented as a monthly balance and is defined as the sum
of cash money in circulation and deposit money. Deposit
money covers resources on gyro and current accounts
and resources of local self~management units with
unlimited payments.

Nominal monetary aggregate — money supply M2 is
presented as a monthly balance and is defined as the sum
of money supply M1 and other time deposits in RSD
(short-term and long-term).

Nominal monetary aggregate — money supply M3 is
presented as a monthly balance and is defined as the sum
of money supply M2 and long-term foreign currency
deposits (excluding old foreign currency savings).

Foreign currency reserves include monetary gold,
special draft rights, foreign currency and effective
foreign money, as well as foreign securities. Here
included are also the credits with the IMF.

The Balance of Payments of the Republic of Serbia is
a systematic presentation of the value of foreign
economic transactions of Serbian residents over a
specific period of time. In accordance with the Law on
the NBS, the Law on Official Statistics, the Law on
Foreign Exchange Operations and other regulations in
the area of foreign exchange operations, the NBS is
tasked with the compilation of the balance of payments
and monitoring of its execution. The balance of payments
is compiled using the IMF's methodology (Balance of
Payments Manual, Fifth edition, IMF, 1993). Data are
published on a monthly basis, in EUR million (in the
Statistical Bulletin) and in USD million (on the NBS
website). The value of transactions is recalculated from
original currencies into the reporting currency by
applying the official middle exchange rates of the NBS on
the transaction date.

The main data sources for the balance of payments
are as follows: Foreign trade statistics Communication
issued by the RSO; Reports on international payment
transactions (PPI) of banks and the NBS; Reports on
the NBS credit-financial transactions; USSPO reports
submitted by banks NBS reports on changes in its
foreign exchange reserves and foreign exchange
reserves of banks and reports on the balance of foreign
currency savings of households.

In the analytical presentation of balance of payments
main components are classified: Current Account,
Capital Transactions and Financial Transactions.

Goods

Data on the value of export and import of goods are
obtained from customs declarations. In compliance with
the methodology for recording foreign trade
transactions, the RSO publishes data on export of goods
according to the f.0.b. parity and import of goods
according to the c.if. parity (costs of insurance and
Jreight included). As the NBS performs data adjustment,
in line with the IMF's recommendations on recording the
flow of goods in the balance of payments, data on the
export and import of goods (items 1.1. and 1.2) in the BP
table are not identical to data on commodity exchange
provided by the RSO.

Services

Data on the export (item 2.1) and import of services
(item 2.2) are obtained from statistics on international
payments transactions (ITRS — International Transaction
Reporting System), performed through banks and the
NBS. They include the following: a) Travel (including
services relating to healthcare and education). Data on
unregistered inflow and outflow in respect of travel are
estimated based on statistical communications of the
RSO on the number and overnight stays of foreign
tourists, survey on the number and overnight stays of
residents abroad and data on the number of nonresident
pupils and students, data of the Ministry for Foreign
Affairs on the number of diplomatic-consular and other
representative offices in the country and number of
employed nonresidents, data of the Ministry of the
Interior, as well as an estimate of visits made by
nonresidents- our workers abroad; b) Transport is
divided by form of transport (air, sea, railway, road,
inland waterway, other) and type of services provided
(freight, passenger, other). Adjustment is made for
transport outflow (freight transport) for the c.i.f./f.0.b.
difference, relating to transport services provided by
nonresidents; c¢) Other services include construction
services, insurance services, communications services,
financial services, computer and information services,
cultural and personal services, etc.

Income (receiptsfitems 4.1 and expenditure/items 4.2)
The income account includes four main groups:

Income from FDI;
Income from portfolio investment and other investment

Compensation of employees;

(interest on short — and long-term credit). The source of
data here is ITRS. Income from foreign direct investment
includes reinvested earnings — obtained by processing
reporting forms that the banks submit directly to the

Current transfers regarding income present the total
value of foreign remittance received and the effective
foreign currencies deposits at the foreign currency
accounts of the residents with domestic banks and the
external remittances to the foreign currency accounts of
non-residents. Regarding the expenditure side of current
transfers, the total currency (of residents) outflow is
presented.

Donations (official transfers — international aid and
grants) are presented on the basis of the external
payment traffic statistics and the report of the MFRS.

Financial transactions

linclude foreign direct investments, short-term and
long—term credits, short-term credits and deposits. Net
direct foreign investments include the money investments
of foreign capital in our national enterprises and banks,
domestic capital investments in foreign enterprises and
banks, the payments received for the sold (capital) shares
in other enterprise, the purchase and sale of real estates
in the country or abroad and the investments in form of
commodities. Net middle—term and long—term credits
include the data of the statistics of external credit
relations of the NBS, which are based on the concluded
credit contracts registered with the NBS and the
payments due according to these credits. Net short—term
credits and deposits include the data of the external
payment traffic statistics and comprise the credits of the
NBS and the other bank credits payable up to one year.
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
