Basic principles of compiling
the statistical yearbook

Introductory notes

Statistical data in the Yearbook are a selection of basic data from more
than 200 statistical surveys that have been carried out during the year.
This variety is meant to meet the need of the wide public for statistical
data and of international comparability. Detailed data on all fields subject
to statistical surveying are available in the library, i.e. website of the

Office (www.stat.gov.rs).

Methodological explanations

Every chapter contains methodological explanations segmented as
follows: sources and methods of data collection,
coverage and data comparability and definitions. Detailed
methodologies published in the edition “Methodologies and Standards”
can be accessed on the website of the Office
(http://webrzs.stat.gov.rs/WebSite/Public/PageView.aspx?pKey=288).

Data sources

Data published in the Yearbook reflect the results of regular statistical
surveys, censuses and surveys from the Statistical Survey Program
brought by the National Assembly. Besides data collected by the
Statistical Office, the Yearbook contains also the results of other
producers of official statistics and from administrative sources: National
Bank of Serbia, Ministry of Finance, Republic Hydro-Meteorological
Service, Republic Seismological Office of Serbia, Republic Geodetic
Authority, Ministry of Justice, Ministry of the Interior, National
Employment Service, National Health Insurance Fund, Republic Pension
and Disability Insurance Fund, Geographical Institute in Belgrade,
Military Geographical Institute, Institute for Nature Conservation of

Serbia, etc., with obligatory quoting the source.

Coverage and comparability

In methodological explanations particularly emphasized is whether
surveys are carried out on full coverage or are sample-based.

Data are comparable in most of tables. However, some series are not
fully comparable with data published previously for reason of changes in
classifications, nomenclatures and methodologies.

Starting from 1999, the Statistical Office of the Republic of Serbia has
not at disposal and may not provide available certain data relative to AP
Kosovo and Metohia, and therefore these data are not included in the
coverage for the Republic of Serbia (total). More detailed information on
the mentioned issue can be obtained in methodological notes contained
in particular chapters of the Yearbook.

This publication contains only the data on AP Kosovo and Metohia that
are not subject to time changes, such as particular geographical data on
natural and cultural resources, etc.

Data presentation technique

The first number in table title refers to the chapter; the second (after the
dot) is the ordinal number of the table within the chapter.

The totals are not always equal to the sum of individual data due to the
rounding of numbers.

Geographical review and climate

TOPOGRAPHY

Sources and methods of data collection

Data on the total land area of the Republic of Serbia and municipali-
ties/towns municipalities and towns have been obtained from the Re-
public Geodetic Authority.

Data on lakes, navigable rivers and canals were obtained from the
Geographical Faculty of the University of Belgrade.

Data on the geographic coordinates (defined in sections 1:100 000), as
well as data on mountain peaks are given on the basis of the documen-
tation of the Military-Geographical Institute.

Data on established state borders have been taken over from the border
documentation available in the Borders Service of the Ministry of For-
eign Affairs of the Republic of Serbia.

Data on earthquakes are obtained from Seismological Survey of the
Republic of Serbia.

Coverage

The land area (88 499 km2) data relates to the total territory of the Re-
public of Serbia and should be considered as provisional.

As the State border has not been contractually established for its full
length and correction of the quality of the digital cadastre plans is under
way, it is still not possible to take over final data on certain land area of
municipalities/town municipalities. The border length data should be
used provisionally because the borders towards the republics of the
former SFRY were only administrative i.e. not marked or mathematically
defined.

CLIMATE

Sources of data

Main meteorological data were taken over from the Republic Hydrome-
teorological Service of Serbia. Monitoring, recording and collection of
these data are carried out through Republic Hydro-meteorological Ser-
vice stations according to the Rulebook on Establishing the Activities of
the Networks and Activity Program of Meteorological and Hydrological
Stations.

Definitions

Atmospheric pressure is expressed in hPa and reduced to 0 9C. Rela-
tive humidity is expressed in percents (%). Temperature data relate to
monthly averages obtained through daily recordings at 7.00 a.m., 2.00
p.m. and 9.00 p.m. local time, according to the formula:

The annual average value is calculated by the same method. The pre-
cipitation data relate to monthly and annual amounts of precipitation
expressed in mm in a selected station. The number of rainfall and snow-
fall days shows the days in which at least 0,1 mm of precipitation was
recorded. The cloudiness data are the result of measurement by the
scale 0-10, where 0 indicates completely clear and 10 completely over-
cast condition.

Wind velocity data are the result of measurement by the Beaufort scale
ranging from 0-12, where 0 indicates calm and 12 hurricane winds.

Statistical Yearbook of the Republic of Serbia 2022 Population

Population

Population censuses are the main source of statistical data on the total
number, territorial distribution and major characteristics of individuals
and households in the Republic of Serbia.

Censuses have a very long tradition in our areas, with origins in far 1834
when the first census was carried out on the then-territory of Serbia, in
the modern meaning of the term.

After World War I, eight censuses were carried out in the Republic of
Serbia in: 1948, 1953, 1961, 1971, 1981, 1991, 2002 and 2011.

The number of population is estimated in the inter-censual period for
every year, including the census year. Thus, in 2021 the population of
the Republic of Serbia is estimated to 6 834 326. The rate of population
growth to the previous year is negative and amounts to -9.4 per 1000
inhabitants.

According to vital statistics in 2021 the rate of natural increase was -
10.9%o, that of live births 9.1%o and of mortality 20.0%o.

Since 1999, the Statistical Office of the Republic of Serbia does not dis-
pose of certain data for AP Kosovo and Metohia, therefore they are not
contained in the data coverage for the Republic of Serbia (total).

All relevant indicators on population, as well as population estimates are
calculated on the basis of data shown in that way.

In the period from 2011 to 2021, the number of population decreased by
402 193 and the average annual growth rate was -5.2 per 1000 inhabit-
ants. In the same period, the proportion of the population aged under 15
and over 65 in the total population ranged as follows: the percentage of
young people (0-14) remained on almost the same level, 14.4% and in
2011 and 14.3% in 2021, while the percentage of the population aged 65
and over increased from 17.3% (2011) to 21.3% (2021). The population
aged 15-64 decreased, from 68.3% (2011) to 64.4% (2021).

The average age of the population in the Republic of Serbia increased
from 42.1 years (2011) to 43.5 (2021).

The average life expectancy of male and female population in the Re-
public of Serbia has been extended in period 2011-2019, from 71.9 years
to 73.1 years for men and from 77.0 to 78.3 years for women) However,
in the period 2020 - 2021, due to ilinesses that can be related to COVID
19, a shorter life expectancy was recorded compared to 2019 for both
sexes, so that it is 70.0 years for men and 75.6 years for women.

Birth rate was in 2011 was 9.0%o and in 2021 9.1%o. The share of women
in the fertile period in the total population decreased from 22.6% (2011)
to 21,7% (2021). The average age of the mother at birth of the first live
born child went up from 27.5 years (2011) to 28.7 years (2021), while this
ratio at birth of live born children (total) is 28.7 (2011) i.e. 30.1 (2021).

Mortality rate rose from 14.2 to 20.0 deaths per 1000 inhabitants. The
leading causes of death are circulatory diseases, and the diseases that
can be related to COVID - 19 and neoplasms, with both men and
women.

Infant mortality was significantly reduced from 6.3 to 4.7 infant deaths
per 1000 live births.

Total fertility rate is below the threshold of simple reproduction, and in
the last ten years it was from 1.4 children (2011) to 1.52 (2021) children
per a woman

Depopulation tendencies of the population with negative growth and neg-
ative natural increase were recorded in Vojvodina at the end of 1980s,
and in the rest of Serbia, at the beginning of the 1990s.

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The ongoing depopulation is the main feature of the projected movement
of population in the Republic of Serbia over 2011-2041. Namely, accord-
ing to each of the five projection variants, the population of Serbia would
be lower in 2041 than in 2011, and Serbia would be a typical region with
negative natural increase. Population would get older demographically
so that in thirty years, the proportion of persons older than 65 would in-
crease from 17% to 24%. At the end of the projection period almost every
fourth resident would be older than 65 years, and the rate of demographic
dependency of older people during the projection period would increase
from 25% to 39%.

Statistics of marriages recorded in 2021 an increase of 38.8% in the num-
ber of concluded marriages, when compared to 2020, i.e. increase from
23 599in 2020 to 32 757 marriages registered in 2021. The average age
at the moment of marriage for women is 31 years and for men the age of
34.

In 2021, the number of divorces increased by 12.7% in relation to the
previous year, amounting to 9 790 divorces. The average age at divorce
for women was 41 years and for men 45 years. The average duration of
divorced marriage in 2021 was 13.7 years.

In the period 2011-2021, the number of concluded marriages saw a de-
crease per 1000 inhabitants. In 2021, 4.8 marriages were concluded per
1000 inhabitants, which is less than the number of marriages in the cen-
sus year 2011, when 4.9 marriages were concluded per 1000 inhabit-
ants. In the period 2011-2021, the number of divorces per 1000 inhabit-
ants in 2021 increased, amounting to 1.4 in relation to 2011, when it
amounted to 1.1 divorce per 1000 inhabitants.

Coverage

The Census of Population, Households and Dwellings 1991 was not
completely carried out in the municipalities of Bujanovac and Presevo
within the Central Serbia, neither on the territory of Kosovo and Metohija,
due to the boycott of the majority of Albanian.

The Census of Population, Households and Dwellings 2002 was carried
out on the territories of Central Serbia and autonomous province of Voj-
vodina, but not in the area of Kosovo and Metohia due to lack of condi-
tions to this end.

The 2011 Census was not conducted on the territory of the AP Kosovo
and Metohija. In the municipalities of PreSevo and Bujanovac there was
under coverage of the census units owing to the boycott by most of the
members of the Albanian ethnic community.

Starting with the 1953 Census, the data quality control has been carried
out through a post enumeration survey. According to available results in
1971, 1981, 1991 and 2002 census the number of persons and house-
holds was undercounted for less than 2% and the number of dwellings
for less than 3%. According to the results of the Census 2011 Post Enu-
meration Survey, number of persons was overcounted for 1.5% and
number of households for 1.9% while the number of dwellings was un-
dercounted for 0.5%.

According to the results of data control of vital statistics, carried out by
sampling method at the end of 1955 and over 1967-1970, almost full
coverage of all vital events has been achieved.

Birth statistics includes live births and stillbirths. Mortality statistics in-
cludes all death occurrences.

Marriage statistics includes all legal marriages, i.e. marriages recorded
into the marriages register. Divorce statistics includes marriages dis-
solved by court order of a competent court.

Statistical Yearbook of the Republic of Serbia 2022 Population

According to the regulations on keeping registers, all births, deaths and
marriages are required to be recorded in registers of the territory on
which they have occurred, whether the respective persons reside or not
on that territory. The data are reclassified after the processing, so the
results are shown by the permanent residence place of the newborn’s
mother, deceased person, bridegroom and in the case of dissolved mar-
riages, according to the last joint residence place.

Definitions
Definitions used in the Census:

Population. When using census results, one need to know that definitions
of resident, i.e. total population, which were used in censuses after World
War Il are not fully comparable. Namely, in censuses with Census 1991
included the resident population covered not only the population in the
country, but also that on temporary work abroad and family members
living with them.

In the Census 2002, total population of the Republic of Serbia included
our citizens who worked, i.e. stayed abroad less than a year, as well as
foreigners who worked or stayed in our country one year or more.

According to international recommendations, in the Census 2011, the
concept “usually resident population” was applied for the first time to es-
tablish total number of population of an area. According to this concept,
a resident of a place is a person who is spending alone (in the case of
single households) or with the members of her/his household the major
part of her/his time, i.e. daily/night rest, regardless where is her/his reg-
istered place of residence. Therefore, the total population of a selected
place includes persons who lived in it continuously for at least a year
before the critical moment of the census, as well as those who lived in it
less than 12 months, but who intended to stay for at least a year.

Persons who were temporarily (briefly) absent at the critical moment of
the census from the place of usual residence for vacation, business trip,
health, etc. are included in the total resident population of the place.

Persons who fled the territories of the former republics of the SFRY and
internally displaced persons from AP Kosovo and Metohija are included
in total population, according to the same rules.

Household is every family or other people community of persons who live
together and share their living expenses (habitation, food etc).

Household is also any person who lives alone and is not member of an-
other household, whether living in a separate or sharing a housing unit,
in a single-person accommodation or as a tenant (i.e. single household).

Family is a union consisting of a marital or consensual couple, or parents
(both or one) and their children. Thereby, a child is any person, regard-
less of the age and marital status, who lives in a household with one or
with both parents and does not have a marital/consensual partner or
histher own child in that household.

The data for the families of the consensual couple without children and
for the consensual couple with children were shown separately for the
first time in the 2011 Census. In the previous censuses these data were
shown aggregately with the data for the families of the marital couple
without children and the marital couple with children.

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Age. Data on a person’s age are shown in completed years of age,
meaning for example that the age interval 20-24 comprises persons who
have turned 20, 21, 22, 23 and 24 old, including those who are over 24,
but have not turned 25.

Ethnicity, religion and mother tongue. Data on ethno-cultural character-
istics of population have been collected on the basis of free and open
declaration of persons about their ethnicity, religion and mother tongue.
Data for children under 15 years of age have been given by parents,
adoptive parents, i.e. guardians. The answer as to the religion is the re-
sult of individual's conviction based on her/his comprehension of religion,
thus what mattered was the identification with the religion, but not the
membership of a religion. Mother tongue is the language first spoken in
early childhood, i.e. if several languages were spoken in the household,
itis the language that the person considered to be her/his mother tongue.

Highest educational level. Highest educational attainment is the school
which a person completed, attaining this way her/his highest educational
level. Data on completed school relate exclusively to education attained
in the official educational system, so that education attained in the scope
of nonstandard programmes, i.e. informal education (various types of
courses organised by workers’ universities, people’s universities, efc.) is
not counted. Persons who earned master and doctoral degree are shown
in the group tertiary education.

Data on the highest educational level are shown only for the population
aged 15 or over.

Literacy. Data on population literacy in post-war censuses are presented
only for the population aged 10 or over. Literate persons comprise pupils
of elementary schools and upper elementary schools, persons not at-
tending school but having more than three grades of elementary school,
as well as persons without school but with 1-3 grades of elementary
school who claim being able to read and write a text related to everyday
life, irrespective of the language and alphabet.

Computer literacy. Data on computer literacy are presented only for the
population age 15 and over. Computer literate persons are persons who
know how to perform four basic computer activities, being: text pro-
cessing, tabulation, sending and receiving e-mails, and web browsing.
Persons with partial computer skills are persons who know how to per-
form one, two or three computer activities, but not all the four above.
Persons without computer skills are presented in the category Computer
illiterate persons.

Legal marital status. Data on the legal marital status refer to the formal,
legal marital status of persons. Answers to this question were provided
by all the respondents, including those who live in consensual unions.
Data on the legal marital status are presented for persons aged 15 and
over.

Disability. The contingent of persons with disability includes persons who
indicated having a lot of limitations or are totally disabled to perform eve-
ryday activities due to at least one of the mentioned problems (seeing,
hearing, walking, remembering/concentration, self-care, communica-
tion).

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For children less than 15 years of age, as well as for the persons who
could not provide the response to questions about functioning and social
integration independently (e.g., problems with hearing and speech, de-
mentia, etc.), the response was given by a parent, guardian or some
other adult member of household.

Economic activity. In the Census 2011 (and the Census 2002), the con-
cept of current activity was used. Based on the economic activity, the
total population was classified into economically active and not econom-
ically active persons.

Economically active population (,Jabour force®) comprises persons who
perform an occupation and the unemployed.

The contingent of persons who perform an occupation comprises per-
sons aged 15 and over who performed in the week before the census a
job that was paid or would be paid (in cash or in kind), whether the person
had a formal and legal employment contract, oral agreement with the
employer or performed independently a job, as well as persons who had
a job, but were for objective reasons not able to perform it in the refer-
ence week because of illiness, holiday or vacation, strike or lock-out, etc.

Unemployed persons comprise persons aged 15 and over who did not
work in the reference week, but were actively seeking employment and
were willing to start working if a job would be offered to them within two
weeks in relation to the ,critical moment of the census".

Not economically active population comprises persons who, in the week
before the census, did not seek employment nor had the opportunity to
start working within two weeks if a job would be offered.

The category of retired persons comprises not economically active per-
sons who acquired pension rights, whether it is an old-age, disability,
survivors' or farmers' pension.

The category of children and pupils/students comprises aggregate data
for persons aged under the official minimal limit for the economic activity,
as well as persons aged 15 and over who attend full-time or part-time
school and who are not economically active nor are recipients of a survi-
vors' pension.

The category of homemakers (persons engaged only in household duties
in their own home) comprises persons who are most of their time en-
gaged in household duties in their own home.

The category Other comprises persons who cannot be classified in any
of the above categories of not economically active population (e.g. chil-
dren aged over 14 not attending school and not seeking work, persons
incapable of work, etc.), as well as not active persons who receive in-
come from property such as rents, royalties, etc.

Occupation. The data on occupation refer to the type of work which the
economically active persons aged 15 and over performed in the week
prior to the census. Persons are classified by occupation into 10 basic
groups of occupations and the category “unknown occupation.” Each
group of occupations is defined by the type of work (tasks) the persons
performed and by their qualifications.

Industry. The industry represents the type of production or activity carried
out by the enterprise, shop, institution, cooperative, private shop (crafts,
trade, catering, etc.) at which the person works. In the 2011 Census data
on the activity were collected for active persons aged 15 and over who
perform an occupation. Persons are classified by activity into 21 activity
sections and the category “unknown activity.”

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Migratory characteristics. The data on the autochthonous and migrant
population by the territory from which they moved to the current place of
usual residence are shown. The contingent of autochthonous includes
persons who live from birth in the place of permanent residence, i.e. they
have never moved. Identification of both contingents was enabled by a
question on whether the person has been living continuously from birth
in the place of permanent residence. For all persons who have moved
within the Republic of Serbia, data on the settlement and the municipality
from which the person moved to the current place of residence was col-
lected, and for the persons who have immigrated from abroad, only the
name of the country from which they had moved was collected.

Daily migrations. Daily migrants are those persons who work or go to
school/university outside the place of their usual residence, but who re-
turn on a daily basis or several times a week. It is also considered that a
person goes back to the place of her/his usual residence in the case
when she/he is absent from work due to the nature of the job, that is,
when has a 24-hour shift or even two-day shift of 48 hours (e.g., in traf-
fic/transportation, health and some other services). The identification of
the daily migrants’ category was enabled by answering the questions on
the place of work/attending school/university, as well as on the frequency
of returning to the place of usual residence (daily, weekly or less fre-
quent).

A live born is a child who showed any sign of life after birth (such as:
breathing and/or heart beating) even during the briefest time, regardless
of mother's pregnancy duration.

A stillborn is a child born or removed from mother's body showing no
sign of life, provided that pregnancy lasted at least 28 weeks.

Birth medical attendance means that birth was assisted by a physician
or a graduated midwife. All previously live born children (legitimate and
illegitimate) are taken into consideration when determining the birth order
of live born.

Cause of death. Data on cause of death are based on the concept of
underlying cause of death. Underlying cause of death has been defined
as "(a) the disease or injury which initiated the train of morbid events
leading directly to death, or (b) the circumstances of the accident or vio-
lence which produced the fatal injury". Data about the underlying cause
of death are classified by International Statistical Classification of Dis-
eases and Related Health Problems, 10th Revision.

Index of population ageing by sex is a significant indicator the value of
which points out the demographic process of population ageing: index of
ageing under 20 index points shows that population is extremely young,
and that over 40 index points indicates that population is old. It is esti-
mated on the basis of the ratio between the number of inhabitants by sex
aged 60 and over and the appropriate number of inhabitants aged from
0to 19.

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Results of the Census 2011

After World War I, eight censuses were carried out on the territory of
Republic of Serbia, each growing more complex than the previous ones.
In addition to the main data on the number of population (from the level
of the smallest special unit, via the unit of settlements and municipalities
to the State level), censuses secured data on age, gender, education,
economic and other structures of the population, on the size and family
composition of households, etc. Therefore, censuses depict population
in figures without which there is no efficient planning, economic develop-
ment, social policy, administrative activities nor scientific research in the
Republic of Serbia.

Census data from 1948 to 1981 refer to the whole territory of the Republic
of Serbia, while censuses 1991. 2002 and 2011 do not contain data for
AP Kosovo and Metohija.

The results of the Census 2011 show that the average population density
in the Republic of Serbia is 92.6 inhabitants per 1 km2; however, intrare-
gional population distribution is rather unequal. The population density of
513 inhabitants/km? in Beogradski region is five times higher than that in
other regions of the Republic of Serbia. On the other hand, Region Juzne
i Istocne Srbije with 60 inhabitants/km2 is has the smaller population den-
sity.

In the period between two last censuses (2002-2011), there was a de-
crease in total number of population of the Republic of Serbia of 4.1% (-
311 139 persons), which is primarily the result of a negative natural in-
crease and emigration of our citizens abroad.

The population of Serbia is getting older. The average age in Serbia, as
shown in Census 2011, is 42.2 years, thus ranking Serbia among coun-
tries with deep demographic age both in Europe and the rest of the world.
The main feature of the age-gender structure of the population in the
Republic of Serbia is that men prevail in the youth, i.e. women in the
middle-aged and aged population. Region Juzne i Istocne Srbije is the
“oldest” region where 27% of inhabitants are over 60.

Ethnically, the Republic of Serbia is a multinational community. In addi-
tion to Serbs (83.3%), the most numerous are Hungarians (mostly in Re-
gion Vojvodine), then Roma people (Region Juzne i Istocne Srbije and
Region Vojvodine) and the Bosniaks (mainly in Region Sumadije i Za-
padne Srbije). More than six million inhabitants of the Republic of Serbia
are Orthodox (84.6% of total population). The Catholic religion ranges
second as to the membership 350 thousands (5%), and the religion of
Islam third with more than 220 thousands believers (3%). Almost 90%
(88.1%) of the population of the Republic of Serbia considers the Serbian
language as their mother tongue; the second language is Hungarian
(3.4%), then Bosnian (1.9%) and the Roma language (1.4%).

Literacy and educational level are the main concepts to be taken into
consideration in the analysis of the population educational structure.

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Of total number of population of the Republic of Serbia aged over 15,
48.9% have completed secondary school, while one over six inhabitants
has attained tertiary education. Among persons who have completed
secondary school men are the most numerous, but among persons who
have attained tertiary education women prevail over men. If the common
share of persons with secondary, high and higher education is taken as
the indicator of educational level, one can notice that the major part
(28,5%) live in Beogradski region, and the smallest in Region Juzne i
Istocne Srbije (19,3%).

In the Republic of Serbia, 34.2% of persons aged 15 and over are com-
puter literate, while 14.8% are partially literate, meaning that they know
how to perform one of the basic computer activity (text processing, tab-
ulation, sending/receiving e-mails and web browsing), but not the all four.
Observed by sex, among computer literate persons the share of men and
women is almost equal (50.4% of men and 49.6% of women), while
among illiterate persons the share of women is higher than that of men
(54% and 46% respectively).

Observed by marital status, slightly more than a half of persons aged 15
and more are married (55%). About 28% of persons have never been
married, one over nine persons is widowed, while one over twenty citi-
zens of the Republic of Serbia aged 15 and over is divorced.

In the Republic of Serbia, persons with disability make 8% of the total
population. The average age of those persons is about 67 years.
Observed by sex, the share of women with disability is higher (58.2%)
than that of men (41.8%). The largest percentage of persons with disa-
bility is in Region Juzne i Istocne Srbije (9.4%), and the smallest in Be-
ogradski region (5.9%).

Less than a half of the population of the Republic of Serbia is economi-
cally active (41.3%), whereby the share of male labour force (57.2%)
prevails over the female (42.8%).

The share of persons who perform an occupation in the total population
aged 15 and over , i.e. the employment rate is 37.4%, being higher in
men (44.9%) than in women 30.5%). The highest percentage was rec-
orded in Beogradski region (41.6%), and the lowest in Region Juzne i
Istocne Srbije (34.0%).

In the Republic of Serbia, the unemployment rate, i.e. the share of un-
employed persons in total economically active population is 22.4%. The
unemployment rate in women (23.6%) is somewhat higher than in men
(21.6%). The lowest unemployment rate has been recorded in Beograd-
ski region (17.9%), and the highest in Region Juzne i Istocne Srbije
(27.3%).

The rate of not economically active, representing the share of the not
economically active population (aged 15 and over) in total population
aged 15 and over, is 51.8% for the Republic of Serbia. Observed by sex,
that rate is lower in men (42.8%) than in women 60.1%). The lowest un-
employment rate has been recorded in Beogradski region (49.4%), and
the highest in Region Juzne i Istocne Srbije (53.3%).

The most economically active persons in the Republic of Serbia are
those who perform some of the occupations from the groups “Techni-
cians and associate professionals” (16.2%), “Service and sales workers”
(16.1 %) and “Professionals and artists” (14.8%). The least is the share
of persons who perform any occupation from groups “Armed forces oc-
cupations” (0,9%), “Managers” (2,5%) and “Clerical support workers”
(7,3%).

As regard immigration, the largest share is that of the population that has
moved to the settlement of residence from another area (17.1%), then
from another settlement of the same municipality (9.7%). The share of
immigrated population from the former SFRY republics is 9.6%).

Observed in absolute numbers, most of immigrated population live in Re-
gion Vojvodina (about 892 000), while Region Juzna i Istocna Srbija has
the smallest number of immigrated people (about 645 000).

More than 900 000 employees, as well as pupils and students in the Re-
public of Serbia (14.6% of the total number of population aged 15 and
over) leave every day their place of permanent residence for reasons of
work or studies. In daily migrations, the share of persons performing an
occupation away from the place of permanent residence is twice larger
than the share of pupils/students. Observed by region, the largest share
of daily migrants has been recorded in Region Sumadija i Zapadna Srbija
(31.38%), and the smallest in Beogradski region (19.40%).

In the Republic of Serbia, in the Census of Population 2011 enumerated
were 2 487 886 households, and when compared to 1948 their number
has increased by about 1.7 times (index is 168.9). Over 1948 — 2002
there was continuous increase of households accompanied by constant
decrease of their average size: in 2002 an average household in the Re-
public of Serbia had for the first time less than three members.

In the last inter-censual period, a decrease of the total number of house-
holds has been recorded for the first time, and the results of the Census
2011 shows that the decreasing trend of the average household size has
continued.

According to the Census 2011, two-person households (every fourth
household, i.e. 25.6%) are the most numerous, followed by
one-person households with a share in the total number of households
of 22.3%, then by three-person households (19.2%) and four-person
households (18.3%).

The largest changes in the structure of households by the number of
members, between the 2002 and 2011 Censuses are noted with one-
person and four-person households. Namely, the share of one-person
households in the total number of households has increased from 20%
to 22.3%m while the share of four-person households has decreased
from 21.3% to 18.2%.

Observed by family composition, the most numerous are one-family
households of marital/consensual couples with children (every third
households, i.e. 36.4%), followed by one-person households, participat-
ing with 22.3% in the total number of households, then households of
marital/consensual couples without children (18.5%).

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Observed by region, one-family households of marital/consensual cou-
ples without children as well as of marital/consensual couples with chil-
dren are mostly recorded in Region Vojvodina (28.6% and 28.4%). In-
complete families are the least numerous in Region Juzna i Istocna
Srbija: the share of families only with mothers and children is 17.6%,
while that of families such as “Father with children” is 21.9%.

Multi-family households are most present in Region Sumadija i Zapadna
Srbija: every third two-family household (34.1%), i.e. every third house-
holds with three and more families (37.0%) is in this region. One-person
households are the most numerous in Region Vojvodina (29.6%), while
every third multi-member, non-family household (e.g. a household com-
posed of brother and sister) is in Beogradski region (34.4%).

Of the total 2 125 772 families in the Republic of Serbia, as recorded in
the 2011 Census, almost half (48.9%) belongs to the type “Couple with
children”, followed by families “Couple without children” (28.3%), and
“Mother with children (13.7%). However, the smallest share is that of
families of the type “Father with children” (3.6%), “Consensual couple
with children (3.2%) and “Consensual couple without children” (2.3%).

Household consumption expenditure

Due to the COVID-19 virus pandemic, the Statistical Office of the Repub-
lic of Serbia, in mid-March 2020, discontinued the conduction of the
“Household Budget Survey” in the field, and as the survey was not car-
ried out continuously throughout the whole year, there is no possibility to
publish the data for 2020.

In 2021, in the Republic of Serbia, the average monthly income in money
and in kind per household member (all households) amounted to RSD
26 667, which is an increase of 6.9% when compared to 2019 (RSD
24 955).

In 2021 households in urban area on average disposed of RSD
28 767monthly per household member (RSD 26 897 in 2019), and
households in other area disposed of RSD 23 666 per household mem-
ber (RSD 22 108 in 2019).

Of the total budget available, 96.7% makes income in money and 3.3%
makes income in kind. For households in urban area, money income
makes 99.5% and income in kind makes 0.5%, while for households from
other area this ratio is 91.7% to 8.3%.

The structure of the income in money and in kind has not significantly
changed if compared to 2019.

The largest share of income in money and in kind (all households) relates
to salaries and wages of the employed — 49.1%, and pensions — 32.6%,
and regarding households from urban area, 55.1% were income from
salaries and wages of the employed and share of pensions was 33.8%,
while referring to households from other area the share amounted to
38.7% and 30.7%, respectively.

The expenditures for individual consumption of households (all house-
holds) in the Republic of Serbia amounted to RSD 26 729 per household
member, presenting an increase by 6.8% in relation to 2019 (RSD 25 037
in 2019). Individual consumption expenditure of households from urban
area amounted to RSD 28 886 per member (RSD 26 999 in 2019), and
for households from other area it amounted to RSD 23 646 per house-
hold member (RSD 22 164 in 2019).

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The biggest share in the structure of individual consumption (expenditure
of households) related to food and non-alcoholic beverages (34.3%), fol-
lowed by expenditures for housing, water, electricity, gas and other fuels
(16.4%), as well as expenses for transport (9.1%). Regarding house-
holds in urban area, 33.7% related to expenditures for food and non-
alcoholic beverages, 16.3% to housing, water, electricity, gas and other
fuels and 8.7% to transport expenses; however, for households from
other area, this share equals 35.1%, 16.5% and 9.7%, respectively.

The structure of individual consumption of households in 2021 has not
significantly changed when compared to 2019.

Sources and methods of data collection

Data on income in money and in kind and consumption expenditure of
households have been obtained from Household Budget Survey, harmo-
nized with international standards and recommendations by Eurostat, In-
ternational Labour Organization (ILO) and UN, thus ensuring interna-
tional data comparability.

In addition to data on income and consumption expenditure, this survey
also compiles the data on main indicators of living standard (dwelling
conditions, supply with durable consumer goods, type of dwelling / house
heating, etc.), as well as the basic data related to demographic, eco-
nomic and socio-economic characteristics of households.

The survey applies the method of diary keeping and interview method
based on questionnaire.

Coverage

The survey included 6 108 households from the territory of the Republic
of Serbia (69%).

A survey unit is taken to be every one-member or several-member
household, selected according to the sample plan. A household is: a) a
community of persons, whose members live and prepare food together
and jointly spend the earned income; b) a single person, living, preparing
food and spending the earned income on his/her own.

In this survey, a two-stage stratified sample is applied with enumeration
districts as primary and households as secondary selection units. 370
households are interviewed every fifteen days, i.e. 8 856 households an-
nually.

Definitions
Income in money and in kind comprises income in money, money value

of natural consumption and receipts in kind, which were available to
households in the referent period.

Household income in money:
Salaries and wages cover the income from regular employment.

Other incomes comprise: overtime work pay, contract-based work pay,
author’s contract, etc.

Pensions (old-age, survivors’ and other) cover receipts on the basis of
pension and disability insurance and supplementary payments.

Social insurance related receipts include: social aid, supplements and

Other receipts include raised saving deposits, lending returns, decreased
cash amounts in households, refunded nationalized estates, life insur-
ance and real estate insurance premium, etc.

Household receipts in kind:

Earned receipts in kind include food, clothes, footwear, household ex-
penditures (electricity, phone, registration, car fuel, etc.), paid by em-
ployer.

Natural consumption comprises the value of products from own produc-
tion of households that are used for individual consumption (food, bever-
ages, fuel-wood, etc.)

Individual consumption of households is presented by COICOP classifi-
cation groups (Classification of individual consumption by purpose). Pub-
lished data refer to income in money and in kind and individual consump-
tion in 2021 and they present monthly average values by a household
member, expressed in RSD.

Data are published for all households — total, and for urban and other
areas separately.

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Labour market

The registered number of employees in the Republic of Serbia in legal
entities and unincorporated enterprises, with indefinite or fixed-term em-
ployment contract and in temporary or occasional employment, as well as
persons individually running business or being founders of enterprises or
entrepreneurs' shops amounted to 2 212 631 in 2021, presenting an in-
crease of 3.0% relative to 2020.

Since 2021, the methodology for the Labour Force Survey has been re-
vised and harmonised with the most recent Eurostat regulation.

The major change refers to definitions of the main population contingents
- employed, the unemployed and population outside the labour force (in
the previous methodology inactive population). Persons producing prod-
ucts and services exclusively for own consumption are excluded from the
contingent of employed population and are consequently included in the
unemployed and population outside the labour force.

As a result of this cited change the data from the Labour Force Survey
2021 are not comparable with the same data from the previous period. To
ensure comparability with data from previous years, major indicators from
the period 2010 — 2020 have been revised, and are available in the data-
base on the SORS website.

The text of the Yearbook contains the comparison of data from 2021 with
the revised ones from the previous year. As the volume of the revised
data is limited it is impossible to make in-depth structural analysis.

According to the Survey of Labour Force, the number of active persons
(labour force, composed of employed and unemployed persons)
amounted to 3 201 200 in 2021, and is higher by 4.1% relative to. 2020.
Activity rate was 54.7%, by 2.5 percentage point higher when com-
pared to the previous year. Looking at the regions in 2021, the highest
rate of active population was recorded in Region Beograd (57.6%), fol-
lowed by Region Sumadie i Zapadne Srbije and Region Vojvodine
(55.7% and 54.5%, respectively), while the lowest rate was recorded in
Region Juzne i Istoéne Srbije (50.5%). In 2021, the number of unem-
ployed persons totalled 352 400, while the unemployment rate was
11.0%, and is greater by 1.3 percentage points than in 2020. This rate in
women population was 12.1%, i.e. by 1,9 p.p. higher than the unemploy-
ment rate of men population (10.2%). Looking at the regions in 2021, the
lowest unemployment rate was recorded in Beogradski region (8.8%),
followed by Region Vojvodine (9.5%) and Region Sumadije i Zapadne
Srbije (12.6%). The worst situation was recorded in Region Juzne i
Istocne Srbije with the highest unemployment rate of 13.6%. The number
of employed persons in 2021 amounted to 2 848 800, and was bigger
by 2,6% relative to the previous year. Looking at the regions in 2021, the
lowest employment rate was recorded in Region Juzne i Istocne Srbije
(43.2%), and the highest one in Beogradski region (52.5%).

The average salary per employee in the Republic of Serbia, in 2021, com-
pared with 2020, registered a nominal increase of 9.4% and real increase
of 5.2%. The greatest salary increase in this period was recorded in the
sections: Information and communication (nominal increase of 19.4% and
real increase of 14.8%), Human health and social work activities (nominal
increase of 12.3% and real increase of 8.0%), Professional, scientific and
technical activities (nominal increase of 11.7%, and real increase of
7.4%). In this period salaries fell only in the section Electricity, gas, steam
and air conditioning supply (nominal decrease of 0.4% and real decrease

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Registered employment

Sources and methods of data collection

Data on the employed persons have been obtained by means of the Sur-
vey of registered employment, based on data combination from CRCSI
and SBR.

Data on employment and registered unemployment are taken over from
the national employment service.

Coverage

The survey of registered employment covers all payers of social security
contributions, the insured registered in the CRCSI, the persons insured
on the grounds of employment, the persons insured on the grounds of
performing temporary and occasional jobs, persons working under con-
tract, and persons insured on the grounds of running individually busi-
ness.

Data on employment and registered unemployment are taken over from
the national employment service.

Definitions

Employed include persons who have a formal contract of employment,
i.e. have an employment relationship with an employer for a limited or
unlimited period of time, and persons who perform temporary and occa-
sional jobs under a work contract or contract of temporary employment;
persons who run individually business or are founders of enterprises or
entrepreneur's shops, as well as persons who undertake agricultural ac-
tivities and are registered in the CRCSI.

The law on employment and insurance stipulates, in the case of unem-
ployment, in article 3, paragraph 1:"a person seeking employment in
terms of this law, shall be an unemployed person, employed person seek-
ing change of employment and any other person seeking employment”.

The law on employment and insurance, in the case of unemployment, in
article 2, paragraph 1 stipulates: “an unemployed person, in terms of this
law, shall be a person aged between 15 and the age eligible for retirement,
i.e. 65 years of age, capable and ready to start working, who has not entered
a contract of employment or exercised the right to work in any other way,
and who is on the unemployment register and is looking for an employment
actively”.

The concept unemployed person seeking employment for the first time
comprises persons who have not entered into employment before regis-
tering to the national employment service.

The concept unemployed person receiving money compensation com-
prises only the persons who, according to the decision of the national em-
ployment service, pursuant to the valid legal regulations, receive money
compensation for unemployed persons.

Labour force survey

Sources and methods of data collection

The Labour Force Survey serves to collect data on principal labour force
characteristics, based on which total labour force in our country is esti-
mated. Survey does not take into account formal status of the surveyed
persons, but the employment status is determined based on the real ac-
tivity that interviewed persons practiced in the respective week.

Unit of interview is any member of random selected household. The basic
socio-demographic data were collected for all members of the selected
households, however for the working activity we surveyed only persons
aged 15 and over.

Starting from 2015, LFS is envisaged to be implemented as a continuous
survey. Each week in a year is regarded as the observed, i.e. reference
week. The period of interview is anticipated to last two weeks after the

Coverage

The planned sample size for 2021 was 76 960 households in 76 696 enu-
meration areas.

On the other hand, realized sample size (i.e. interviewed number of
households) for 2021 amounted to 44 919 households.

Two-stage stratified random sample was used in the Survey. The enu-
meration areas were defined as primary, and households as secondary
sample units.

Definitions

Active population (labour survey) includes all employed and unemployed
persons.

Employed population include persons aged 15-89, who belonged, dur-
ing the reference week, to any of the following categories:

— Persons who performed work during the reference week, for at least
one hour for pay or profit, including unpaid family workers;

— Persons who have a job or business from which they were temporarily
absent during the whole reference week, but were linked to this job,
such as:

— Persons absent from work because of holidays, redistribution of work-
ing hours, sick leave, maternity leave, work-related training;

— Persons being on parental leave, whether receiving pay or benefits
from the work from which they are absent, or which parental leave is
expected to last up to 3 months;

— Seasonal workers outside season if they continue regularly to perform
tasks and duties related to the job or business from which they are
absent, excluding the fulfillment of legal and administrative obliga-
tions;

— Persons who did not work in the observed week for some other rea-
sons, and whose expected duration of absence is up to 3 months;

— Persons who produce agricultural products which the main part is des-
tined for sale or exchange (barter).

Persons who produce goods for own consumption, volunteers, persons
on unpaid training and persons involved in other form of labour, based on
the Resolution concerning statistics on work, employment and labour un-
derutilisation adopted in 2013 at the International Conference of Labour
Statisticians, are not included in the contingent of employed persons
based on these activities.

According to the Classification by Status in Employment employed
are distributed into: self-employed, employees and unpaid family workers.

Self-employed are persons who work independently in their own busi-
ness, institution, private shop or on a farm, as well as persons who per-
form an independent professional activity or any other work for own ac-
count.

Employees are persons who work for an employer in any sector of own-
ership, whether having a formal employment contract or working on oral
agreement. Household members helping in the performance of the family
business and being paid for their work are considered employees.

Unpaid family workers are relatives who help in the family business or
on the family property, without wages or income. This includes, for exam-
ple, a son or daughter working in the parent's business / on the estate
without compensation; a woman who helps her husband without compen-
sation, etc. Also included here are relatives who live elsewhere but come

Outside the labour force rate is the share of the persons outside the
labour force in the total reference population (population aged 15 and
over).

In the survey on salaries and wages (in accordance with the Labour Law
and Personal Income Tax Law), encompassed are all salaries and wages
paid to employees and subject to taxes and contributions.

Salaries and wages comprise:

- Salaries and wages of employees with indefinite or fixed-term em-
ployment contract, including on-call duty, night-and shift-work, work
on Sundays and holidays, food allowances during work and for non-
executed hours of work (annual vacation, paid leave, holidays, sick-
leave up to 30 days, absence due to professional development, work
failure not caused by workers' guilt), holiday refund, awards, bonuses
etc.;

PUBLIC HEALTH

From 2016 to 2020, in the health care system of the Republic of Serbia,
the number of medical doctors slightly increased by 0.6%, while the
number of dentists, as well as the number of pharmacists decreased by
9%, i.e. 29.1% (Table 4.1).

The number of population per physician as well as the number of
population per hospital bed slightly decreased in relation to 2016
(Table 4.1).

The results of immunizations carried out in 2021 are shown in table 4.2.
The coverage of vaccinated persons against diphtheria, tetanus, and
pertussis amounted to 90.8% and against poliomyelitis, also to 90.8%.
MMR vaccination was performed in 74.8% cases, while the coverage of

infants by BCG vaccination amounted to 98.2%.

When compared with 2020, in 2021, there were 259 newly registered
patients with all forms of tuberculosis, which is a decrease of 55 cases.
The largest number of newly registered patients was observed in the age

group 60 years and over.

The Global WHO Tuberculosis Programme and of the Strategy of Direct-

ly Observed Treatment were implemented in 2002.

In 2021, 49 new cases of Morbus HIV were registered and most of them
belonged to the age group of 30 to 49 years. Vital statistics data show
that 20 patients died of Morbus HIV.

Sources and methods of data collection

The collected health-related statistical data have been taken over from
the Institute of Public Health of Serbia “Dr Milan Jovanovic Butut”.

Data source for medical staff is National register on human resources in
health institutions.

Communicable diseases and epidemics reporting, as well as immuniza-
tion reporting are regulated by the Law on the Protection of Population
against Communicable Diseases and the Regulations on Immunization
and Mode of Protection by Medications.

Coverage

The data published in this chapter have been gathered only from health
care institutions in the Republic of Serbia being part of the Health Institu-
tions Network Plan.

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SOCIAL PROTECTION
(ESSPROS METHODOLOGY)

According to ESSPROS methodology, data on social protection are
presented at the level of the whole system of social protection, for the
period from 2018 — 2020.

The share of social protection expenditures in the gross domestic
product (GDP) was 21.9% in 2019, which is an increase of almost 2.5%
compared to 2019.

When it comes to income, as in previous years, also in 2020 the largest
share in total receipts of social protection went on social contributions
(59.9%), followed by general government contributions (38.8%) and
other receipts (1.3%).

Expenditures for social protection benefits accounted for 92.5% of total
social protection expenditures in 2020. Observed by type of social
benefits, cash social benefits were prevailing (71.9%), and depending on
whether they were provided means tested or non-means tested, the
latter were dominating, both in cash and in kind (94.7%).

By the functions of social protection, the largest share in the total ex-
penditures for social protection benefits was for the function Old age,
about 45%, of which the largest part relates to expenditures for old-age
pensions. It is followed by expenditures for the function Sickness/Health
care with 29.6%, and the lowest for the function Housing, 0.1%.

Sources and methods of data collection

ESSPROS (The European System of Integrated Social Protection
Statistics) is a harmonized system which allows analysis of financial
flows in area of social protection and represents one of key instruments
for monitoring the social protection development.

Data sources are annual financial reports of administrative sources
responsible for managing social protection schemes or they may be
statistical surveys which could be a basis for making estimates.
Reporting units are services dealing with finances of administrative data
sources which have jurisdiction over the observation unit. Data have
been collecting on annual basis, in the current year (n) for the reference
year (n-2).

Coverage and comparability

ESSPROS aims to provide comprehensive and clear description of
social protection system in the EU Member States and candidate
countries through covering social benefits and their financing, focusing
on international comparability and harmonising with other statistics,
particularly the national accounts, in its main concepts.

The survey provides statistical data on receipts and expenditures for
social protection on the level of social protection scheme (observation
unit) and entire system, share of social protection expenditures in some
aggregates, for example GDP, information on social protection benefits,
their financing etc.

ESSPROS consists of the Core system and two modules — the pension
beneficiaries’ module and the module on net social protection benefits. It
encompasses stable dataset on receipts and expenditures of social
protection schemes on annual level, whereas modules contain the
additional ~ statistical information on certain aspects of social
protection.

The Core system comprises the gross expenditures for social protection,
i.e. before any deduction of taxes, contributions or other obligatory levies
payable on social benefits by beneficiaries, on annual level. Together
with quantitative data on receipts and expenditures for social protection
schemes, the Core system includes qualitative information on given
schemes and detailed benefits.

According to ESSPROS methodology, 16 social protection schemes
have been identified for the Republic of Serbia:

1. Pension and disability insurance scheme

Health insurance scheme

Employment and unemployment insurance scheme
Social care and provision of social security
Financial support to families with children

Social and health insurance of military personnel

Rights of civil invalids of war
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Rights of veterans, disabled veterans and their families
9. Privileges of disabled persons in internal passengers transport

10. Professional rehabilitation and employment of persons with disabili-
ties

11. Assistance to refugee mothers with children under one year of age
12. Social assistance at local level

13. Solidarity Fund

14. Employers’ scheme (paid-sick)

15. Employers’ scheme for other social benefits

16. Non-governmental organizations (NGOs) scheme

Module on pension beneficiaries includes data on the total number of
beneficiaries, by type of pension and sex of the beneficiary. Total
number of pension beneficiaries is classified under the functions Old
age, Disability, Survivors and Unemployment. Each type of pension is
further divided into two sub-categories, those that are means tested and
those that are non-means tested.

Module on net social protection benefits comprises net expenditures for
social protection benefits, that is, given amounts after deduction of taxes,
contributions or other obligatory levies payable on social benefits by
beneficiaries. So-called ‘restricted approach’ has been applied in order to
cover the same population of beneficiaries of the gross social benefits
previously collected in the Core system. The aim of module on net social
benefits is to collect information that measures the impact of the fiscal
system on gross expenditure and thus to provide information on the net
expenditure of social protection that are more comparable across coun-
tries.

Data collection on receipts and expenditures of social protection is fully
compliant with methodological recommendations and standards
specified in the legal regulations of Eurostat (European Statistical Office),
thus providing international data comparability. Definitions and recom-
mendations which have been used are covered by the following regula-
tions: The European Parliament and Council Regulation No 458/2007,
Commission Regulation No 1322/2007, Commission Regulation No
10/2008, Commission Regulation No 263/2011, Commission Regulation
No 110/2011, and Eurostat's ESSPROS methodology (ESSPROS

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Definitions

Observation unit is social protection scheme. A social protection
scheme is a distinct body of rules, supported by one or more institution-
al units, governing the provision of social protection benefits and their
financing. Social protection schemes should at all times meet the condi-
tion that it must be possible to draw up a separate account of receipts
and expenditures. Preferably, social protection schemes are chosen in
such a way that they provide protection against a single risk or need and
cover a single specific group of beneficiaries. A social protection scheme
has the same residency as an institutional unit that manages it.

Social protection encompasses all interventions from public or private
bodies intended to relieve households and individuals of the burden of a
defined set of risks or needs, provided that there is neither a simultane-
ous reciprocal nor an individual arrangement involved (interventions
where a beneficiary is obliged at the same time to provide something of
equivalent value in exchange).

The list of risks or needs that may give rise to social protection, accord-
ing to ESSPROS methodology, are displaying as functions of social
protection schemes. Those are:

1. Sickness/Health care-Income maintenance and support in cash in
connection with physical or mental illness, excluding disability. Health
care intended to maintain, restore or improve the health of the people
protected irrespective of the origin of the disorder.

2. Disability-Income maintenance and support in cash or kind (except
health care) in connection with the inability of physically or mentally
disabled people to engage in economic and social activities.

3. Old age-Income maintenance and support in cash or kind (except
health care) in connection with old age.

4. Survivors— Income maintenance and support in cash or kind in
connection with the death of a family member.

5. Family/children— Support in cash or kind (except health care) in
connection with the costs of pregnancy, childbirth and adoption,
bringing up children and caring for other family members.

6. Unemployment- Income maintenance and support in cash or kind
in connection with unemployment.

7. Housing— Help towards the cost of housing.

8. Social exclusion not elsewhere classified- Benefits in cash or
kind (except health care), specifically intended to combat social ex-
clusion where they are not covered by one of the other functions.

In the Core system, social benefits are classified by function and type.
Function of a social benefit refers to the primary purpose for which
social protection is provided for, regardless of the legal or institutional
regulations. Type of social benefit refers to the form in which protection
is provided.

Expenditures of social protection schemes are classified by type,
which indicates the nature of, or reason for the expenditure. The
ESSPROS distinguishes four main categories of expenditure: social
protection benefits, administration costs, transfers to other schemes and
other expenditures.

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COMPULSORY INSURANCE

Sources and methods of data collection

Data on compulsory insurance have been collected by regular statistical
reports from the Republic Fund for Pension and Disability Insurance.

Compulsory insurance i.e. health insurance data are shown by all cate-
gories of insurants, but data on pension and disability insurance are
shown separately by employed persons, and by independent activity
persons and farmers.

Since 1 June 1992, rights from compulsory pension and disability insur-
ance on the territory of the Republic of Serbia have been realised in: the
Republic Fund for Pension and Disability Insurance of Independent
Activities, and the Republic Fund for Pension and Disability Insurance of
Farmers. According to Article 63 of the Law on Amendments to the Law
on Pension and Disability Insurance (Official Journal of RS, No. 85/2005),
the Republic Fund for Pension and Disability Insurance of Employed
Persons, the Republic Fund for Pension and Disability Insurance of
Independent Activities and the Republic Fund for Pension and Disability
Insurance of Farmers have become one Fund since 1 January 2008 -
the Republic Fund for Pension and Disability Insurance (hereinafter
called: Fund), organised as one legal unit with the status of an organisa-
tion for compulsory insurance where rights from pension and disability
insurance are realised and funds to that end ensured. Since 1 January
2012 the Fund has taken on the functions of ensuring and implementing
the pension and disability insurance, as well as the financial operations
that were under the Fund for Social Insurance of Military Insurants.

In the field of health insurance, the Republic Fund for Health Insurance,
where employees and persons performing independent activities and
farmers realise their rights, has been established by the Law on Health
Insurance (Official Journal of the Republic of Serbia, No. 18/1992).

By Amendments to the Law on Health Insurance (“Official Journal of the
RS”, No 57/11) the name of the Republic Institute for Health Insurance
has been changed into Republic Fund for Health Insurance.

Definitions

Active insurants are all employed and other persons having an obliga-
tion of compulsory health insurance contribution.

Other insurants are temporarily unemployed persons; persons entitled
to compulsory insurance by conventions debiting foreign compulsory
insurance holders and on the basis of reciprocity, as well as other cate-
gories of persons entitled only to health insurance, except pension rights'
holders and members of their families starting from 1991.

Temporary incapacity to work of insurants covers cases and incapabil-
ity days due to sickness, accident at work, professional disease, family
member nursing and isolation for which an insurant is entitled to com-
pensation instead of salary.

Persons entitled to rights by pension and disability insurance system
include persons entitled to pension (old-age, disability, survivors’, as well
as those entitled to appropriate pension on the basis of years of service
in another country with which a convention on compulsory insurance has
been signed), persons entitled to benefit for physical injury, aid and
nursing as well as beneficiaries from disability insurance.

Pensions paid to beneficiaries living abroad- are pensions paid to
national pensioners living abroad and to whom a pension transfer abroad
has been granted, as well as pensions paid out to beneficiaries from
former Yugoslav Republics.

Indices of nominal and real growth of average pensions have been
established on the basis of average amounts of adjusted pensions for
the reference year and by using the consumer price index as the deflator
for establishing the real growth up to 2010. Since 2011, the consumer
price index has been used as the deflator for establishing the real growth
of average pensions.

Contributions to defrayed pensions cover contributions for health care
of pension beneficiaries and disabled workers.

Other expenditures in health insurance cover material expenses and
depreciation, intangible expenses and investment revaluation and ex-
traordinary expenses, etc.

Other expenditures on the basis of rights from pension and disabil-
ity insurance comprise: pensioners’ funeral expenses, acquisition of
reading and writing aids, expenses of pensioners’ accommodation in
retirement homes, investments in disablement prevention, resources for
pensioners’ and disabled workers' recreation and recovery (pensioners’
recovery in spas).

Operating expenditures cover: expenditures for employed persons,
expenditures for goods’ and services' use, interests’ payments and
related costs of debts accumulations.

Other expenditures of the Republic Fund for Pension and Disability
Insurance comprise: taxes, obligatory fees, penal sums, etc.

Statistical Yearbook of the Republic of Serbia 2022 Education

Education

The chapter of Education presents the data for all levels of education —
from preschool to tertiary education.

In the 2020/21 school year, a total of 1 214 733 persons participated in
any of the education levels, whereof preschool education comprised
17.8%, primary and lower secondary education 41.9%, upper secondary
20.3% and tertiary 20%.

As regards the coverage of generations on various education levels, the
number of children in preschool program is somewhat higher in the
2020/2021 school year, amounting to 63.7%. The number of children in
compulsory preraratory preschool program is slightly less than in the
previous year, being 96.4%. In primary and lower secondary education
(also compulsory attendance) the coverage of generation is slightly less
than in the previous school year and amounts to 95.7%. 99% of pupils
continue education after completing primary and lower secondary educa-
tion, but the generation coverage in upper secondary education is 86.1%
because there is a drop-out of pupils after enrolment to upper secondary
schools.

The number of pupils in primary schools shows further decrease in the
2020/2021 school year (1.3%), which is a common trend in recent years,
mainly the result of demographic movements in the country. Regarding
upper secondary education, the number of pupils/students in 2020/2021
decreased by approximately 0.5%, when compared with the previous
school year.

The number of students in tertiary education increased by 0.2% in the
2020/21 school year. The coverage of generation attending faculties and
higher schools is 56.2%.

In the 2020/2021 school year in the Republic of Serbia, 37146 pupils
attended regular primary and secondary schools in ethnic languages
(Albanian, Bosnian, Bulgarian, Hungarian, Romanian, Ruthenian, Slo-
vak, Croatian,...). Around 41% of pupils attended schools in Hungarian,
30% in Bosnian, about 17% in Albanian, 7% in Slovak, 2.3% in
Romanian.

As regarding the teaching staff, over 103 000 teachers were employed in
primary and lower secondary, upper secondary and tertiary education.
About 54% of all employed teachers work in primary and lower second-
ary education, about 30% in upper secondary and about 16% in tertiary
education. Out of those in primary and lower secondary education,
about 53% are full-time teachers. In upper secondary education, also
about 50% are full-time teachers and in tertiary education, somewhat
over 87% are full-time teachers and assistants.

Sources and methods of data collection

Data on preschool, primary, lower secondary, upper secondary and
tertiary education are collected by regular annual surveys.

Coverage

Annual reports of Education Statistics cover preschool, primary and
lower secondary, upper secondary and tertiary education from the divi-
sion of the Classification of Activities - "Education". Data on pre- school,
primary and lower secondary and upper secondary education relate to
the end of the school year, whereas data on students enrolled in tertiary
education and teaching staff in higher schools, faculties and academies
refer to the beginning of winter semester, i.e. when students were en-
rolled. Data on graduated students, specialists, masters of arts/science
and PhDs relate to the calendar year.

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Definitions

A school is an educational institution or educational unit where educa-
tional activity is performed according to a curriculum. Each school unit,
whether it is an independent school unit, regional unit or class within
another type of school, is shown under this concept.

Education coverage represents the ration between the number of en-
rolled students in a selected level of education and the relevant age
group for the corresponding level.

Drop-out rate represents the difference between the number of pupils at
the beginning and at the end of the school year, in relation to their num-
ber at the beginning of the school year.

Completion rate is the ratio between the number of pupils who complet-
ed certain educational level and the age group expected to complete the
appropriate education level.

Schooling continuation rate is the ratio between the number of new
pupils enrolled in the first grade of secondary school, i.e. in the first
grade of tertiary education and those who enrolled in the eighth grade of
primary school, i.e. the fourth grade of secondary school during the
previous school year.

Preschool education

The activity of preschool education refers to education of preschool aged
children, i.e. children from six months to the age of starting school. Pre-
paratory preschool program is realized as program of preparation of
children for primary school, in scope of preschool education. It is realized
with children in a year before starting school and it lasts four hours a day,
for at least nine months.

This program is performed in preschool institutions. In scope of this
program, realized are the regular programs, lasting during the whole day
or half of the day, with a possibility of carrying out some other specialized
programs as well, in accordance with the needs and interests of children,
parents, i.e. guardians and according to the possibilities of the preschool
institution and local self-government unit.

Preparatory preschool program can be also realized in primary school.

Regular primary and lower secondary education

Primary and lower secondary education is the activity of the direct social
interest and is realized as public service. Primary and lower secondary
education in the Republic of Serbia is compulsory, lasting eight years
and being conducted in two educational cycles. The first cycle covers the
first, second, third and fourth grade. For the pupils of this cycle, class-
room teaching is organized. The second cycle covers the fifth, sixth,
seventh and eighth grade, in which the subject teaching is organized.
Regarding the national minorities, subject teaching can be realized in
Serbian and ethnic languages, including also the elements of national
cultures from the first grade.

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Regular upper secondary education

Activity of upper secondary education is the activity of the direct social
interest and is realized as public service. Activity of upper secondary
education is performed in secondary school, i.e. in gymnasium, voca-
tional school, arts school, mixed school (gymnasium and vocational or
arts school).

In gymnasium, general education lasts four years, providing the grounds
for further education in higher schools. After completion, the students
take the general certificate of education (matriculation).

Arts school provides general and arts education, also lasting four years,
providing the skills for performing particular occupation or continuing
education in higher school institutions. After the fourth grade, the stu-
dents take arts or general certificate of education.

Vocational education is meant to provide general or vocational educa-
tion, lasting three or four years, providing skills for performing particular
occupation and continuing education in higher school institutions.

After completing a three-year vocational school, students take the final
exam, and after completing the four-year school, they take the vocational
certificate.

Specialist - master education means further specialization after two-year
working experience and lasts one or two years. After completing special-
ist education, students take a specialist - master exam.

Starting from 1990/91 school-year, upper secondary education has been
organized by fields of work and in scope of them - by educational profiles
(occupations.)

Education of pupils with disabilities
(primary and lower secondary and upper secondary)

Pupils with disabilities acquire education, as a rule, in schools with other
pupils, and when it is in the best interest for pupils, they attend schools
for pupils with disabilities, in accordance with the Law.

Following the rule, schools for pupils with disabilities receive children at
compulsory school age or after. The educational program is in compli-
ance with program of regular schools and is adapted to children’s disabil-
ity level. Classes with pupils with disabilities in relevant regular schools
are shown as school units, which is in line with the statistical definition of
school as an observation unit.

Adult education

Adult education schools enable persons aged over 15 (adults), who do
not attend school on regular basis, to acquire elementary education and
upbringing.

Adults can complete primary and lower secondary school by either regu-
larly attending school or taking exams. Primary and lower secondary
education of adults is organized by classes from | to VIl and lasts four
years. Organizationally, these schools are either separate schools or
classes within the corresponding schools.

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Primary music and ballet schools

Primary music and ballet schools are meant to prepare children to con-
tinue education in secondary music and ballet schools. These last from
two to six years and are simultaneous with regular primary and lower
secondary education.

Primary music and ballet schools within a secondary arts school are
shown as primary music or ballet school.

Tertiary education

Activity of tertiary education is realized as academic or vocational studies
on the grounds of certified, i.e. accredited programs for acquiring tertiary
education.

Tertiary education encompasses academies and higher schools of voca-
tional studies, faculties and art academies of academic studies.

Tertiary education covers higher schools, faculties and art academiesvi-
sak.

According to the Law on Higher Education (end of 2006), which imple-
ments decisions of Bologna Convention, the Statistical Office of the
Republic of Serbia has harmonized the monitoring of both enrolled and
graduated students with these modifications. Since 2007/2008 school
year, both enrolled and graduated students have been monitored by type
of studying (academic and vocational) and by degree of studying (the
first, second and third degree), respectively basic academic, basic voca-
tional, master academic and vocational studies, specialist academic and
vocational and PhD studies. Data are processed and published accord-
ing to the ISCED Classification of Educational Areas.

Tertiary education - teaching staff

Data about faculties and higher schools’ teaching staff are provided by
regular annual reports on students’ enrolment in winter semester.

Pupils’ and students' standards

Sources and methods of data collection

Data on pupils’ hostels and students' centres are taken from the Ministry
of Education, Science and Technological Development of the Republic of
Serbia, Department for Tertiary Education, Investments, Pupils’ and
Students’ Standards and Public Procurement.

National accounts

The main macroeconomic accounts and the most important
macroeconomic aggregates for the Republic of Serbia are published in
accordance with the internationally recognized standards, the System of
national accounts 2008 (SNA 2008) and the European system of
accounts 2010 (ESA 2010), which create the basic methodological
framework in terms of defining and evaluating the categories, applied
classifications and methods of calculation.

In this chapter we presented the data on the Serbian Gross domestic
product (GDP), which are related to the preliminary results of the annual
GDP calculations for the year 2021, at current and constant prices, by
production and expenditure approach, as well as to the final data for 2020,
which were made compliant with the results of Supply and Use Tables.
The data are presented by the sections of CA 2010/NACE Rev. 2 and by
the aggregates of GDP use.

According to preliminary data, in 2021 Gross domestic product at current
prices amounted to RSD 6 270 096.9 million. When compared to the
previous year 2020, GDP increased by 13.9% in nominal terms.

Observed by activities, in 2021 the major share in the GDP was noted for
the section of manufacturing, 13.0%, the section of wholesale and retail
trade and repair of motor vehicles, 11.8%, the section of real estate activ-
ities, 6.8%, the section of agriculture, forestry and fishing, 6.3%, and the
section of construction, 6.0%. Regarding by the aggregates of GDP use,
the share of individual consumption expenditure of households equalled
64.9%, individual consumption expenditure of general government —
10.0%, collective consumption expenditure of general government —
6.9%, gross fixed capital formation — 23.1%, exports of goods and ser-
vices — 54.5%, and imports of goods and services — 62.3%.

The real GDP growth in 2021, related to the previous year, equalled
7.5%.

Regarding by activities, in 2021 the section of accommodation and food
service activities created the real growth of Gross value added (GVA)
equalling 31.8%, the section of mining — 29.4%, the section of arts, enter-
tainment and recreation — 26.3%, and the section of construction — 17.6%.
The real fall of GVA was noted for the section of agriculture, forestry and
fishing, 5.7%. Observed on expenditure side, real growth was noted for
all aggregates: individual consumption expenditure of household sector,
7.8%, individual consumption expenditure of government sector — 7.2%,
collective consumption expenditure of government sector — 0.2%, gross
fixed capital formation — 15.9%, exports of goods and services — 19.5%,
and imports of goods and services — 17.7%.

GROSS DOMESTIC PRODUCT

The system of national accounts contains value categories called
aggregates. The aggregates are complex value categories that measure
the results of activities of the whole economy observed from certain
viewpoint. They are summary indicators, key values for macroeconomic
analysis and comparisons in time and space. The most commonly known
and the most important aggregate in the system of national accounts is
Gross domestic product. It is an indicator of economic activities on the
level of a whole country and presents the result of production activities of
resident institutional units. GDP equals the sum of values added that are
calculated for all institutional sectors.

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Three methods are approached for GDP calculation: production,
expenditure and income approach. GDP (at current prices) is calculated
by the production approach as the sum of gross values added at basic
prices (the amount that producer receives from buyer for a unit of
produced goods and services, excluding taxes and including subsidies
received) of all resident institutional units, with added amounts of taxes on
products and subtracted subsidies on products on the level of the total
economy. Gross value added (GVA) is obtained as the difference between
total output (production value) and intermediate consumption.

Applying the expenditure approach, GDP is obtained as the sum of the
following aggregates: final consumption (households, non-profit
institutions serving households - NPISHs, and government); gross fixed
capital formation (GFCF), changes in inventories, acquisitions less
disposals of valuables; and the value of exports minus the value of imports
of goods and services.

GDP can also be calculated by the income approach, as the sum of
compensation for employees, gross operating surplus/mixed income and
taxes less subsidies on products and production. It is another way of
checking the reliability of the results obtained from production and
expenditure approach. In theory, each of the above-mentioned
approaches for GDP calculations are expected to produce the same or
similar values; however, different results are obtained in practice in
majority of cases. Which of the approaches will provide the most reliable
results should depend on the sources and quality of data and on the
coverage. As only one GDP figure for the total economy is acceptable, by
combining all of the mentioned approaches the data ought to be reconciled
and the final calculation derived.

The recalculation of GDP into USD and EUR values is based on the
average annual exchange rate of the National Bank of Serbia, and the
calculation of GDP per capita is based on the estimated total population
number in mid-year.

The GDP calculations at constant prices aim to indicate the dynamic
processes in real terms, irrespective of price changes. The revision of the
data at current prices necessitates the revision of previously calculated
and published GDP data series at constant prices.

GDP calculations at constant prices are implemented by production and
expenditure approach, at previous year prices.

GDP by production approach represents the sum of gross values added
of all economic activities, expressed at constant prices, plus net taxes
(taxes minus subsidies on products) at constant prices. The calculations
were made on the level of divisions and sections of the Classification of
Activities (NACE Rev. 2).

GDP by expenditure approach is calculated as the sum of individual
consumption expenditure of households, individual consumption of non-
profit institutions serving households (NPISHs), as well as government
individual and collective consumption expenditures, gross capital
formation and balance of exports and imports of goods and services, at
constant prices.

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Gross capital formation is equal to the sum of expenditures for gross fixed
capital formation, changes in inventories and changes (acquisitions less
disposals) of valuables.

Calculations at constant prices are derived for all categories of GDP use:
e Household final consumption expenditure (HFCE) is calculated at the
four-digit (classes) level of the Classification of individual
consumption by purpose (COICOP), for residents in the rest of the

world and non-residents in the RS territory;

e Final consumption expenditure of non-profit institutions serving
households (NPISHs) — total;

e Government final consumption expenditure (GFCE) is estimated
according to the Classification of functions of government (COFOG),
with divided individual and collective government consumption;

e Gross fixed capital formation (GFCF), by technical structure;

e Acquisitions less disposals of valuables, total;

e Changes in inventories, by categories;

Exports and imports — distinction in goods and services.

GDP calculations at previous year prices assume that previous year is
regarded as base year. Thereby considered are all structural changes at
relative prices that occurred in two successive years in an economy.
According to this method, comparable are only two years that are
expressed at same prices. Time series calculated at previous year prices
could not be used for real growth rate calculations since data given by
years are not comparable (each year is valued at previous year prices). In
order to ensure comparable data series for growth rate estimations, the
method of chain-linking shall be applied and thereby data are reduced to
a selected reference year. Reference year means the year that is used for
expressing time series at constant prices.

Another feature of the method of chain-linking is non-additivity for all years
except for the reference year and the year following the reference. The
method of chain-linkingis independently implemented for aggregated
values and for their integral components. Therefore, a chained aggregate
value is not equal to the sum of the chained components. It is worth
stressing here that non-additivity may be regarded only as a mathematical
issue.

The results of GDP calculation at constant prices are presented:

e atprevious year prices;
e as chain-linked volume measures with reference year 2015;

e asreal growth rates.

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INVESTMENTS IN FIXED ASSETS

In 2020 the realized investments in fixed assets in the Republic of Serbia
decreased in nominal terms by 0.6% when related to 2019.

Observed by industries, in 2020 the highest share on the level of the
Republic of Serbia in the realized investments was recorded for the
section of manufacturing, 20.4%, followed by the section of public
administration, defence and compulsory social security, 18.8%, the
section of fransportation and storage, 11.8%, the section of electricity, gas,
steam and air conditioning supply, 9,9%, the section mining and quarrying,
6.9%, the section of wholesale and retail trade; repair of motor vehicles
and motorcycles, 6.8%, etc.

By construction character, the largest share of investments was noted for
construction and purchase of new capacities, 47.9%, reconstruction,
modernisation and extensions of existing capacities, 40.1%, then and for
maintenance of existing capacities, 12.0%.

Observed by principal sources of financing, the highest share in payments
for investments in fixed assets was noted for payments from own
resources, 73.1%.

Sources and methods of data collection

Data on investments in fixed assets resulted from the survey “Annual
survey on investments in fixed assets”, which has been conducted by
SORS since 1966. The survey was modified and harmonized in
accordance with international statistical standards and methodologies, i.e.
with the European system of accounts 2010 (ESA 2010) and the System
of national accounts 2008 (SNA 2008).

The objective of this survey is to provide information about the investment
activity in the country and make possible GDP calculation according to
expenditure approach, calculation of investments as an element of GDP
use, compilation of capital accounts, etc. However, even though this
survey ensures that the major part of data is obtained, it is necessary to
carry out supplementary calculations to provide data on GFCF, which are
required for the system of national accounts.

Reporting units are all legal entities in the country, which are direct
investors, disregarding the form of ownership. The coverage of the survey
is complete for large and medium-sized legal entities. For micro and small-
sized legal entities, the data on investments in fixed assets are collected
applying the sample method.

Two principles have been applied for data grouping: a) investor's
principal/prevailing activity and head office — enterprise level principle, and
b) investments’ purpose and location (only for new fixed assets) — kind of
activity unit level principle.

Definitions and methodological explanations

Investments in fixed assets present any acquisition of fixed assets made
by resident economic subjects that are aimed at obtaining new, as well as
at increasing the value or replacing the existing capacities. Acquired fixed
assets can be purchased in the country and abroad, obtained by financial
leasing, obtained by barter, received as a capital transfer in kind or
produced and retained for own use. All investments in new facilities are
included, as well as investments for capacity enlargement, reconstruction

Expenditures and resources used for
capital and regular maintenance of existing infrastructure are not regarded
as investments.

Payments for investments are the monetary investment in fixed assets
during the year in which the payments were actually made, irrespective of
the time of their construction or acquisition.

Payments from own resources include RSD and foreign currency
resources of the direct investor: funds allocated for consumption of fixed
capital, budget funds transferred to the investor's account and other own
funds.

Payments from pooled resources include the funds (RSD and foreign
currency) of domestic and foreign co-investors, as well as the funds of
physical persons joined with the funds of direct investor, in the form of joint
venture.

Payments from credits include banking credits and financial credits, as
well as financial credits directly concluded with foreign partners.

Payments from the funds of the government and local government bodies
include the loans obtained from these bodies, regardless whether the
credit arrangement was concluded through bank or directly, with or without
the obligation of repayment, i.e. requited or unrequited.

Realized investments in fixed assets in the reporting year present the
value of effectively finalised constructions, production or acquisition of
facilities, equipment and other fixed assets, disregarding whether these
investments were accomplished and whether they were paid out
(excluding revaluation).

Realized investments in new fixed assets relate to the fixed assets that
still have not been purchased or sold between direct users, i.e. the
purchases made directly from construction works contractors,
manufacturers of equipment or own-produced fixed assets. Here included
is also second-hand, i.e. used equipment purchased abroad, investments
in major upgrading of existing fixed assets, investments in major land
melioration and land-ownership transfer costs (value of land purchase is
not included).

Construction of new capacities include investments in new fixed assets, in
new or old locations, regardless the activity to be carried out there. These
capacities may include whole object as economic and technical unit
(construction structure, equipment with assembling plant, etc.), part of
structure construction that is an independent economic and technical unit
(construction in stages), resumed construction works on previously
stopped investments, investments in extensive plantations, breeding
stock, construction of new traffic roads and acquisition of new machinery
and equipment, and other categories of new fixed assets.

Reconstruction, modernisation and extensions of existing capacities
include investments in reconstruction or extension of existing fixed assets
in order to extend volume, better adjust to market demands or change
technological solutions for production process or services.

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Maintenance of existing capacities includes investments aimed at
replacing obsolete, worn-out or destroyed fixed assets (regular
maintenance and repair are excluded). These investments may result in
intensified and rationalised work process, however not in extended
capacities and significant changes of current product range, services and
production technology.

SYSTEM OF NATIONAL ACCOUNTS: METHODOLOGICAL
BACKGROUNDS

The System of National Accounts consists of a coherent, consistent and
integrated set of macroeconomic accounts in which key macro-economic
variables are shown as balances or transactions (e.g. GDP, gross national
income, household’s disposable income, net lending/net borrowing, final
consumption expenditure, gross capital formation).

Sector accounts hold the central position in the System of National
Accounts. They provide, by institutional sector, a systematic description of
the different stages of the economic process: production, generation of
income, distribution of income, redistribution of income, use of income and
financial and non-financial accumulation. The sector accounts also include
balance sheets to describe the stocks of assets, liabilities and net worth
at the beginning and the end of the accounting period. The
variables/concepts described in the sector accounts include transactions
in products, transactions in non-produced non-financial assets, distributive
transactions, transactions in financial assets and liabilities, other changes
in assets, non-financial and financial assets and liabilities.

The starting point in the annual sector accounts (ASA) compilation
process is allocation of each institutional unit into the relevant institutional
sectors according to ESA 2010 (European System of Accounts 2010).

Concerning the institutional sector breakdown, ESA 2010 distinguishes
five mutually exclusive domestic institutional sectors (established by
grouping resident institutional units):

(a) Non-financial corporations (S.11);

(b) Financial corporations (S.12);

(c) General government (S.13);

(d) Households (S.14);

(e) Non-profit institutions serving households (S.15).

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The five sectors together make up the total domestic economy (S.1). Non-
resident institutional units, involved in transactions with resident units,
create the external sector, i.e. the rest of the world (S.2).

In Serbian national accounts, a full sequence of non-financial accounts is
produced at the level of the total economy as well as for institutional
sectors. This includes the Goods and services account for the total
economy, and another set of accounts compiled both for all institutional
sectors and for the total economy. Existing accounts are:

e Production account,

o Generation of income account,

o Allocation of primary income account,
o Distribution of income account,

¢ Use of income account,

o Capital account.

For the Rest of the world, SORS produces three accounts: External
account of goods and services, External account of primary incomes and
current transfers and External capital account.

Producers’ prices of agricultural and fishing products

In 2021, producers’ prices of agricultural and fishing products increased
by 20.8%on average, compared to 2020.The largest increase was no-
ticed in the following product groups: Fruit (50.3%), and Industrial crops
(46.1%).

Producers’ prices of industrial products

In 2021, producers’ prices of industrial products- total, increased by
8.7% on average relative to 2020, of which prices on domestic market
increased by 9% on average, and producers’ prices of industrial prod-
ucts intended for exports increased by 7.6%.

Consumer price indices

In 2021, consumer prices increased by 4.0% on average, when com-
pared to 2020. Increase was recorded in the groups Transport (6.9%),
Alcoholic beverages and tobacco (5.5%), Housing, water, electricity, gas
and other fuels (5.2%), Food and Non-alcoholic beverages (4.4%),
Restaurants and hotels (3.3%), Recreation and culture (3.0%), Health
(2.6%), Furnishings, household equipment and routine maintenance of
the house (1.9%). Communication (1.8%), Education (0.7%), and Cloth-
ing and footwear (0.3%).

Indices of catering trade service

In 2021, prices of catering trade services increased by 3.1% on average in
relation to 2020. The largest increase was recorded in the groups Overnight
stays (5.0%), Alcohalic beverages (3.3%), Food (2.7%) and Non-alcoholic
beverages (2.5%,).

Sources and methods of data collection

Producers’ prices of agricultural and fishing products are calculated
every month on the basis of data on the sale of agricultural products
from own production of enterprises operating agricultural production
(selling prices), and data on purchase of agricultural products from
family holdings, performed by authorized organizations (purchasing
prices).

Average monthly, annual and cumulative producer prices of agriculture
and fishing produces are obtained as a ratio of values and quantities in
a given period (month, quarter and year).

Producers’ prices of industrial products are submitted monthly by select-
ed business entities for a specified number of articles. The Statistical
Office of the Republic of Serbia is in charge of the selection of units of
observations in cooperation with final data users. For the purpose of
prices’ monitoring, selected are mainly the enterprises that produce the
greatest part of the selected products.

Retail prices of industrial and agricultural products and services are
recorded in selected towns (by relevant permanent staff of the Statistical
Office of the Republic of Serbia). A price collector(frade and service
outlets, and market places) selects the places where prices are to be
monitored according to the turnover volume, i.e. selects the outlet (mar-
ket place) with the largest turnover of related products and services.
Number of recording points varies from 3 to 12, depending on the town
size. Prices of industrial products and services are recorded once a
month, excluding the products which prices are changed several times
in a month. Therefore, petrol prices are collected weekly, while prices of
agricultural products are collected twice a month, in the precisely de-
fined periods.

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The town average price for every product and service is calculated as a
simple non-weighted geometric mean of prices recorded in town. The
average price for agricultural produces is obtained from the data of the
third week (period between 15hand 21stin a month). Average monthly
prices for the Republic are calculated by weighted geometric mean of
average prices in towns.

Average annual prices are calculated as a simple non-weighted arithme-
tic mean of the average monthly prices.

Prices of catering trade services (food, beverages and overnight stays)
are recorded monthly (by relevant permanent staff of the Statistical
Office of the Republic of Serbia). The prices are monitored once a
month, in catering facilities. The Statistical Office of the Republic of
Serbia is in charge of the selection of towns, catering facilities and types
of services, in co-operation with price collectors.

Average prices for the level of the Republic of Serbia are calculated by
weighting the recorded prices in the selected facilities. Sold quantities of
food and beverages and/or nights numbers are used as weights.

Annual average prices are calculated as a simple non-weighted arithme-
tic mean of monthly prices.

The whole methodology of the Price Statistics is adjusted to measuring
price dynamics need, i.e., price indices calculation.

Total producers’ price index of agricultural and fishing products is calcu-
lated by weights representing the structure of the value of products sold
to agricultural organizations from own production and of the value of
products purchased from family holdings.

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Producers’ price indices of industrial products are calculated by weights,
representing the share of the value of some products in total value of
sales. Products’ weights by divisions are calculated on the basis of the
Industry Annual Survey on realized production on domestic market. The
share of some divisions in total realization is obtained from the data on
total turnover, from the Annual Structural Survey on business activities
of enterprises, after exports value reduction. Regarding foreign market,
for price indices of industrial products, all referent values of annual
export are taken as weights.

Catering trade price indices are calculated by weights, representing the
structure of the tumnover value of business entities engaged in catering
trades.

Consumer Price Index by COICOP is a retail prices index, used to
measure inflation and as the deflator of household consumption. These
indices are calculated by weights that present structure of household
consumption and that are obtained from the data of Household Budget
Survey, National Accounts, Trade and Catering Trades statistics, partic-
ular ministries, etc.

Coverage and comparability

Producers' prices of agricultural and fishing products are calculated for
about 140 agricultural and fishing products, based on the data on quan-
tities and values of sold and purchased products. Indices of producers’
prices of agricultural and fishing products are computed for 100 prod-
ucts.

Producers’ prices of industrial products cover about 2400 products,
classified into 29 divisions of the Classification of Activities, from select-
ed industrial business entities.

Retail prices are monitored in 15 towns, for 662 products and services
(individual aggregates), classified by consumption purpose — COICOP
(Food and non-alcoholic beverages — 168, Alcoholic beverages and
tobacco - 20, Clothing and footwear — 89, Housing, water, electricity,
gas and other fuels — 41, Furnishings, household equipment and routine
maintenance of the house- 91, Health — 30, Transport — 62, Communi-
cation — 29, Recreation and culture — 59, Education — 7, Restaurants
and hotels — 27, Miscellaneous goods and services — 39).

Prices of catering trade services are monitored in 15 towns, 96 estab-
lishments (37 hotels, 38 restaurants of classical type and 21 self-service
restaurants and self-service snack bars). The list of catering services
covers 40 services distributed into four groups: food, alcoholic beverag-
es, non-alcoholic beverages and overnight stays.

As data for AP Kosovo and Metohija are not available, they have not
been included in price indices and average prices calculation since
1999.

Price indices are not fully comparable with indices of physical volume of
production due to uneven coverage of some production elements value.
The price indices have not been constructed for the purpose of deflating
the nominal values indices. When comparing the mentioned indices,
only general concordance of shown tendencies is to be looked for,
rather than the exact results harmony.

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Definitions

Producers’ prices of agricultural and fishing products are those at which
enterprises, operating agricultural production, sell products from own
production (selling prices) and prices at which authorized organizations
purchase agricultural products from family holdings (purchasing prices).

Producers’ prices of industrial products for domestic market are taken to
be the prices at which industrial business entities sell their products on
domestic market — loaded free at producer location. Producers’ prices of
industrial products, export price, presents the price of goods delivered
on domestic border, involving transportation costs, insurance and all
other costs on the way to the border. The prices exclude value added
tax, as well as possible discounts granted to customers.

Retail prices comprise prices at which retail trade farmers and services’
suppliers sell their own products and services to final consumers, includ-
ing all taxes and duties. Those are, in other words, prices of consumer
goods and services, paid by final consumers.

Structural business statistics

In 2020, there were 90 111 active enterprises in Serbia, involving a total
of 1 248 987 persons employed (of whom 1 181 664 were paid employ-
ees). In 2020, the value of total turnover generated by enterprises
amounted to 11271 billion RSD, while the value added at factor costs
was 2 567 billion RSD. The value added per enterprise was 28.5 million
RSD on average. The average number of persons per enterprise was
13.9in 2020.

Concerning the share of the sections of the Classification of Activities in
the total number of enterprises, sections with the highest share of en-
terprises were Wholesale and retail trade; repair of motor vehicles and
motorcycles (33.3%), Manufacturing (17.3%) and Professional, scientific
and technical activities (14.0%).

The results on the number of persons employed, in terms of the share
of the sections of the Classification of Activities in the total number of
persons employed, show that 33.1% of persons employed were en-
gaged in the section of Manufacturing, while the other sections having a
significant share of persons employed in the total number were: Whole-
sale and retail trade; repair of motor vehicles and motorcycles (21.9%),
as well as Transportation and storage (8.4%).

The largest number of enterprises was observed in Wholesale and retail
trade; repair of motor vehicles and motorcycles, which contributed most
to the total turnover, (38.2%), followed by Manufacturing (30.7%) and
Construction (8.5%).

As for the total value added, the largest share was noted in Manufactur-
ing (31.1%), then Wholesale and retail trade; repair of motor vehicles
and motorcycles (20.0%) and Information and communication (11.0%).

Sources and methods of data collection

Since 2007, the Annual Structural Business Survey has been carried
out in compliance with international statistical standards.

The survey is aimed at calculating indicators required for the analysis of
the enterprises activity structure, structure of input and output in the
production process, business activity of small and medium- sized enter-
prises, as well as business effectiveness and competitiveness of enter-
prises at certain activity level.

Data sources for calculations of annual indicators on
enterprises business activity are combined. Besides the statistical sur-
vey, which is conducted for large and medium-sized enterprises, admin-
istrative data sources are also used (data from annual financial reports
and tax data).

Coverage

The survey covers active incorporated enterprises engaged in the pro-
duction and sale of goods and services, as well as the part of other legal
units which produce goods and services for the market, gaining income
from the sale of goods and services of more than 50% of the total oper-
ating income. Business economy includes Industry, Construction and
Market services.

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Enterprises from the sections Financial and insurance activities and
Public administration and defence; compulsory social security are ex-
cluded. Although international SBS standards do not cover the enter-
prises from section Agriculture, forestry and fishing, these are included
in this survey. However, the data thereof and those from sections Edu-
cation, Human health and social work activities, Arts, entertainment and
recreation and Other service activities (except division Repair of com-
puters and personal and household goods) are not published in this
publication for the reason of data comparability at the international level.
Unincorporated enterprises are excluded.

Definitions and methodological remarks

The survey results are presented on different levels of the Classification
of Activities, by territories and enterprise size defined by the number of
persons employed, in absolute numbers. Valuable (financial) items
should be available in accounting system and are given at current pric-
es, excluding VAT in national currency.

Data are presented according to the principal activity of the unit, which
implies that when a legal entity is engaged in a few activities, its total
performance is imputed to its principal activity.

Due to differences in coverage, as well as in methodology and classifi-
cation of enterprises, data on turnover, gross operating surplus and
number of persons employed could differ from the corresponding data
shown in the other chapters in this publication.

Number of enterprises includes the total number of enterprises (incorpo-
rated enterprises), as well as part of the other legal units, which were
active at least in one portion of the reference period.

Number of persons employed corresponds to the total number of per-
sons who work in an enterprise, including owners, partners and unpaid
family workers, voluntary workers, as well as persons who work outside
the enterprise, but are on its payroll (sales representatives, mainte-
nance teams, delivery personnel, efc.).

Number of employees presents the part of the number of persons em-
ployed. Employees are defined as persons who concluded a work con-
tract with an employer on definite or indefinite period and are paid for
their work by the employer. Included are also all persons absent for a
short period (sick leave, paid leave etc.), part-time workers, seasonal
workers, home workers who have a contract with an employer, appren-
tices, as well as owners and family workers who are on the payroll.
Excluded are agency workers who are temporarily engaged through
agencies, persons who are on long-term leave and voluntary workers.

Turnover comprises the totals invoiced by the observation unit during
the reference period, which corresponds to market sales of goods and
services to third parties. Turnover includes all duties and taxes (except
VAT and similar deductible taxes), as well as all other charges passed
on to the customer (transport, packaging etc.). Excluded are reduction
in prices, rebates and discounts, value of returned packing, as well as
subsidies, financial, extraordinary and other incomes.

Structural business statistics

Value added at factor costs is the gross income from operating activities
after adjustment with subsidies and indirect taxes. The calculation of
value added includes the production value and subsidies minus taxes
on production, taxes on products and the value of intermediate con-
sumption which includes cost of materials, cost of industrial services,
cost of non-industrial services and part of other personnel costs.

Personnel costs are defined as the total remuneration, in cash or in
kind, payable by an employer to regular and temporary employees in
return for work done by the latter during the reference period. It also
includes taxes and employees' social security contributions payable by
the employer, as well as other personnel costs such as payments in
consideration of dismissal, gratuities, performance bonuses, cost of
living and family allowances, transport, overtime and night work, etc.

Gross operating surplus is the surplus generated by operating activities
of an enterprise after labour factor input has been remunerated. It can
be calculated from the value added at factor cost less the personnel
costs. It is the surplus available to a unit, which is used for debts’ pay-
out, payment of taxes and possible financing of its investments. Exclud-
ed are financial and extraordinary incomes.

In order to analyse the performance of enterprises, some economic
indicators were elaborated based on SBS-01 survey results. In this
chapter the following indicators are presented:

Number of enterprises by size shows the distribution of the number of
enterprises by enterprise size, which is defined by the number of per-
sons employed. Enterprises are classified in four classes: micro (0-9
persons employed), small-sized (10-49 persons employed), medium-
sized (50-249 persons employed) and large enterprises (250 and more
persons employed).

Number of persons employed by size of enterprise shows the distribu-
tion of the number of persons employed by enterprise size, which is
defined by the number of persons employed.

Value added at factor costs, by size of enterprise shows the contribution
of enterprises from certain size class (defined by the number of persons
employed) to the total value added.

Apparent labour productivity. According to the EU methodology, value
added at factor costs per person employed is the basic indicator for
measuring the labour productivity. This indicator shows the value added
generated by each person employed. It is calculated from the value
added in certain activity divided by the number of persons employed in
that activity.

Wage adjusted labour productivity. In measuring productivity, where the
number of persons employed is used as labour input, the problem is
that full-time, part-time and temporary absent workers are treated as
one person employed. This is specific for activities with a large share of
part-time workers. Consequently, thus calculated apparent labour
productivity should be corrected with the average personnel costs.

Average personnel costs are calculated from personnel costs in cer-

tain activity divided with the number of employees in that activity.

Profitability shows the share of gross operating surplus in turnover in
certain activity, expressed as a percentage i.e. how each RSD of turno-
ver generates gross operating surplus. Higher profitability points to

better enterprise performance and earning capability.

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Agriculture

In 2021, the share of crop production in the total value of agricultural
production equalled 68.4%, and that of livestock production equalled
31.6%. When compared to 2020, the net index of physical volume of
agricultural production decreased by 5.6%.

In relation to the previous year, the crop production in 2021 decreased by
10.1%. Within crop production, the value of crop farming decreased by
10.2%, and the value of fruit growing decreased by 10.4%, while the value
of viticulture decreased by 2.9%.

The value of livestock production in relation to the previous year
decreased by 1.4%. In the structure of livestock production, the value of
cattle breeding decreased by 1.3%, and pig breeding decreased by 3.8%,
while sheep breeding increased by 1.3% and poultry by 1.3%.

In 2021, arable land and kitchen gardens participated with 75% in the
total utilized agricultural area, fruit plantations/orchards with 5.2%,
vineyards with 0.6%, permanent grassland with 9.5% and pastures with
9.5%.. In the structure of sown arable land areas and kitchen gardens,
cereals participated with 67.7%, industrial crops with 18.5%, vegetables
with 1.8%, and fodder crops with 8.7%.

When compared to 2020, in 2021 the total production output increased for
wheat by 19.8%, and sugar beet by 1.5%, while maize decreased by
23.4% and sunflower decreased by 4.6%.

Compared to the previous year, noted was decreased number of livestock
units (by 2.4%) and cow's milk production (by 1.4%), while meat
production increased (by 1.2%).

Economic accounts for agriculture

Economic accounts for agriculture (EAA) make an integral part of the
international statistical system and are created primarily for the purpose
of monitoring and evaluating the effects of an agricultural policy. As a part
of the Serbian statistical system, they are expected to provide a basis for
analysing the production processes of the agricultural sector and the
primary income generated by these activities in the country. They also
ensure international comparability of the results, as well as comparisons
with the results of other economic activities in the national economy.

Since economic accounts for agriculture are an integral part of the System
of National Accounts (SNA 2008), they provide specific data on economic
activities in agriculture, which could not be visible in the System of national
accounts, as they are either indirectly used in the calculations or create
anintegral part of the categories presented on the higher level. In addition,
these accounts are regarded as complementary to agricultural statistics,
in a manner that agricultural variables are consistent with the concepts
and definitions of national accounts. Economic accounts for agriculture
are intended to ensure a conceptual framework for integrating agricultural
statistics and its economic implications, which means, first and foremost,
contribution of agriculture to the economy.

The methodological frame for calculating economic accounts for
agriculture ensured ESA 2010 — European System of National and
Regional Accounts, Commission Regulation (EC) No 138/2004 of the
European Parliament and of the Council of 5 December 2003 on the
economic accounts for agriculture in the Community, Commission
Regulation (EC) No 306/2005 of 24 February 2005 amending Annex |,
Commission Regulation (EC) No 909/2006 of 20 June 2006 amending
Annexes | and Il, as well as the Manual on Economic Accounts for
Agriculture and Forestry, Rev.1.1.

The presented results of calculations of the economic accounts for
agriculture in the Republic of Serbia cover the period from 2010 to 2020
and relate to the elements of production account and factor income in
agriculture.

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Crop production
Sources and methods of data collection

The Census of Agriculture 2012 was successfully implemented in the
Republic of Serbia, which for the first time after 50 years enabled the
review of the farm structure.

Before the Census of Agriculture 2012, the regular annual crop production
surveys were conducted applying the method of estimations, based on
the data of the Cadastre of the Republic Geodetic Authority. By comparing
the data resulting from the Census of Agriculture 2012 with the data of
estimations from previous years, it was found out that the utilized
agricultural areas are smaller in size when compared to the presented
areas in the earlier surveys. The difference resulted from the different
methods of data collection and different definitions of utilized agricultural
area that were applicable.

In 2013, along with the estimations implemented was the pilot survey on
crop production output, applying the new, sample based methodology,
and it confirmed the data on the areas of agricultural land categories that
were obtained by the Census 2012. Starting from 2014, instead of the
survey on realised crop production by the method of estimations, the
Statistical Office of the Republic of Serbia introduced regular annual
sample based surveys: the Survey on sown areas in the end of spring
sowing season, the Survey on realised yields of early crops and expected
yields of late crops and fruit, as well as the Agricultural production survey
that as an integral part includes the collection of data on realised crop
production.

Since 2014, data on crop production have been obtained by conducting
regular annual statistical surveys in compliance with the new methodology
and definitions of agricultural statistics that have been made compliant
with the standards applicable in the EU Member States.

In 2017 implemented was a specific survey — Orchards Survey, on the
sample of agrucyltural holdings that are engaged in fruit production in the
Republic of Serbia. This survey created the basis for the revision of earlier
published data on fruit ptoduction. The revision was carried out for the
time series 2013-2017, to the level of regions (NSTJ2).

Coverage

Crop production statistics are envisaged to cover the funds of utilized
agricultural area and the production of crops at agricultural holdings.

Definitions

Utilized agricultural area is land area used for agricultural production. This
includes: arable land, orchards, vineyards, permanent grassland and
other agricultural land.

Productive area of fruit plantations includes the area of all plantations of
a fruit kind that by their physiological maturity are able to  produce fruit
under normal vegetative conditions, regardless whether they produced
fruit in the respective year. Excluded are the areas of young fruit plants
that (due to their physiological maturity stage) still cannot give yields, as
well as the areas of abandoned orchards.

Yield of crops is shown as the granary yield of normal humidity after
deducing all losses during harvest, transportation and threshing.

Yield per area unit (per hectare) is calculated on the basis of harvested
area.

The detailed methodological explanations on the statistics of crop
production were published on the SORS site within Methodological
materials and documentation (Methodology — Annual crop statistics).

Livestock raising

Sources and methods of data collection

Until 2011, data on the number of livestock and livestock balance, as well
as on the production of milk, eggs, honey and wool used to be collected
by means of regular annual reporting by enterprises and farm
cooperatives, and other forms of association with the status of legal entity
(Annual survey on livestock breeding), and through annual surveys for
family holdings (Livestock survey).

In order to achieve harmonization with the European standards and
recommendations, starting from 2006 Livestock survey was carried out
presenting the state as of 1 December (instead of 15 January), while
starting from 2007 the Annual survey on livestock breeding was carried
out as of 1 December (instead of 31 December), with introduced
modifications in livestock categorization.

For the year 2013 the data were provided from the Livestock survey
carried out on the new sample, based on the results of the Census of
Agriculture 2012. Applied was a two-stage, stratified sample covering
about 1.5% of all agricultural holdings in the territory of the Republic of
Serbia.

From 2014 on data on livestock breeding are obtained by annual Survey
on agriculture production — animal production, presenting the state as of
1 December. Sample selection is carried out on the basis of the Statistical
Farm Register. In 2021 applied was a stratified simple random sample
covering 5 043 agricultural holdings, namely: 307 holdings of legal
entities, 14 holdings of unincorporated enterprises and 4 722 family
holdings.

The data on livestock increase and meat production were calculated on
the basis of the data available from the Livestock survey, the data on live
animals exports and imports and the reports on livestock slaughter in
slaughterhouses.

The data on veterinary organisations and employed VET specialists were
taken over from the Ministry of Agriculture, Forestry and Water
Management.

Coverage

The data on number of livestock and number of beehives cover livestock
and beehives on agricultural holdings.

Definitions

Livestock unit (LU) is a standard measurement unit by which the number
of heads of various species and categories is reduced to a comparable
value. For calculating livestock unit used are the coefficients according to
the EU standards. Starting from 2020, applicable are the coefficients as
provided by Regulation (EU) No 2018/1091 of the European Parliament
and of the Council of 18 July 2018 on integrated farm statistics and
repealing Regulations (EC) No 1166/2008 and (EU) No 1337/2011. The
coefficients are published in the document Statistics of crop production —
Methodological report, and in the metadata contained in the database on
the SORS site.

Livestock balance represents the annual turnover of herd/flock, where
changes in livestock number are registered. Data on imports and exports
of livestock are published according to the special trade system.

Gross weight of livestock represents the weight of animals immediately
before slaughtering.

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Netlcarcass weight of livestock represents the weight of slaughtered
animals after the removal of certain parts, depending on livestock species
and category, i.e. the weight of eviscerated slaughtered animal.

Livestock increase represents the production of live weight of animals

throughout the year, as a result of livestock breeding, growth and

fattening. It includes:

- weight difference of live animals at the end and the beginning of the
year,

- weight difference between imported and exported livestock;

- total gross weight of slaughtered livestock in the territory of the
Republic of Serbia.

Milk production is presented as net value. Milk directly suckled is
excluded, however included is milk obtained by milking ( colostrum as
well) and used for animal feed.

Meat production represents the net weight of slaughtered animals from
domestic production (total slaughtering in the territory of the Republic of
Serbia — imports of live animals + exports of live animals) with the
deduction of raw fats.

Raw fats include fatty tissue, bacon, mesentary and tallow deposited
around intestines. Suet around kidneys is not included in raw fats.

Methodological papers

The basic methodological principles of livestock breeding statistics are
published in the edition Methodological Papers (FSO), no. 98, 199 and 358,
in the edition Methodological Standards (SORS), volume no. 11, as well on
the SORS site within Methodological materials and documentation (Animal
production statistics — Methodological report).

Fishing
Sources and methods of data collection

Within the fishing statistics, data on production of fish for consumption and
juveniles in aquaculture are collected based on accounting documents
and other records of reporting units — aquaculture production facilities
(Annual report on the production of fish for consumption and juveniles in
aquaculture), as well as the data on fish catches in rivers, lakes and
canals based on the records and estimations of the fishing area users
(Annual report on fish catches in rivers, lakes and canals).

Coverage

Data concerning production of fish for consumption and juveniles in
aquaculture cover active production facilities with production for human
consumption intended for the market.

Data regarding fish catches in rivers, lakes and canals cover all fishing
areas.

Definitions
Utilized aquaculture area represents the utilized productive water surface.

Production represents the quantities of produced fish for consumption
sent for marketing (sold out) in the reporting year, as well as the juveniles
produced for the market.

User of fishing area is an enterprise, public enterprise or other legal entity
to whom the fishing area is ceded for uae in accordance with the Law on
Protection and Sustainable Use of Fisheries Fund (Off. gazette of RS, No.
128/2014 and 95/2018 — other law).

Fishing area is natural or artificial fishing water or a part thereof that
makes the hydrological, biological and economic unit for the protection
and sustainable use of the fisheries fund.

Commercial fishing means the catching of sexually mature specimens of
fish by hook, fishnet or self-catching gear in order to put the caught fish
into market.

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Indices of physical volume of agricultural
production

The index of physical volume of agricultural production is a statistical
indicator used to measure the changes in the volume of agricultural
production.

The indices are calculated on the basis of the data from regular
agricultural statistical surveys on the volume of crop and livestock
production, as well as on the basis of the data on average agricultural
producers’ prices on the level of the Republic of Serbia. The list of
products includes all agricultural products of economic interest. Based on
the revised data on the output of crop and animal production for the period
2005-2013, implemented was the revision of the index of of physical
volume of agricultural production for the period 2006-2013.

Products of low economic significance in the last few years were excluded
from the list of products for the index calculation, and included were those
that to a higher extent influence the volume of agricultural production.
Therefore, the new list includes 46 economically important agricultural
products. The movable three-year average values of producer prices of
agricultural products on the level of the Republic of Serbia are used as
weighting factors. The total agricultural production index was calculated
on the basis of the final net output. Starting from 2017, the year 2015 was
taken to be the base year for the calculation of base indices, and it was
applied to the entire presented series for the reasons of comparability.

For agriculture as a whole, gross and net indices were provided. The
agricultural output of all products from the list were taken into account for the
calculation of the gross index; however, in order to avoid double counting,
animal feed (maize used as animal feed, barley, oats, fodder crops and hay)
were excluded from the calculation of the net index.

Farm structure survey 2018

In 2018 the Statistical Office of the Republic of Serbia conducted the Farm
Structure Survey (the Survey).

The adopted instruments, coverage, characteristics and standardization
of concepts and definitions were in compliance with the Eurostat
methodology for farm structure surveys and agricultural production
method.

The Survey was implemeted on the sample of 120 000 holdings; it
covered family agricultural holdings, as well as enterprises, farm
cooperatives, other forms of organization with the status of legal entity,
and unincorporated enterprises that are registered with the Serbian
Business Registers Agency for agricultural production as primary activity
or registered for some other activity but include organizational parts
carrying out agricultural production.

The critical moment of the Survey was 30 September 2018.

The data shown in tables make part of the final results of the Survey, and
they are published in accordance with law and available to users at the
SORS website.

Family agricultural holding is every family or other community of
persons who live together and spend jointly income for subsistence
(included are one-person households), the members (one or more) being
engaged in agricultural production, whether as their primary or secondary
activity; it has single management, use jointly the means of production
(land, machinery, buildings) and labour of its members; the holder of
family agricultural holding is a physical person, and such holding is
engaged as follows:

e cultivates — uses 50 and more ares of agricultural land on which
agricultural production is undertaken, whether intended for marketing
or not; or

e cultivates - uses less than 50 ares of agricultural land, but
undertakes crop farming, fruit, vine, vegetable and flower growing
(including production under glass and plastic protective cover),
mushroom growing and livetstock breeding, ie. undertakes
agricultural production for marketing, or

e as of the date of critical moment raises at least:
- two heads of cattle, or

- one head of cattle and two heads of small livestock (pig, goat, sheep
—in total), or

- five heads of sheep or five heads of goat, or

- three heads of pig, or

- four heads of small animals (pig, goat, sheep - in total), or
- 50 heads of poultry, or

- 20 bee colonies.

Utilized agricultural area (UAA) comprises: agricultural area used for
kitchen garden, arable land, permanent grassland and pastures and
permanent plantations that the holding regularly cultivated/used in the
referent agricultural year.

Annual Work Unit (AWU) is a unit of measure representing the amount of
human work spent in carrying out agricultural activity on a holding. This
unit is the equivalent of the work of one person working full time in one
year: eight hours a day, 225 working days.

The definition of livestock unit (LU) is presented under the heading
LIVESTOCK RAISING.

Forestry

The total area of forests in the Republic of Serbia extends over 2 261 386
ha. The state sector holds 976 302 ha, which is about 43% of the total
forested area, and the remaining 57% is in private ownership.

The average gross wood stock felled in forests in 2021 increased in
volume when related to 2020 and amounted to 3 335 thousand m3. The
felled wood stock in state ownership amounted to 2 594 thousand m3,
which was significantly more than in the private sector, i.e. eqalled about
78% of the total felled wood stock. The felled wood stock from the forests
of pure stands amounted to 2 492 thousand m3, and from the forests of
mixed stands the felled wood stock amounted to 884 thousand m3. As for
pure stands of broadleaved trees and conifers, 2 276 thousand m3 of pure-
stand broadleaved trees were felled, i.e. 216 thousand m3 of pure-stand
conifers.

When compared to 2020, in 2021 artificial afforestation decreased by
even 278 ha, which means a fall by about 19%. The total area that was
afforested in 2021 extended over 1203 ha. The area of 482 ha was
afforested by conifers, which equals about 40% of the total afforested
areas in 2021. The areas of 1195 ha and 8 ha were afforested in the
state and the private sector, respectively.

Damages caused by fire in 2021 were recorded on the area of 834 ha,
with the damaged wood stock of 10 099 m3,

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Sources and methods of data collection

The reporting method is applied for data collection, and as sources used
are technical documentation, accounting records, specific forestry
management backgrounds (studies), etc. Since the above mentioned
sources are not available, mainly as regards unmanaged forests, the
estimation method is applied.

The data on areas are collected once in three years. Reports are
submitted by forestry and other organisations, i.e. economic subjects
dealing with forest management and exploitation. Data on roads, transport
equipment and machinery are gathered on annual basis.

The data on the production and sales of forest assortments were taken
from the monthly reports submitted by forestry and other organisations,
i.e. the economic subjects producing forest assortments in state forests,
regardless whether forest management and exploitation is their main
activity or not. The reports are based on the records of forest assortments’
production, sales and stocks.

Other data on forestry are collected by means of annual reports of regular
statistical forestry surveys, and they are based on accounting records.

Data on hunting are collected from hunting associations, organisations
engaged in hunting, other bodies and organisations, i.e economic
subjects owning hunting grounds and game rearing farms. The survey is
conducted on biennial basis.

Coverage

Data on timber felling, forest growing and tending, plantations, intensive
plantings and hunting are collected with full coverage. Data on forest
assortments production and sale cover organisations engaged in
permanent production of forest assortments in state forests.

Full coverage is provided for all damages in state forests; however data
on damages to private forests have considerably less extensive coverage,
i.e. they cover only damages caused by fire.

Definitions

Forest is any area larger than 0.05 ha, covered with forest trees. A forest
is also taken to be forest nurseries in the wood complex and forest seed
plantations, as well as protective belts of trees, of an area larger than 0.05
ha. Tree alleys, parks in inhabited places, forest tree nurseries and groups
of forest trees on an area under 0.05 ha are not considered to be a forest.

High forests are those originated mainly from seeds.
Coppices are forests originated mainly from stumps and shoots.

Other categories of forests are scrubs, maquis, shrubberies, and beech
forests.

Scrubs are devastated coppices of small growth and stunted trees mostly
used for livestock grazing and browsing.

Shrubberies are devastated coppices with bushes prevailing.
Beech forests are those which are mainly used for leaves cutting.

Total wood stock (gross volume) covers felled industrial, technical wood
and fuel wood — all manufactured forest assortments and total
residue, hence representing the total volume of wood stock measured
on stump.

Industrial wood has favorable physical and chemical properties, and
is intended for industrial (mechanical and chemical) processing.

Technical wood has favorable physical and chemical properties, and
is intended for various technical purposes.

Tending and land reclamation of forests comprise the works in high
forests and coppices that are intended to improve the quality of stands.

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Industry

In 2021, compared with 2020, industrial production in the Republic of Ser-
bia increased by 6.3%. The volume of industrial production in 2021, com-
pared with 2020, saw a growth in 22 divisions, with a share of 89% in the
structure of industrial production, and a fall in 7 divisions with a share of
11%.

Observed by sections, in 2021, compared with 2020, the following trends
were recorded: section of Mining and quarrying — increase of 27.6%, sec-
tion Manufacturing — increase of 5.6% and section of Electricity, gas,
steam and air conditioning supply - increase of 0.7%.

Data on industrial production by MIGs in 2021 compared with the previous
year expressed growth in the production of: intermediate goods, energy
excluded (by 13.2%), capital goods (by 11.0%), non-durable consumer
goods (by 3.4%), and energy (by 1.6%), while fall was recorded in the
production of durable consumer goods (by 3.0%).

The largest influence on industrial production growth in 2021, compared
to 2020, had the divisions of: Mining of metal ores, Manufacture of coke
and refined petroleum products, Manufacture of other transport equip-
ment, Manufacture of electrical equipment and Manufacture of machinery
and equipment n.e.c.

Sources and methods of data collection

Data on Industry Statistics originate from bookkeeping r ecords, person-
nel and other documentation of reporting units. These data are collected
by means of monthly and annual surveys.

Physical data on production are collected via monthly industry survey, and
serve to calculate industrial production indics.

Data for the electric power generation and consumption balance are col-
lected within special surveys conducted by Statistics of Energy.

Coverage

Industry comprises activities of the following sections of the Classification
of Activities (2010): Mining and quarrying, Manufacturing and Electricity,
gas, steam and air conditioning supply.

Reporting units are enterprises. Observation units are enterprises from
the section B (Mining and quarrying), C (Manufacturing) and D (Electricity,
gas, steam and air conditioning supply) of the Classification of Activities
(CA 2010), as well as kind of activity units (KAU) of non-industrial enter-
prises performing industrial activity.

Monthly industry survey monitors reporting units making together at least
80% of turnover value for each division of industrial production. Military
production data are not included.

Definitions

Industry is the production activity of various products and raw materials
processing of mineral, plant, animal or artificial origin.

An industrial enterprise is an entity with the industrial production, as the
prevailing activity.

Manufactured goods are defined as total finished production of products
listed in the nomenclature of products, being a permanent base for indu-
strial production presentation.

Industrial products are shown according to the new Nomenclature of In-
dustrial Products that is harmonized in accordance with the Classification
of Activities CA (2010).

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Index of physical volume of industrial production represents changes in
volume of total industrial production.

Computation is based on monthly and annual final production data, shown
in physical terms according to Nomenclature of Products for monthly sur-
vey and criteria of weighting system.

For industrial production index computation for the period 2017-2021 ap-
plied were weighting coefficients calculated on the basis of industrial pro-
duction data of the Republic of Serbia in 2015.

Energy

The largest share in production of energy commodities in the Republic of
Serbia in 2020 was recorded in the production of Coal 37.67%. Qil and oil
derivatives participated in imports with 56.93%, in 2020; export of oil de-
rivatives was 61.81%, while export of electricity amounted to 33.79%. In
2020, within final consumption, in the Industry sector most consumed was
Electricity 36.64%, then Natural gas, 21.39%; in Households’ sector most
consumed was Electricity with 33.38% and Wood fuels with 38.38%.

Detailed data in physical units of measurement and TJ (terajoules) are
available on the website of the Statistical Office www.stat.gov.rs.

Sources and methods of data collection

Energy statistics composes Energy Balances that contain annual data on
production, import, export, stock changes, transformation and distribution
of Electricity, Heat energy, Coal, Oil and Oil Derivatives, Natural Gas, Ge-
othermal energy, Firewood, Wood pellets, Wood briquettes, Charcoal and
Biogas in the Republic of Serbia.

Data on production, import, export, stock changes, transformation and
distribution of fuels are collected by annual energy surveys. The figures
for each fuel are shown in standard unit of measurement and in TJ (tera-
joules).
Data necessary for the preparation of energy balances are obtained from:
1. Regular annual statistical surveys of energy statistics;
2. Regular statistical surveys of:
- Foreign trade,
- Construction, and
- Transport.

Coverage

The surveys of energy statistics cover enterprises engaged in the produc-
tion, trade, transport, distribution of fuels, as well as kind of activity (KAU)
of industrial and non-industrial enterprises which have production of en-
ergy. Data on final consumption are created on the basis of data received
from producers, traders, distributors of fuels, industrial enterprises and
also from regular statistical surveys of the other departments within SORS
(transport and construction).

Primary production is a type of energy which was not changed with any
transformation or conversion process (for example: Coal, Crude Qil, Nat-
ural Gas, Biomass, Hydro-energy, Geothermal energy, Firewood, Wind
energy and Solar energy).

Import / export include the quantities that have crossed the national bor-
der (for electricity including transit).

Transformation output comprises transformed energy production (Ther-
moelectricity, Heat, Oil Derivatives, Blast furnace gas and Oxygen steel
furnace gas).

Energy available for final consumption includes the consumption of en-
ergy available for the final consumers in energy and non-energy pur-
poses.

Final non-energy consumption comprises final energy consumption as a
raw material used in the technological process meant for the production
of non-energy products, whereas the share of the consumption in the
chemical industry is shown separately.

Final energy consumption comprises the final consumption of available
energy in:

—  industry

- construction,

- transport,

—  households (all households including “households with
employed persons”),

—  agriculture and in

—  other users (all other users, e.g. education, health, admin-
istration, etc.).

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In 2021, the quantity of drinking water abstracted from water supply
industry increased by 1.4% relative to 2020 and the quantity distributed
to households increased by 0.8% compared to 2020. The number of
households to which water was distributed increased in 2021 by 0.4%
relative to 2020.

In 2021, when observed by sections and compared with the previous
year the following trends were recorded in abstracted water for
consumption in industry: Mining and quarrying - increase of 11.3%;
Manufacturing - decrease of 5.8%; Electricity, gas, steam and air
conditioning supply - decrease of 6.5%.

Compared to the referent period in 2020, in 2021 the total quantity of
wastewater increased by 2.7%, of which the amount of wastewater
discharged into wastewater collecting system increased by 0.6%. In
2021, treated wastewater increased by 3.8% relative to 2020.

From a total quantity of 101 million m3 of wastewater in industry, in
2021, a 29 million m3 water was purified, of which 61.2% by primary
treatment, 19.0% by secondary treatment and 19.7% by tertiary
treatment.

In 2021, there were 15 thousand ha flooded area by surface and ground
water, of which 52.9% referred to utilized agricultural land. The area of
eroded land in 2021 amounted to 3 912 km2.

The irrigated area in 2021 was 52 236 ha, and the most frequent type of
irrigation was, as in the previous year, the sprinkling irrigation.

Quantities of generated waste, observed by sections and in relation to
the previous year, noted the following trends in 2020: Agriculture,
forestry and fishing — decrease of 5.3%, Mining and quarrying —
decrease of 15.0%; Manufacturing — decrease of 31.5; Electricity, gas,
steam and air conditioning supply — increase of 5.3%, Water supply;
sewerage, waste management and remediation activities — decrease of
17.1%, Construction - increase of 20.3% and Service activities -
increase of 37.2%.

Protected natural areas

Sources and methods of data collection

The Institute for Nature Conservation is responsible for the conservation
of nature and natural wealth on the territory of the Republic of Serbia
and it is in charge of the Central Register of Protected Natural Sites. The
Institute for Nature Conservation of Vojvodina is in charge of the Regis-
ter of Protected Natural Sites of Vojvodina for the territory of the AP
Vojvodina. This refers especially to:

- collection and processing of data on nature and natural values;

- monitoring and assessment of nature conservation and level of
endangerment of geoheritage objects, wild species and their habi-
tats, habitat types, ecosystems, ecologically important areas, pro-
tected areas, ecological corridors, ecological networks and land-
scapes;

- preparation of conservation studies determining the values of areas
proposed to be protected and methodology for managing such are-
as.

Definitions

Protected areas are areas having distinct geological, biological, ecosys-
tem and/or landscape biodiversity, therefore being legally proclaimed as
areas of general interest.

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National park is an area with a large number of diverse natural ecosys-
tems of national importance, with distinguished landscape characteris-
tics and cultural heritage in which a man lives in harmony with nature. It
is also intended for conservation of the existing natural values and re-
sources, with overall landscape, geological and biological diversity, as
well as for meeting the scientific, educational, spiritual, aesthetic, cultur-
al, tourist and health and recreational needs, and other activities in
accordance with the principles of nature protection and sustainable
development.

Natural park is an area of well-conserved natural values with mostly
conserved natural ecosystems and picturesque landscapes, intended for
conservation of the overall geological, biological and landscape diversi-
ty, as well as for meeting the scientific, educational, spiritual, aesthetic,
cultural, tourist, health and recreational needs, and other activities har-
monised with traditional way of living and principles of sustainable de-
velopment.

Landscape of exceptional features is an area of recognisable appear-
ance with significant natural, biological-ecological, aesthetic and cultural-
historical values, which developed in time as a result of interaction be-
tween nature, natural potentials of the area and the traditional way of
living of local population.

Strict nature reserve is an area of unchanged natural characteristics with
representative natural ecosystems, intended exclusively for conservation
of original nature, gene fund, ecological equilibrium, monitoring of natu-
ral phenomena and processes, scientific research which does not dam-
age natural properties, values, phenomena and processes.

Special nature reserve is an area of unchanged or insignificantly
changed nature, and is of particular importance due to its uniqueness,
rareness or representativeness, which includes a habitat of an endan-
gered wild plant, animal and fungi species, without settlements or with
scarce settlements in which humans live in harmony with nature. This
area is intended for conservation of the existing nature characteristics,
gene fund, ecological equilibrium, monitoring of natural phenomena and
processes, scientific research and education, controlled visits and
preservation of traditional way of living.

Nature monument is a smaller unchanged or partially changed natural
spatial entity, object or phenomenon, physically and clearly distin-
guished, recognisable and/or unique, with representative geomorpholog-
ic, geological, hydrographical, botanical and/or other characteristics, as
well as a botanical value of scientific, aesthetic, cultural or educational
significance, created by human labour.

Cultural and historical sites are, according to previous Laws on Nature
Conservation, protected as memorial nature monuments and spaces
surrounding immoveable cultural patrimony.

Protected habitat shall be an area which includes one or more types of
natural habitats that are significant for conservation of one or more
populations of wild species and their communities.

Protected species are wild species which are endangered or can be-
come endangered, and have special significance in genetic, ecological,
ecosystem, scientific, health, economical and other aspects. These
species are protected as strictly protected wild species or protected wild
species — Article 36 of the Law on Nature Conservation (,Official Ga-
zette of the Republic of Serbia“ No. 36/09, 88/2010 and 91/2010).

Ecological network means a set of functionally related or spatially close
ecologically significant areas, which considerably contribute to conserva-
tion of biological diversity through its bio geographic presence and rep-
resentation, including ecologically important areas of the EU NATURA
2000.

Ecological network shall comprise: ecologically significant areas, ecolog-
ical corridors and protective zone, if necessary.

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Ecologically significant areas are parts of ecological network important
for conservation of species, certain types of habitats and habitats
of certain species significant for the Republic of Serbia, in compliance
with generally accepted international legal rules and ratified international
agreements.

Ecological  corridor is an ecological pathway and/or connection
which enables movements of the population units and flow of genes
between the protected areas and ecologically important areas from one
locality to another and which represents part of the ecological network.

Ecological network shall become part of the European Ecological Net-
work Natura 2000 till the day when the Republic of Serbia accesses the
European Union.

Priority types of habitats

Regulation on criteria for selection of types of habitats, habitat types,
sensitive, endangered, rare and on priority protection habitat types and
protection measures for their preservation (,Official Gazette of RS,
number 35/2010) determines habitat types, sensitive, endangered, rare
and protection of priority habitat types, as well as the criteria and
measures for their preservation. The criteria and measures for the
protection of habitats are determined by this Regulation in accordance
with the Nature Protection Law and international regulations.

Habitat is a geographically clearly defined space where a concrete
community of plants, animals, fungi and microorganisms (biocenosis)
interacts with abiotic factors (soil, climate, water quantity and quality,
etc.) by forming a unique functional whole.

Habitat type is a group of habitats that are very similar by their biotic and
abiotic characteristics. This Regulation specifies the following habitat
types:

1) Endangered habitat types (End, Ret, Rep, Frag (A), Frag (B)), these
are habitat types threatened by extinction due to interaction of
anthropogenic and/or natural factors, on the territory of the Republic
of Serbia;

2) Rare habitat types (Ret) — these are habitat types that are localized
within a very restricted area on the territory of the Republic of Serbia;

3) Sensitive habitat types (Frag (A), Frag (B)) — represent those habitat
types that are functionally volatile, consequently particularly sensitive
to degradation or extinction due to anthropogenic or natural factors.
Sensitive habitats are also those habitats that recover very poorly
and slowly;

4) Priority protection hatitat types - are natural or semi-natural habitats
threatened by extinction from the territory of the Republic of Serbia,
as well as habitats representing an extraordinary example of
representative habitat types of the continental, pannonian and alpine
region in accordance with the international classification, for which
specific protection measures are required;

After the implementation of IPA 2016 programme for supporting the EU
ecological network NATURA 2000 in the Republic of Serbia ,EU for
Serbia - continued support to the implementation of Chapter 27 in
the area of nature protection (Natura 2000)“, the Ministry of
Environment, and nature conservation institutes, as well as the main
programme beneficiaries, identified the first list of potential areas of the
Natura 2000 network. Those areas are determined on the basis of
scientific and technical criteria, with the analysis of all available data
sources on the biodiversity, as well as on data collected on the field,
upon agreement with relevant scientific professionals in Serbia.

The result is a list of 277 potential pSCls and 85 potential SPAs
dispersed on the whole territory of Serbia.

HYDROMETEROLOGICAL DATA

Sources and methods of data collection

Data on air quality, chemical composition of precipitations and emission
of pollutants into the air were obtained from the Environmental
Protection Agency.

Data on water level, temperature of rivers and underground water level
were obtained from the Republic Hydrometeorological Service of Serbia.

AIR QUALITY AND CHEMICAL COMPOSITION OF
PRECIPITATIONS

Air quality data are given on the basis of systematic automatic meas-
urements of levels of pollutants in the national network for monitoring air
quality in the Republic of Serbia. Data are the result of air quality moni-
toring under the Regulation on conditions and requirements for monitor-
ing air quality ("Official Gazette of the Republic of Serbia" No.11/10,
75/10 and 63/13), Regulation on establishing air quality control pro-
grams in the state network ("Official Gazette of the Republic of Serbia"
No. 58/11) and the Decree on establishing the zones and agglomera-
tions ("Official Gazette of the Republic of Serbia" No. 58/11 and 98/12)
issued in accordance with the Law on Air Protection ("Official Gazette of
the Republic of Serbia" No. 36 / 09, 10/13).

Presented are mean annual values of SO  NOy,
PM1o, CO and Oz determined on the basis of hourly concentrations
of pollutants, with full availability requirement of at least 90% of
valid hourly data (Decree on conditons and requirements
for monitoring air quality "Official Gazefte of Republic of
Serbia", No. 11/10, 75/10 and 63/13 (www.sepa.gov.rs/ kriterijumi.php)).

The sampling of precipitations is carried out from 6:00 a.m. of the cur-
rent day to 6:00 a.m. of the next day (daily sample). The date when
maximal and minimal values appear relates to the current day. Precipita-
tion level is measured in millimeters (mm), and defines the acidity (pH),
the electric conductivity (mineralization at 20°C in uS/cm, the contents of
chloride, potassium, sodium, calcium and magnesium in milligrams per
liter (mg/l), the contents of sulfates, nitrates and ammonium ion in milli-
grams of sulphur per liter (mg/S/l), as well as milligrams of nitrogen per
liter (mg/N/).

EMISSION OF POLLUTANTS INTO THE AIR

The data for emission of pollutants into the air have been presented in
accordance with the methodology EMEP/EEA 2009 UNECE Convention
on Transboundary Air Pollution (CLRTAP). Data are presented for the
primary pollutants (NOx, NMVOC, SOy, NHs, CO), particulates(PMzs,
PM1oandtotal suspended particles), priority heavy metals(Pb, Cd, Hg)
and other heavy metals(As, Cr, Cu, Ni,Se and Zn), and persistent
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apyre Tewke metane (As, Cr, Cu, Ni, Se u Zn), kao un pyrotpajHe
opraHcke 3arahyjyhe matepuje (PCDD/PCDF, PAHs, HCB, HCH, PCB).

Office of the Republic of Serbia, legal entities which have the obligation
of reporting to the Agency.

The presented data are verified as part of the annual inventory audit of
Member States of the Convention, made by the EMERCEIP(Centre on
Emission Inventories and Projections).

HYDROLOGICAL DATA

Data on water level and temperature of rivers are given on the basis of
daily monitoring and the water level of underground waters on the basis
of five and ten-day measurements during a month. Monitoring,
measurement and collection of these data are carried out through
Republic Hydrometeorological Service of Serbia stations, according to
Regulations relative to the meteorological and hydrological stations'
network and Work Programme establishment.

WATER USE AND PROTECTION

Sources and methods of data collection

Data on water statistics were collected from annual surveys in which
reporting units are according to the Classification Activities legal entities
registered in the sections: Agriculture, forestry and fisheries; Mining and
quarrying; Manufacturing; Electricity, gas, steam and air conditioning
supply and Water supply and wastewater management and in the
divisions: Civil engineering; Specialised construction activities,
Architectural and engineering activities and other legal entities,
accredited by local self-government, dealing with water resources,
protection against damaging water effects, construction and
maintenance of waterworks structures and environment.

Data on drinking water supply and wastewater discharge are collected
from reporting units which are responsible for drinking water supply and
sewage management. The public water supply systems abstract
drinking water intended for the supply of final customers from available
water abstraction sources. The water used in households is delivered by
public water supply via the water supply network.

The percentage of population connected to the water supply system and
sewerage was calculated on the basis of annual statistical surveys
,orinking water supply®, ,Urban wastewater and the Census of
Population, Households and Dwellings 2011.

Data on water use and water protection against damaging water effects
are collected from legal entities with/over 10 employees, which main
activity is Mining and quarrying; Manufacturing and Electricity, gas,
steam and air conditioning supply and in divisions: Waste collection,
treatment and disposal of waste and Sanitation, remediation and waste
management. Water abstracted and used for these industry sections are
presented separately.

Wastewater includes discharged wastewater from urban sewerage and
wastewater from the sections: Mining and quarrying; Manufacturing and
Electricity, gas, steam and air conditioning supply, and in divisions:
Waste collection, treatment and disposal of waste and Sanitation,
remediation and waste management, and does not include flowing water
from hydropower plants and cooling water. Treated water from
wastewater treatment plants comes from urban wastewater treatment
systems and from the industrial wastewater treatment plants.

Data on the protection against harmful water effects are collected from
legal entities dealing with water resource management, protection
against the harmful effects of water, construction and maintenance of
hydro-structures and environment.

Definitions

Water abstraction comprises all quantities of both directly abstracted
and secured water (underground, spring and surface water) delivered to
legal entities in the course of a reference year, whether these quantities
were used for own consumption, ceded or sold to other users.

Self-supply is the abstraction of water by users for own final use.

Water supplied is water sold to consumers. It is measured by water
meters or, where those are not available, according to the standards
relative to a given branch of activity.

Discharged water is water, which, after use is discharged as wastewater
from sewage system, as well as from industry, which are included
cooling water. Wastewater quantities do not include atmospheric,
flowing water, nor water used in hydro-power plants.

Wastewater is water, which, after use, is treated as wastewater and
transported to treating plant or discharged into land, underground or
surface water. Wastewater quantities do not include atmospheric,
flowing water used in hydro-power plants or cooling water used in
industry.

Treated wastewater comprises total amount of wastewater that was
treated during the reporting year, one of type’s treatment which is listed
below.

Primary treatment of wastewater by physical and/or chemical procedure
includes the collection of suspended particles, and other processes in
which BOD is reduced by at least 20% before being discharged. It also
covers the total suspended particles of incoming wastewaters reduced
to least 50%.

Secondary treatment of wastewater includes biological treatment with
secondary collection or by other processes, which results in BOD
reduction of at least 70% and COD reduction of at least 75%.

Tertiary treatment is the next wastewater treatment process after the
secondary treatment of nitrogen and/or phosphorous and/or any other
pollutant affecting the quality and specific use of water: microbiological
pollution, colour, etc. Minimum efficiency levels defining the tertiary
treatment are: organic pollution reduced up to at least 95% for BOD and
85% for COD, being: at least 70% nitrogen removal, at least 80%
phosphorous removal and microbiological removal coliform at less then
1000 in 100 ml.

Main supply length comprises water supply pipes length from water
abstraction source to reservoirs or drinking water processing plant, i.e.
from a water abstraction source to the first pipe of a distributive network
(if there is no reservoir).

Distributive network length comprises the water supply network length
from reservoirs to the consumption place, excluding connections length
and network within buildings.

Collecting sewage network length comprises the length of covered street
drainage canals for waste and atmospheric water, excluding the length
of connections and network within houses.

Sources and methods of data collection

Data on waste are collected by a statistical survey that has been carried
out according to the standards and rules of the Regulation (EC)
2150/2002 on reporting on Waste Statistics.

Coverage

The coverage of the survey on waste generation is complete for the
legal entities with 10 and more employees for the sections A-E,
excluding division 38 - Waste collection, treatment and disposal
activities of the Classification Activity that is completely covered.

The frame for the sample selection for the sections F-S of the CA is
based on the set of legal entities from the Statistical Business Register
(SBR) that fulfilled the determined requests on the number of employees
and value of turnover.

Definitions

Waste means “any substance or object which the holder discards or
intends or is required to discard“(Waste Framework Directive).

Hazardous waste is waste, which by its origin, composition or
concentration of hazardous materials, can cause danger to environment
and human health and has at least one of the hazardous characteristics
regulated by law, including its packaging.

Non-hazardous waste is waste that displays non-hazardous properties.

Statistical Yearbook of the Republic of Serbia 2022 [ Construction

Construction

The value of works done in the Republic of Serbia in 2021 amounted to
RSD 581 188 million, presenting an increase of 28.7% at current prices,
when compared with 2020, i.e. 18.4% increase at constant prices.
Observed by types of constructions,44.4% of the value was carried out
on buildings (residential and non-residential) and the rest on civil
engineering (fransport, pipelines, complex industrial structures, etc.).

The total value of works performed abroad by contractors from the
Republic of Serbia in 2021 amounted to RSD 23 236 million. The largest
construction activity was recorded in the Russian Federation, presenting
32.7% of the total value of works done.

In 2021, 28 874 dwellings were completed, which is by 14.0% more than
the number of completed dwellings in 2020. According to the housing
stock data (balance state) in the Republic of Serbia, in 2021, there were
3.176 million of dwellings and the average dwelling area was 72.1 m2.

Sources and methods of data collection

Data are collected by the following surveys: Annual report on
construction works, Monthly report on building permits, Annual report on
building materials, fuel and electricity consumption, Annual report on
demolished dwelling constructions and dwellings converted into business
premises, and Annual report on works done abroad.

Coverage

The Annual report on constructional works covers construction works
performed in the reporting year by legal and physical persons dealing
with construction, legal persons unclassified into construction activity but
having units that perform construction activity, while the data on building
permits are used for works performed in individual owners’ organization.

The Annual report on consumption of building materials, fuel and
electricity covers construction materials and energy resources used by
construction contractors (construction and non-construction enterprises)
for the construction of structures, maintenance, repair and operation of
machinery and vehicles, for heating, as well as stationery and other
operating supplies.

The Annual report on demolished dwelling constructions and dwelling
conversion covers demolished dwelling construction torn down, as well
as buildings with one or more dwellings converted into non-residential
premises. Reporting units are competent administrative agencies and
enterprises keeping documentation on demolishing. The results of
related data processing are used for balancing the housing stock in the
inter-censual period.

The Annual report on works done abroad covers enterprises performing
construction works abroad. The values of works and services are
calculated according to the contract, in USD or EUR. Foreign currencies
are converted into the national one according to the annual exchange
rate.

Definitions

Value of construction works covers all built-in constructional materials
and labour force. It excludes the value of land purchase, architects’ or
consultants’ fees and VAT. Data on value of works done relate to works
performed during the reference year on completed and non-completed
constructions. Value of works performed by contractors-legal entities is
given on the basis of annual account statements, while the value of

Definitions for construction works refer to all years for which data are
published.

A construction comprises constructions connected with the ground, any
underground and over ground construction, as well as new constructions
which are made of construction materials, finished pro-ducts and
components.

New construction is the erection of a new structure on a site not being
occupied or being occupied by a structure which was removed.

Extensions and additions are construction works carried out on an
already existing construction structure with the purpose of extending the
useful space next to, or on existing structures.

Restoration of old, wrecked, abandoned buildings are construction works
when at least one dwelling or other parts in the building are completely
renovated, by using essential parts of the existing structure, well
preserved facades, efc., although internal attic and wall partitions are
totally demolished.

Conversion of non-residential parts into new dwellings are construction
works when the existing non-residential part in the building (attic or
basement space that has never been arranged as living space, garages,
space where manufacture or service activity was performed) is converted
into one or more dwellings.

Other conversion of space in buildings refers to construction works on
converting the existing space in the building (for example dwelling, attic or
basement space that has never been arranged as business premises,
garages, efc.) into business premises or adapting the existing business
premises to other business purpose.

Improvements of existing structures are construction works that
substantially improves the useful value (e.g. capacity) of the structure
and extends its useful life. Such works include:

Extension of facilities. Construction works that extend the existing
structures, for example, building of rooms or accessories in the existing
dwellings or business premises, enlargement of transport infrastructure
for heavier fraffic, replacement of existing pipelines or plumbing to
increase the capacity, etc.

Reconstruction, adaptation and modernization. Construction works on
improving quality, function, capacity and useful life of existing facilities.

Replacement of essential dilapidated parts of the structure. Construction
works that replace completely the essential dilapidated or worn out parts
of the structure.

Regular maintenance and major repairs. Construction works periodically
performed to secure normal use of a facility.

Dwelling is any construction structure intended for habitation, consisting
of one room or a suite of rooms with its accessories (kitchen, bathroom,
lobby, pantry, toilet, etc.) or without accessories, and which has one
entry or more separate entries.

Type of dwelling has been determined according to the number of rooms.
A room is a space intended for habitation and enclosed by walls having
direct daylight and at least 4 square meters of floor area.

Efficiency apartment is one-room dwelling with a bathroom and a lobby
with a kitchenette(with a floor space less than 4 sq. m.) or without it.

One-room dwelling may consist of one room with kitchen and other
accessories or one room without kitchen, but with other accessories.

Two-, three-, four- and more- room dwelling consists of two, three or
more rooms with accessories or without them. In such a dwelling the
kitchen is not necessary.

Useful floor space area of the dwelling covers the useful floor space
measured inside of dwelling walls.

HOUSING STOCK

Sources and methods of data collection

Data on the housing stock as of 31 December 2011 are derived from the
data of the Census of Population, Households and Dwellings which was
carried out from 1 to 15 October 2011. The 2011 Census was not
conducted on the territory of the AP Kosovo and Metohija. A reduced
coverage of enumeration units was recorded in the municipalities of
Presevo and Bujanovac due to the boycott by the majority of members of
the Albanian national community.

The data on the housing stock at the end of the year are calculated on
the basis of census results and data on completed and demolished
dwellings during the year.

Coverage

Housing stock in the Republic of Serbia covers both occupied and vacant
dwellings intended for permanent habitation.

Housing stock excludes dwellings used on temporary basis for holiday
and recreation, during seasonal works in agriculture, occupied business
premises, premises occupied in case of need, collective dwellings and
temporary bunkhouses.

Definitions

Dwelling was considered to be any residential construction unit intended
for habitation, consisting of one room or a suite of rooms with necessary
accessories (such as: kitchen, bathroom, lobby, pantry, toilet, etc.) or
without and with one or more separate entries. A dwelling, which at the
time of the census was shared by two or more households, and did not
undergo constructional alteration into two or more separate dwellings,
was registered as one dwelling.

The total area of dwellings is the useful floor area measured inside of the
dwelling walls and is the sum of the area of all the rooms, kitchen,
bathroom, toilet, corridor and other accessories in the dwelling, including
the area of the lobby, balcony and terraces.

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Domestic trade

Domestic trade covers the following divisions of the Classification of
Activities (CA): Wholesale and retail trade and repair of motor vehicles
and motorcycles (45), Wholesale trade, except of motor vehicles and
motorcycles (46) and Retail trade, except of motor vehicles and
motorcycles (47). For the purpose of comparability, the first table shows
data for all three divisions of trade, and the next ones, separately
present the indicators by divisions.

Retail trade turnover in the Republic of Serbia in 2021 was realized
through 86 809 facilities, meaning that it decreased by 0.2% in relation
to 2020.

The realized turnover in 2021, regarding the division 45 of the
Classification of Activities, compared with 2020, recorded an increase of
19.4% at current prices, and in the division 46, an increase of 23,5%. In
CA division 47, the increase at current prices in the same period
amounted to 16.1% and to 10.5% at constant prices.

When observing turnover structure in 2021, by commodity groups, in CA
division 45, on the territory of the Republic of Serbia, the greatest share
in the realized turnover was noted in motor vehicles (approximately
54%).

The greatest share in CA division 46 in 2021 was, for the level of the
Republic of Serbia, realized by sales of the following products from the
comodity groups: solid, liquid and gaseaous fuels (16.6%), food
products (14.2%), pharmaceutical products (10.3%) and agricultural raw
materials and live animals (8.7%).

As for CA division 47 is concerned, in 2021, the most notable was the
sale of food, tobacco products and motor fuels, which participated with
56% in the total turnover of the Republic of Serbia.

Sources and methods of data collection

Domestic trade data derive from accounting and other records of
organizations engaged in retail and wholesale trade activities. They are
collected through regular quarterly surveys.

Data series on the number of shops and number of employees are
retrieved from the Statistical Business Register, i.e. Labour Market
Statistics Division (methological explanatory notes are available on
SORS website).

Data on agricultural products market surpluses at the sale stage are
collected by means of monthly reports from agricultural and other
organizations which are selling/shipping agricultural products from their
own production, and monthly reports from organizations dealing with the
purchase of agricultural products from family holdings, as well as via
monthly reports on the turnover of agricultural produces on farmers’
markets, obtained by the organizations providing selling area of the
markets.

Coverage

Domestic trade statistics covers the goods turnover realized through
trade activity. The goods’ turnover, taking place directly among the
producers, as well as among the producers and consumers, is not
covered, neither are most of trade services (intermediary, agency,
commission, etc.).

Al the surveys that cover legal entities are sample-based. The
population has been created from enterprises registered in trade
section. All large, medium-sized and randomly selected small-sized and
micro enterprises have been interviewed. A few business entities which
principal activity is other than trade, but that generate considerable
turnover in trade have been included in the estimation. Data on turnover
of unincorporated enterprises are gained from administrative sources.

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The sampling frame for enterprises has been formed on the basis of:
statistical business register data, financial indicators of enterprises and
regular statistical surveys.

Indices at constant prices for retail trade, division 47, have been
obtained by deflating turnover at current prices by the corresponding
price indices.

This section also presents the sale of market surpluses of agricultural
produces, which are covered and shown as: a) authorized purchase of
agricultural products from family holdings, b) sale of products from own
production of enterprises and cooperatives, and c) sale of agricultural
produces on farmers’ markets.

Definitions

Turnover of goods in retail trade shows the value of goods delivered by
retail trade enterprises to final consumers (primarily to final consumers
for own consumption or household use, and to legal and physical
entities for performing their activities).

Turnover of goods in wholesale trade shows the value of goods
delivered by wholesale trade enterprises to: domestic trade enterprises,
other enterprises for further processing, large consumers for own
consumption (health organizations, social insurance and welfare
organizations, education, defence and other).

To ensure data comparability, the retail trade turnover value is shown at
2015 prices, and the relevant price indices were used as deflators.

Sale of agricultural produces is the sale, i.e. shipping of agricultural
produces, which come from the production of agricultural organizations
and agricultural units incorporated in non-agricultural organizations.

Authorized purchase of agricultural produces refers to agricultural
produces purchased or taken over directly from family holdings by
agricultural, trade, industrial and other organizations, for the purpose of
further sale or processing.

Sale of agricultural produces on farmers’ markets refers to agricultural
produces sold by agricultural family holdings directly to final consumers
on markets (farmers’ markets, green markets, retail trade shops, etc.).

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External trade

According to the recommendations of the UN Statistics Division, the
general trade system was introduced in 1 January 2010.This is a wide
concept that includes, both in exports and imports, all goods enter-
ing/leaving the economic territory of the country, with the exception of
goods in transit. Apart from transit, transactions of commodities of tem-
porary character (for trade fairs, test samples, etc.) are also excluded.

According to the general trade system, goods are imported, i.e. exported
to:

a) free circulating areas, rooms for internal processing or industrial free
zones;

b) premises for customs storage.

The general trade system ensures the adjustment to the standards and
criteria set out in the System of National Accounts and the Balance of
Payment.

The main data source for external trade statistics is the Uniform Customs
Declaration Administrative Document (UCD) on exports and imports of
goods. Customs officials and authorised shipping agents transmit in elec-
tronic form all documents to the RS Customs Administration. The Statistical
Office of the Republic of Serbia takes over single customs documents,
ready for automatic data processing, from the Customs Administration and
carries out further statistical control and processing. Besides the Uniform
Customs Declaration, there are two other data sources, the public enter-
prise “Posta Srbije” for exports of goods of lesser economic significance,
which does not exceed 1000 Euros, and the greed operator company
“Elektromreza Srbije” for exports/imports of electricity. The Statistical Office
of the Republic of Serbia receives from the mentioned enterprises agreed
databases which it controls and process together with uniform customs
documents.

External trade statistics collects, processes and publishes data pursuant
to the general trade system.

The general trade system includes all goods that are added to the inven-
tory of the material wealth of the Republic of Serbia when entering its
economic territory (imports) or goods that are deducted when exiting
from it (export). However, external trade statistics does not include
goods in transit or temporarily imported for trade fairs and exhibitions,
etc.

The main difference between the general and the special trade system,
which was applied in external trade surveys before 2009 lies in the fact
that the general trade system includes goods that are forwarded directly
from abroad to the customs warehouse or free zone or delivered there
from; the special trade system includes goods from customs warehouse
only in cases of sales or finishing in the domestic market.

In external trade statistics, the quantity of goods is expressed in weight
measurements - tons or kilograms. However, when envisaged by the
customs tariff, supplementary measurement units are applied as well.
Generally, net weight is registered and shown for all goods. In cases
when gross weight is charged instead of net weight, the gross weight is
counted.

Value of goods in external trade statistics is expressed on the basis of
prices fixed by enterprises in their contract provisions. All values are
calculated on FCO RS border: FOB prices for exports, CIF for im-
ports(invoiced value of goods with added costs of transport, insurance,
efc. to the border of the Republic of Serbia). The data are computed
based on exchange rates applied for establishing customs base. Costs
of shipping, insurance and reloading, etc. payable in foreign currency are
calculated at current exchange rates applied for establishing customs
base.

The classification of imports and exports of goods in external trade is
carried out according to the Nomenclature of the External Trade Statis-
tics, based on the UN Standard International Trade Classification of,
Rev. 4.

Registration of external trade data by countries is carried out according
to the principle of the last known destination regarding exports, and
country of origin regarding imports. Namely, in exports registered is the
country where the goods are consumed and further processed, and in
imports registered is the country where goods were produced in the form
in which they are imported.

Indices of unit values are computed from the data on quantity and value
of products that participated in external trade, both in the reference
period of the current year and in the respective period of the previous
year, which serves as the basis for comparisons. In addition, given are
aggregate indices by economic branches, sections of the Standard
International Trade Classification, by economic destination, and exports
and imports indices by level of products’ processing.

Starting from 1989, exports and imports price indices are obtained by
calculating the quantities of exported/imported goods in current year, at
previous year prices. The indices are calculated based on a sample
including over 80% of the goods’ value. For aggregate indices, the
coverage is uneven and in most cases lower.

Lower coverage is the result of considerable structural changes both in
exports and imports of goods, what is particularly expressive in the
calculations of indices for individual economic branches.

Indices of the physical volume of exports and imports are calculated as
a derived indicator through value indices and unit values indices, based
on the coverage used for monitoring unit values indices.

Trade ratios were calculated as the quotient of exports and imports price
indices.
